Re:nMs of Sittings of the Tuteraational
Patent Congress at Vienna.

Viexxa, August 8.—The inlerna-
tional-putent congress bas adopted the
following resolutions:

Second —The duration of & patent for
an iovention to be for fifteen years, or
for a shorter term, with the option of
extending it to that period.

Third—The complete publication of
the patent to be obligatory.

Fourth—The utﬁm of granting 2
satent to be estabdighed on & moderate
Lut progressive scale. .
