N. B. Watkins, clerk of the boat savs
We left Milwaukee at forty minutes
past niue o'clock last night, with nine-
teen passengers, and a crew of thirty
men, and were due in Grand Haven be
tween five and six o'cIock this mornintr.
The cargo consisted of three thousand
bushels of wheat, five hundred barrels ol
flour, one nundred and twenty-fiv- e bar
rels of pork, and some miscellaneous ar-
ticles. This was a very large cargo
for the boat A moderate breeze was
blowing from the southwest, which con
stantly increased, until it became a ter
rific gale before daylight I did not get
up until nine o'clock, when the boat was
reeling fearfully. I immediately went
below, and fonnd the men working at
the pumps.
