NARRATIVE OF INCIDENTS,

which occurred after the separation of
the crew, IS gathered from converaauuu
with several of the paity :

The Polaris had been leatin? badly
before the fifteenth of October, 1ST2,

and her situation ultimately became fo
alarmlnir that it was deemed advisable
to make preparations to abandon her.
xnis was amveu at on me iiueeniu or
October, at which time they were In lat-

itude 79. Some of the crew remained
aboard, while others landed on the lcr,
and they began to get out the stores
with the Intention of taking everything
they would need for a long sojourn in
those frozen regions. Between ten
and twelve o'clock at night, while this
work was proceeding, a very severe gale
sprang up, and snow began to fall
heavily, with a strong, but variable
wind- - Operations were commenced,
and after ereat effort the boats were uot
upon the ice, and a large supply of pro-
visions taken out. Suddenly the
anchors, by which the ship was made
fast to the ice. irave away one snappini:
and the other tearing. This occurred
about midnight The anchor in start- -

drove past them, they cried out, in an

Captain Buddington shouted baok that
he could do nothing for them; they had
boats and provisions, and must shift for
themselves as best they could. Note
These three men, Sergeant Meyer and
two others, were saved with the Tycoon
party. Signed Editors. In a few
moments those on the Polaris saw a boat
launched and manned by three men,
making for the place where their com-
rades were stationed. In a short time
the storm and darkness shut out every-
thing from their view. The feelings of
the men can be imagined as, with half
the crew left to perish, as they supposed,
i . ilssDiipr nf 10a nil anrtw the flthTn

drlfted away helpless, until at last she
brought up at lifeboat Cove. The pros
pect was now gloomy enougn. mere

It
was, therefore, determined to beach her,
but the question was how could that be
done. The wind being favorable, an
opening in the pack was finally discov
ered, and me snip was Dore mrougn
under canvass, everything apparently
favored the work, but though the ship
was only a few miles from shore, It took
twelve hours to get her close in. The
next consideration was to provide shel-
ter for the men on shore. All the tim-
bers from between decks were torn nut,
and the provisions were deposited on the
Ice. Tho coal was removed, and every
thing useful was secured. The walls of
a house were then built of heavy planks,
jointed to exclude wind, and the roof
was made of sails.

Their
arrangements were so complete that no
visit to the ship was necessary be
fore January 7th, when tney went
for a BUDuly of wood. Fresh water
was obtained in abundance by collecting
parts of icebergs and melting them.

PERILOUS POSITION.

The orovislons were gradually dimin
ishmr. and fuel, of which only six tons
had been obtained from the ship, nearly
exhausted. The Polaris was still available
for materials, and.it was now proposed
to build two boats. A survey by Ches
ter showed that tbe lining of the cabin
could be used, and this was accordingly
atrinoed rf.

During spring monins, wim me tner--
mometer twenty-mre- e degrees oeiow
zero, and frequent and tunaing arms,
the building of boats went on. The
situation srew dally more discouraging',
but work was never relaxed, and the
courage of the men never failed. Ad
vancing steadily, tne crew were reauy to
depart by the end of June, with a de-

If not p rfectly
tiirht. the boats Droved themselves ex
cellent sailors and remarkably easy to
row. and on the first day the voyagers
reached ooutog oay. Alter remaining
them a short time, to rerun their
strength, the party made for Haoklaugt
island, where it was brought to a
standstill by a tremendous gale, which

fnr that time. Immenseflocksof ducks.
a bird of the Penquin species, were en-

countered here, however, and as the
men could easily tafie up their guns and
kill ten of them at a shot there was a
plentiful supply of provisions which
were very thankfully received. Occa- -

sionally their tiny cratts were sauiy be-

set and It was feared they would come
to grief, but they were among the Ice
and there was nothing to be done but to
force a passage, southward at all haz
ards. After enduring perils, from:
which their escape seemed almost ml- -
raculous, they succeeded at last, mrougn
great exertion,, in reaching Cape Perry,
a few miles below at Cape Ciarresa
melt. An encammnent was made everv
night When the labors of the day
were over, me coats were tiauieu upon
the ice and everything taken out, and
the only hot meal was prepared. The
apparatus for cooking was of the most
primitive character. Each boat carried
a quantity of rigging from the Polaris
and a can of oil; with these a fire was
made in the bottom of an old bucket
and tea was the only thing we made on
such an apparatus. We suffered, but
not seriously. The life was

The correspondent of the Pall Mall
Gazette elves the latest data as to the
progress of the Protestant Episcopal
missons in Bengal. It appears from his
letters that the total number of commu-
nicants in that province is 98,008 souls,
of whom 70,000 were born and bred in
India and 50,000 are pure natives. The
report of the missionary conference at
Allahabad has just published the statis-
tics for all India. Unfortunately it
deals only with the protestant natives,
who number 4,ioi. 'ine most re-

markable feature disclosed by the mis
sionary statistics is the rapid progress of
prosely tlsm during late years, xsetween
1SSI and 1871 the numberhasmore than
doubled in Bengal, while the communi-
cants have increased nearly three-fol- d.

In Central India communicants have
multiplied by nearly 400 percent; In
Oudh by 175 per cent; in the north-
western provinces It has nearly doubled:
in the Punjaub and Bombay ithas in-

creased by t4 per cent, and the total in-

crease for all India is 61 oercent The
increase during the previous ten years,
from 1S51 to 1S61, was only 53 per cent
Tbe missionaries calculate that, assum
ing a uniform increase of 61 percent for
each ten years, the number of native
protestants in India will amount In 1951
to 11,000.000, and in 2001 to 130 000.000.
