The bowels are gener-
ally torpid, but sometimes a diarrhea
attends tbe disease; when the latter is
the case the d if charge has a tarry ap-

pearance. At times a dark green perspi-
ration oozes from the body, coloring the
llBeo and imparting to it a foetid smell.
These symptoms continue from four to
twelve days, and when not fatal leave
the patient in an almost helpless condi-
tion, convalescence and recovery being
slow. From tbis description of the dis
ease, obtained from several physicians,
it will be readily observed by the pro-

fessional reader that there is a material
difference between It and yellow-feve- r.

The origin of the disease In Bhreveport
is well understood, and it may be traced
to like causes wherever it exists. In
Shreveport, too, more males are at-

tacked than females, a fact recognized as

one of the peculiarities of the fever now
prevailing in this city. There are more
men exposed, who go abroad at sight,
and their systems become impregnated
with tbe poisons that drift about near
the earth and generate the fatal disor-

The number of country stores grows
with wonderful rapidity. In a single
county in Mississippi of five thousand
voters there are from fifty to eighty
flourishing little retail dry-goo- estab-

lishments. Each great farmer is also a
merchant, silling to his employes all
that they consume of dry-goo- and
groceries. Trades-peopl- e of this charac
ter are numberless in eastern Missis-

sippi. They never dream of going be
yond Mobile, or Louisville, or BL Louis,

cities they expend millions.
Numberless, even now, as are these
eountry merchants, they are constantly
multiplied, and their trade becomes
more and more important to this city.
They are anxious to purchase supplies of
heavy goods and groceries, boots, shoes
and hats ln thfeelty. They havelearned
that no dty iu the valley of the Missis-

sippi can compete with Memphis, and
simply for the reason that five great
competing freight-route- s connect Mem-

phis with Norfolk, New York and Bos-

ton. While barges and steamers trans-

fer heavy freights at one-fift- h the
ra'es charged- - by railways, there
is no dry iu the valley of the
Mississippi capable of competition with
Memphis as tbe proper purchasing
market for bacon and cereals. Enor-

mous burdens are therefore imposed
upon merchant! and farmers of eastern
Mississippi, who propose to trade with
Memphis. They are absolutely denied
access to this eity. Railway managers
thus tell tbe people that Memphis Is the
market natarsiry-- to be preferred, and
therefore the extraordinary discrimina-

tions are made against Memphis and in
favor of Mobile and St. Louis by the
Mobile and Ohio road. While our vani-
ty and self-lo- are thus flattered our
pockets are robbed of incalculable sums,
and while Memphis merchants stand
still, contemplating the retreating
Sgure of yellow-jac- k on the oue hand
and the money market, shaken by
a frightful coogeetive chill, on the
other, they should devise wayB and
means by whieh this delightful region
along the Mobtie and Ohio railroad may
be made tributary to the paralyzed trade
of our hapless dty. To make Memphis
rich, prosperous and the fore
most dty south of St. Louis,
it Is only needful that we have cheap
transverse railway lines bisecting tbe
Mobile and Ohio at Okolona, the Mis-

sissippi Central at Holly Springs and at
Oxford, and the Memphis and Ohio at
uroHur.TiijR. Then it will be found that
they who have constantly asserted that
Memphis was surely destroys d by lat-

eral roads, have been misled. The "Mo
bile aud Ohio and Mississippi, Central
roads, over which Memphis has wept so
piteously, if crossed by cheaper roads
from Memphis, charging lower rates of

benefactors of oUr city They populate
and enrich broad districts forced to trade
with Memphis, and these cheaper roads,
employing light machinery, and lasting
through many years become the best
possible means of investment. It is
only necessary to construct one of these
narrow-gaug- e highways to assure the
completion of the rest, aand while dull
days hang heavily eabur hands, and
we can only fill orders for the merchants
in our immediate vMfalty, those re-

moter being forced byInimical railways
ts trade elsewhere while these are the
bets of our condition, we should de
vise mans to remedy insntn-rabl- evils.
There are worse afflictions that rest
steadily upon Memphis than these suc
cessive spasms of misfortune whiohhave
cursed us through a twelve-mont- h. The
" freeze-up,- " " epizootic," smallpox, In-

digenous cholera and yellow-fev- er sig-

nify nothing. These are ephemera
evils, and only terrible because they
have followed so closely and continu-
ously lu each other's footsteps. When
they have dene their worst and surely
Memphis has been blest In tbe lightness
of the touch with which fell diseases
bave passed us by when the last of the
grim procession of deadly woes has dis-

appeared behind the misty veil of au
tumnal frost, the greater curse to trade
asd extensive commerce than all these
auciful and ephemeral evils still re-

mains operative and ruinous. Lateral
roads still desolate the country,as would
an invading army, about Memphis, and
our owj broad-gaug- e roads, for want
of competing narrow-gaug- e local lines,
are forced by competition with one
another to establish systems of freight-charg- es

ruinous to this city. We only
need a narrow-gaug- e road to Browns-
ville and Paris to reduce by two-thir-

freight-charge- s between these towns and
Memphis, and to turn the whole wealth
of West Tennessee in this direction. A
cheap road to Oxford or Holly Springs
destroys McComb's capacity for mischief
and makes his system of roads tributary
to Memphis. In feet, the very roads
uow devoted to our ruin would be made
most subservient to our purposes by
competing narrow-gaug- e lines. While
deploring evils of absenteeism, and of
tbe temporary suspension of the banks
of tbe country, lt Is well to count the
cost of an easy remedy for all the woes
that have restricted the trade of Mem-
phis. Local narrow-gaug- e roads will
make Memphis the greatest city in tbe
southern valley of the Mississippi.

In New York ami other large cities a
chief result of the money panic is the
distrust of toobe and bonds ot any
character, and confidence in real-estat- e,

which, of all classes of property, affords
the safest investment. The New York
Tribune, tbe Chicago Tribune, and other
papers, have taken pains to inquire of
competent parties as to the truth of this,
and llud that tbe eyes of the public gen
erally In those cities are turned to real-es- -

tste as to something which cannot be
attected by
bankers. The Chicago Tribune says
that every panic thus far iu the finan
cial hhtory of the eountry has concen-
trated the attention of capital to im-
proved real-estat- e. Property of this
class can't break, for, although trade
may be duU and transactions few, the
price remains fixed, for tho property Is

,
evea though be no immedi
ate deposition to buy the property. It
remain! more stable even than govern-
ment seeurUiw. The result will be the
same in the ease the present panic.

During the year 1S68, new and grave
symptoms were developed, manifested
In an altered state of tbe blood with
tendency to hemorrhage from some of
tne internal organs, especially tne mo
neys, lnls nas Deen so uniformly

bv the Drofefs'an that new and
distinct name seems to be demanded for
it, and from the number suggested, the
minu or tue protesMon eeems to De un-
settled to it shall be called
Htematuric fever, hccmaluria intermit'
tans, cachemia, purpurwmia, etc., names
indicative of the most prominent symp-
toms, and all of which I conceive to be
objectionable, tney ignore wnat ap-
pears to be the universal organic lesion.
In followlne the eeneral rule observed
bynosonomists, such names should be
selected for diseases as have reference to
their true pathology, suggesting to the
mind tne particular organ part in-

volved. The first change of this char-
acter in this form of fever is obseived ln
the spleen, which organ, failing to per
form Its luncuons propeny, me altera-
tion of the blood takes place, and an
anrcmtc, cachemic, and purpuric state
of it Is produced. Secondly, becomes
bypertrophied and indurated by frequent
recurrences oi emus ana iever, m wnicn
condition it can no longer serve a di-

verticulum of the blood to prevent con-
gestion of important contiguous organs.
Hence tbe name splenic is pro-
posed, which conveys to the mind defi-

nite idea of the organ involved, and
from which pathological condition pro-
ceeds the altered slate of the blood, ten
dency to hemorrhage, discoloration of
tne skin, and oiner grave symptoms.
Ia Its indurated state, tbe organ is thick-
ened and becomes unyielding in its tex-
ture by the interstitial deposition of

lymph. Consequently, with
the loss of its spongoic texture, it does
not invite the intlux of blood, as it should
in its healthy, soft and vascular state.
Tho blood tnus falling to get access Into
its usual place of retirement, is forwU
into other channels and contiguous or--
irana, the vessels of wuicu Decome dis-
tended to such an and, from their
weak aud frangible condition, burst, and
hemorrhage results. Its bypertrophied
state may, from Its mechanical pressure,
have some influence in throwing an un-
usually heavy current upon the kidneys,
or the return of it Interrupted in such a
manner as to cause venous congestion.
Now, it is not always the case that the
hemorrhage takes place from tbe kid-nev-

as it has been observed to occur
from the bowels under similar circum
stances. A plausible reason for this is,
that the volume of blood falling, in
the other instances, to get entrance into
tbe reservoir, is, from some cacse, thrown
upon the bowels, instead of the kidneys,
with such force as to cause their vessels
to yield.

From the sympathy known to exist
between tbe skin and the supra-ren-

capsules and symptoms that accompany
disease of these organs, may it not be
tbat the discoloration ot tbe skin is pro-
duced from their congestion, causing
some functional disturbance? The dis-
coloration appears simultaneously with
tbe hematuria, or quickly follows It,
and disappears soon after tho kidneys
resume their healthy functions. Some
regard it jaundice, but the alvine
evacuations show tbat the bile is not in-

terrupted in ita passage through the natu-
ral channel. The bright, yellow hue of
the skin, its rapid subsidence after the
kidneys have begun to secrete healthy
urine, tasen la connection witn
tne race tbat tne bile is still
poured out into the bowel, forces
us to tne conclusion tnat we must
look to some other source for tbe cause
of tbis symptom. It is most likely the
result of change or Introduction of some
foreign element into the blood.

The theory here suggested tn relation
this form of does not conflict

with what physiologists as the
functions of the epleeri, viz: a blood-makin- g

organ, a reservoir for the blood,
and protector or tbe abdominal viscera,
when a large amount is suddenly thrown
upon them from the extremities and
skin by tbe centric determination pro-
duced by a chill. It is confirmatory of
the assumed theory of its function;',
which is still regarded ty physiologists
as conjectural.

Thus, we have endeavored to account
for the prominent symptoms of this dis- -
ease, upon plausible, if not rational.
theory, according with the general re-

ceived opinion of physiologists in regard
to the function ot the organ Involved.
It Is true that the minds of physiologists
are not settled ou this point; and we are
forced to the alternative of making the
best use of the knowledge we possess,
until, from further experimental re-

search and Investigation, we arrive at
tbe truth.

In the treatment of this diseai--e our
attention, is fint directed to the pain in
tne lutrwar region and tne ntemorrusge,
usually the most urgent symptoms de
manding relief. If the bleeding has not
progressed to tne exteut to tnreaten
