WHITE AKRESTED.

a no Kin; of Horse Htlejf Cfl.iglinfar
Sewtoo, TMlKps County, Ark;

His Arrival Here on the Steamer Pill
Allln He Accepts the Sit nation.

J. K. While, who, by the Ingenuity of hn
wife, kt mouth from the Shelby
eanaty iau. was Teeantured thirteen miles
issasa, nK.s.s Mnodav bv Demity-Sherl- ff

Motptay. In tasttietardaya Api-ia- it was
stated Ittat J. B. wnue, unocr me asjamcii
name orJahn Mitchell, took passage on the
steamer A. J. White, at Friars mint lor Fort
innney, Arkansas, where he lett the boat, and
moun'tns his bay horse, disappeared fiora
sight. A negro deck-han- who had been in
the tail here with White, Identified the fugi-

tive, and stated tbe fact to tha off-
icers of the boat, but not until the
steamer had left Fort IMnuey. See-
ing the notice of White's maaeuyers
published in the papers, Deputy-Sheri- Mnr-ph- y

lmuiedlalelv embatked, under instruc-
tions iram tberitr Poyle, for Helena, for the
purposeor capturing the fuglUe, which lie
aeeompllshed In a novel, yetaatlsfartory .man-
ner to hliusetr, but not lo White. Upon land-Inga- t

Helena, Heputy-Shertt- T Murphy hireil
twohorsns, and procuring a companlou. start-
ed out in the direction of Trenton, sixteen
ml.es distant, where he thought white
would most likely be found. When
about thirteen miles from Helena, he learned
that he was on White's trail, and tent
hw companion forward to ascertain if White
had stopped at the house of a man named
Kendall, who lives one and a half miles from
rrenton. While his companion was gone,
SUertff Murphy saw White riding leisurely
toward him, and. about three hundred yards
distant. Tying his horse la the bushes, and
secreting himself, he allowed White to ii

u'lthiu a few feet of hlsnlace of con
cealment, when he jumped outln front of the
rasitive s norse, wuien, aunguveu u un-
expected appearance of the ofllcer, reared
up and threw his rider lo the groand.
With a quick spring Sheriff Murphy stood
over the prostrate form of the astonished man,
pointing a cocked pistol at his face. White
was so much surprised that he was powerless,
and readily slgnifled his willingness to com-

ply with the omeer's demand to surrender.

In order to escape incarceration with the ne-

gro prisoners In the Helena Jail, White prom-
ised to in hsve himself, and also to return to
Memphis without a requisition. Sheriff Muj-B- hy

agreed to this, and did not subject his
captive to the loathsome Imprisonment which
Wmte dreaded so much. Tuesday evening,
about eight o'clock, he embarked with Wilt. ,
and arrived here safely yesterday afternoon.
I'pon arriving with White at Helena,
sheriff Murphy dl.patched to Hherlar
Doyle that he boil captured John Mitchell
and would bring him safely here. Mieriff
Murphy sent two telegrams. In bothof which
he nsed the name John Mitchell, in order to
avoid suspicion and to prevent White's
mends learning of his capture. Sheriff Boyle,
of course, did not tell anyone .here that
White had been captured, tearing that the
prisoner might again escape. He met the
officer and White at the levee upon
the arrival of the stea oer Phil
Allin, and the recaptured prisoner was safely
conducted to Jail.
