Till: STOKES Til I AIM

There are grounds for the belief that
the present trial of Edward S. Stokes
for the lulling of James Fisk, will re
(tilt in the acquittal of the prisoner.
Testimony undiscovered at the former
trials of Ibis eante ceiebre has been de- -
velojed which cannot but have an im

ortant bearing upon the verdict of the
jury. The defense introduced testimony
on Monday last showing that the pris
oner had intended going to Providence,
J lbode Island, at the time the homicide
was committed, and was induced to en-

ter the Grand Central hotel by the salu
tations of a lady friend seated in one of
the windows of that house, a few min
utes before Fisk arrived. It was also
testified to that --Fisk, after being .shot,

to a certain Jehn Moore; at the
door of the private entrance to the ho
tel, that "Stokes was too much for him
Ibis time." An officer of New
York, by the name of Patrick Logan,

wore that the witnesses, Hart aud Red'
inond, who on the former trials were
the strongest witnesses the prosecution
had, iuformeu him, while conveying
tliem from the courtroom to the house
of detention, that they expected one
thousand dollars each for their .trouble,
:ind that they were furnished copies
of their testimony to commit to
memory! Logan baflled the efforts
of the district-attorne- y to make
him, upon con
tradict himself, and explained his
twelve-month- s silence on the subject,
uy asserting nis aversion to be made a
witness of, that lie hoped the jury would
disagree, but that it was his intention as
:i last resort, if Stokes Was condemned
to be huug, to go to Albany and explain
:iuto tne governor, ah attempt was
