Heartrending Incident
Mass.

New Yoex, December DOv London papers of
the eighth, received y, contain the off-
icial report ot Captain RoberUon, of tbe

It Is a. follows.so far as relates to the colli-
sion : "November 22d,two o'clock In the morn-
ing ; latitude forty-si- x degrees fifty-fo- min-
ute', north; longitude, tuirty-thre- s deg.ee
six mlnutef, west; wind, south, southwest,
true. The ship was braced up on the port
lack, heading by a standard compass north-
west by west, or west one-nai- f a true. The
steamer's masthead was set firm one to two
points on the port bow. Our side lights were
out and burning brightly; shortly after we
saw tbe steamer's three Hunts; she was com-
ing straight for us; almost Immediately she
showed only her port and mast-
head lights, and was steering ap-
parently to pass nnder our stern.
After a short time, we rang oar bell and
ported our helm, as we thought she was com-
ing too near, the steamer still showing only
her port-ligh- t. When doie to our bow, the
steamer's helm was starboarded and she was
across our bo w, and a collision was Inevitable.
The order was given lo back our after-yard- ",

but belore the braces could be let go the two
vessels came In collision, the Loch-Ear- n strik-
ing the steamer amidships. The ships Imme-
diately separated, and we threw oar after- -

Tbe port liteboat was
lowered at once, and put In charge of the sec-
ond officer and four men, who made toward
the sinking ship. One cutter and starboard
lifeboat were then cleared away snd In a few
minutes dispatched to the scene of the catas-
trophe, their only guide being the
cries of the drowning people. The
steamer having disappeared, we kept
our boats out till daylight until every one
floating around the wreck was ricked up.
We succeeded In saving eighty-fou- r persons
out of three hundred nd six, a large propor-
tion of the passengers having gone down with
the steamer, tne v ine ae uavre only noatea
about fifteen minutes after being struck."
Captain Robinson then proceeds to give
an account of his falllne In with tbe Til
Moantaln, and transferring the steamer's pas- -
senzersana crew to ner, wim me exception
of Messrs. Cook and Weiss, and one of the
steamer's firemen, who was injured. He then
gives an account of his strugslex to save his
vessel. Ttie rouowine incident is told Dvme
captain of the Loch-Ear-n: A lady swam
alongside, with berchlld In her arms, A rope
was mrowu to ner, wuicn sns seizea; out
In attempting to be Dulled no. hoidlnz
on Dy one arm, wim tne omer arouna tne
child, her strength failed her, and the child
wasioii, Dot tne poor motner wasnanieaonboard.

An Imposing reoulem mass was solemnized
at Havre on tbe eighth Instant in honor of
me victims, tne catnearai was draped in
black from the roof to the floor, and was
thronged by a congregation of five thousand
persons.

convention they declined to take any
action in regard to modifying their constitu-
tion until congress changed Its policy In re-
gard to tbe Indiana of the plains. They say
that for sixty years they have been trying to
civilize tnemseivea ana meir ennaren, ana
now to Place the Modocs. Kickaeoos. Arana
hoes. Klowas and Camanches alongside of
tnem as neighbors would demoralize their
children and destroy the labor of years. A
large number of them told Superintendent
iioge mat 11 me government wouia limit tne
boundary to the ninety-eight- h meridian, and
adopt them as citizens of the United States.
and confine the wild Indians to the country
west of them, there would be no opposition
among the people to Territorial eovemment
and allotment of land. A delegatlen of
luuuiiueui. coioreu people will visit vtasn-ngto- n

in January, to urge, congress to give
them their property right in the Territory
and cltlzensbipin the United States. All peo-
ple seem anxious that congress should this
.session give tnem courts ana a form or gov-
ernment that will protect them In all their
