M, Fleming’s Circular to the
County Couris of Tennescee.

The Tax-Levy for the Sapport of Schools
—The Kind of Men Desirable as
Superintendents,

Address by the Commiltes Appointed by
the State Teachers® Association
Indorsing the Superintend-
ent's Cirenlar,

Colonel John M. Fleming, State su-
verintendent of public instruction, hes
Lmu:d the following cireular letter:

In June last, 1 took the liberty of ad-

* | pourts of Tennessee, with a view of cali-

ing special attention, at the July ses-
«fous, 1o certaln provisions of the public
school law which seemed to require
aotion at the hands of the courts.  Al-
though, as stated in that communica-
tion, it is no partof the duty of the State
superintendent to offer suggestions to
the cunntly courts regarding their pow-
era or daties, the reepectiul attention
then given to that communication in-
duces me sgain, a8 State superintend-
ent, to invoke timely consideration by
your honorable bodies of the present
wondition and pre sing demands of the
publie sehool interests in your respeet-
ive pounties.  Last July your special at-
tention was called to seetions thirty-nine
und forty of the school law, which are
as follows:

Sec. 39, Be it further enacted, That
when the money derived from the schooi
fund and taxes muposed by the State on
the counties shall not be sufficient to
keep up & public echool fur five months
in the year in the school districts in the
counly, the county court shall levy an
additional tax sufficient for this
or shall submit the proposition to avole
a tax to
prolong the schools beyond the five
months; said tax to be levied on ali
property, polls and privileges liable to
taxation, tut shall not excead the entire
Siate tax.

BEC. 40, Be i further enacted, That
taxes so levied by the county shall be
collected in the same manner as other
county taxes, and shall be paid over to
the county trustee, for distributiou
among the school distrietsof the county,
weoarding to their soholsstie population.

It was then shown to your honorable
bodies, that the school revenue that
might be reasonably expected to accrue
from the State levies for school pur-
poses, would not be sufficient in any of
the eounties of the State ““to keep up
public schools for five months in the
year.” Accepling this ealeulation and
nssurance, s majority of the county
courts of the State procseded to take
action, without awaiting the resuit of
an experiment in ard to the sufll-
clency of the fund. Most of Lhe courts
levied, for 1578, what they believed to
be & sufficient additional county tax to
accomplish the desired end. Some of
the courts, however, were mistaken in
their estimatos, and did not levy suffi-
cient additional tax.

Since July, we have had some experi-
ence in the organization and operstion
of our school system, upon which we
masy with reasouable safety base our cal-
culations for the future. The scholustic
population of the State has been enum-
erated, and the school system has been
organized in every county in the Btate.
Without now golng lnto details, it may
be said that enough has been practioslly
ascertained regarding the publi uire-
ments o warrant the statem that
the funds to be ralsad under the State
levies for school purposes cannot be re-
lied on to sostain the schools in sny
ecounty for a longer period than three
months, and in mapy counties nol so
long. BNo that it becomes & matter ol
necessity that the couoty courts shall
supplement the Siate tax by an addi-
tional levy, as provided for in section
thirty-nine above quoted, in order to
meet the reasonable edocatioon! de-
maunds of the children of the several
counties,

While it i true that the funds provid.
wd for by the State levies will not be saf-
ficient for mors than three months’
sehools, it was nol the intention of the
legislature to establish & system of pub-
lic edueation upon so uarrow & basis, On
the contrary, it was designed by the
legislature that the schools should be
maintained and kepl open for at least
five months in the year, but it was left
to the county courts to nngply the defi-
cieney of school revenue by the assess-
ment of such additional taxes as might
be requisite for the purpose in the sev-
eral connties. Inasmuch as each county
