We con-
versed freely with the Inmates of every
room, and every one having sufficient
intelligence expressed full satisfaction
with the fare, lodging and treatment re-
ceived from

DR3. DUNCAN AND HOOAN.
In fact, many of them appeared sorely
mortified when informed that Dr.
Hogan, the superintendent, was going
to quit the Institution. The colored, as
well as white, Bald he had been always
kind to them and attentive, except one
lunatic girl, who complained because

sot allow her to dance on the
tables and break things; but when in-
terrogated she said he had never
whipped or mistreated her in any way.

MALES AND FEMALES SBPARATED.

We found the females in rooms to
themselves in a building separate and
apart from the building occupied by the
males. The colored Inmates are In
rooms to themselves, except one idiotic
white woman'who is placed in a room
with two colored women for the purpose
of having one of them to take care of
her and see that she be dressed properly
and in a cleanly manner, which we
fhlly approved. We found the female
referred to by the grand jury as being
pregnant. She is

A WOMAN OF WEAK MIND,
but neither an idiot or lunatic, and we
found she bad given birth to the Infant,
a healthy boy child. We also learned
thai she had met with the same mis-
fortune several years ago. in the old
poorhouse,and the late instance occurred
before suitable buildings had been matle
by the commissioners to enable them to
successfully guard against it. We were
surprised to find the

XUNATICS ALL SO DOCILE,
and conducting themselves so quietly.
We talked with some who were brought
there (as we were informed) raving ma-
niacs. They, answered all cur questions
intelligently and appeared to be rapidly
recovering their reason. They were all
dressed comfortably and cleanly and
seemed content. They were so far re-
stored and quieted that not one was re-
quired to be confined or restrained of his

her liberty, being allowed all
privileges to walk out in the
large open yard, which is se
curely enclosed with a plank fence
ten feet high, over which they cannot
nannna "Yva vara ?m rn"mml It rtia
officers in charge, and by their report
that, out of forty-nin- e lunatics received
during the past six months, twenty-fiv- e

had been so far restored aa to be dis
charged from the institution, and others
now remain who are well enough to be
discharged it tney nad mends or rela
tions to take them to their houses. We
saw no Instance wherein males and fe
males were allowed to oecupy the same
rooms, and upon diligent inquiry we
iounatnac tne superintendent had for
bid their associating together in the
yard, and they rarely ever meet, and
wuen discovered were always hurried
back to their respective apartments. In
regard to the

CHARGES AGAINST MR. GOADSBY,
they found upon special inquiry of
many or the inmates, Including some
Intelligent men and women, that he
several times inflicted light chastise.
ment on two idiotic white dovs and one
coiorea lunatic coy. That ror the pur
pose of controlling and correcting them
and restraining them from habits con
trary to nature, and obnoxious to others
occupying the same rooms, he had
struck these boys a few lashes with an
oiu whip, but not amounting to brutal
ity or any serious hurt. This had oc
curred, several times. He (Goadsby)
admitted that he had corrected them in
tills manner, seeking to intimidate
thereby and control them. That it was
done by himself of his own accord with
out even the knowledge of Superin
tendent iiogan; anu mis statement was
sustamei oy
THE TESTIMONY OF SEVERAL INMATES,
who said that Goadsby never misused
any one except when Hogan was absent.
The testimony went to show,. ,however,

accustomed to ebulitions of passion, and
believing as we do that the mildest and
Kindest of treatment of such unfor
tunates is best calculated to control and
manage them, to say nothing of the hu
manlty, we regard him as unsuited to

IN REGARD TO DR. HOGAN
the late superintendent, we feel con
strained to say, as a matter of simnln
justice to him and to the commissioners
who employed him, that we saw and
heard nothing derogatory to his charac-
ter as a faithful, efficient, kind and
humane superintendent; and we volun-
teer the remark that a wise policy, in
view of his long- experience and emi-
nent fitness possesses sufficient medical
knowledge to enable him to compound
medicines, fill ths prescriptions nf T)r.
Duncan and administer the same, and
also to apply remedies where immediate
relief is often necessary, that his services
ought to have been retained, if in the
power of the commissioners. We found
the

MANAGEMENT OF THE POORHOUSE,
on the part of Dr. Duncan, highly cred-
itable to him as a physician, and also as
a kind and humane gentleman, and to
accomplish still greater results for the
benefit of It and amelioration of the in-
mates, sane nnd insane, we resnectfullv
recommend. that the entire control, un-
der tho direction of the commissioners,
be given to Dr. Duncan, with full au-
thority to direct and control the super-
intendent And all other employes having
the care and custody of the inmates.
