The New York Bulletin. Januarv 1st. has the
foltowlDg: "The straggle (at limes exceed-
ingly warm In Its character) which has been
going en between the bulls and bears on thecotton exchange of New York, and. Indeed,
wherever cotton is largely dealt In, seems at
length to have deflnltely.turned In favor of
the bears. Two events In the past week have
been disastrous to the bulls, namely: the
votes in the house of representatives on finan-
cial quexUons and the depression in Liver-jxk- 1,

which sollowed the reduction of the
bank rate to S per cent. These circumstan-
ces, attended by increased receipts at the ports
and an unexpectedly large movement at
the Interior towns, were tbe straws which
broke the camel's back. Much had been ex
peeted by the bulls from Kelley's scheme for
systematically debauching the currency, and
much from the failing oft in .the receipts at
the ports, which was expected to take place at
the beginning of the new year. Disappointed
In both of these particulars, some hopes were
placed upon an Increased demand to grow out
of the Increasing ease amounting almost to
plethora in the money markets of Europe.
The liberal export has prevented any further
marked accumulation of stocks, and home
spinners are accumulating stocks from ship-
ments to them direct from the south. Money
Is easy and there is consequently little diffi-
culty in carrying stocks, while prices are
inuoh below those current one year ago. But
all these Influences have been canvassed
over and over again, and their effect in some
degreelmpalred by their familiarity, and the
certainty, also, that they have been met by
more powerlui influences operating In the
other direction, it may be noted, also, that
the course ol the markets for cotton goods
has been a little disappointing the demand
has not been so active as was expected, and
the tendency to higher prices appears to have
received a decided check."
