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THE TROUBLES OF MOBILE, |
A meeting of the leading and tax- |
paying citizens of Mobile was held in
that city on Friday last, of which the |

a public meeting before. The quality,
as well 85 the quantity, of the sssembly
was such as to invest it with s moral
weight and sigoificance that could not
fail to impressjthe most careless observ-
er./ It was called to condemn,
as It did in plain and pure
Eunglish, the usurpations of C. F. Moul-
ton and hia coadjutors, and to de-
clare that while those present advised a
pacific course they deemed it the duty
of all citizens, who have a due regard
for their legal and constitutional rights,
by all the means in their power, short
of the exhibition of force, to vindicate |
and uphold the right of John Reid, jr., !
and his sssociates, to admlinister the
city government of Mobile during the
current year, and to resist all usarpation
of their said rights, come from what
quarter it may.” And to this the Reg-
ister replies: It is now impossible that
any man can consent to pay one cent of
tax or license to the usurping authori-
ties, or to receive one dime of the cur-
rency they may put forth. The carry-
ing >ut of this resolution may work
some temporary hardship in a few indi-
vidual cases, but it will not be martyr-
dom, nor anything approaching it.” |

IN CONGRKESS YENSTERDAY.

In the house s bill was reported and
passed frem the committee on Indian
affairs, extending to the first of Janu-
ary, 1875, the time within which set-
tlers on the Cherokee strip of Kansas
may make proof of settlement and
paymeut of deferred installments, |
bearing five per cenl.« interest. A
considerable amount of business came ‘
up from the same committee,
which was referred. Beveral amend-
ments to the army sappropristion bill
were offered, oneof which was, that the
army shall not be used in sid of the
pretended State government known as
the Kellogg government, in Louisiansa,
or to interfere in eléctions of that or any
other State. The amendment was
not in order, because it proposed
new legislation, Mr. Sypher hoped the |
amendment would be admitted, because
he thought “the government had troops
enough to thrash out the rebel Democra-
cy.” Mr. Randall retorted by saying it
“‘had rascals enough.”” The fortifica-
tion bill occopied the attention of the
house, in committee of the whole, during
the greater puri of the day. In thesen-
ate, the affuirs in the Distriet of Colum-
bia were referred to the joint select com-
mittee. Cieneral O. Howard's case was
referredd to & military court of inqui-
ry. Affaira in  BSouth Carolina
came in for a good portion of
the day's deliberations, The chair laid
before the senate a communication from
the secretary of the treasury in answer
to & resolution offered in the senate
Tuesday inregard tothe coinage of silver
to take the place of the present fractional
currency. The secrelary says it will
take four years to ecin enough silver
to represent the factional currency.
The bill to withdraw twenty-five mil-
lion= of national bank currency was pro-
ceeded with. The amendment offered
by Senator Shermsan to the section au-

thorizing the comptroller of eur-
rency to issue two bundred mil-
lion dollars to those Btates hav-

ing less than their proportion, declar-
ing that the comptroller might do so
without waiting for the return of eirculs-
tion notes of other banks, was agreed to.
A sharp debate sprung up on the cur-
rency question, participated in by Ben-
ators Merriman, Logan, Aunthony, Mor-
ton and others.
