Answer to "lucrlst" Defense ol the
Petition In Reference to St.

Bridget'.' Schools.

Editors Appeal I thank you for
your kindness in yesterday's Ari"EAi Al-
though the Catholic hchool petition did not
meet with your kind approval, still your
"organ" is not lessened in my appreciation.
