Editors Appeal The following are
the facts of t Lie case now pending inNew York
courts of tbe State of Tennessee vt. the stock-Itolde- ts

of tbe National Bank of
Metropolis or Washington, D. C.:
In October, 1S66, tbe Fatlonal bank of the
Metropolis, Washington, was Indebted to tbe
Tennessee naUonai bank, Memphis, for about
forty-fiv- e thousanddollars. It was mutually
agreed misueDi snouia not ne pressed, pro-
vided sufficient security was .riven. Notes,
stooks and other obligations to tbe amount of
sixty-si- x thousand dollars were set aside, and
a receipt therefor given, showing Ihat they
were held as collateral. A small part of this
collateral was paid and properly applied.
Two months after, December, 1 h6C, the Wash-
ington bank went into liquidation; and three
months later still. March, 1807, the Memphis
bank tolled. In the meanwhile the
oAeers of the Memphis bank very properly
took the collaterals out of the Washington
bank and had them in the hands of Judge
tiberman, who was afterward directed to give
tltetu back to the agent of the Washington
bunk, with the express understanding that
they were the property of the bank here until
the original debt was canceled. The receiver
repeatedly called attention to the balance,
Home thirty-eig- ht thousand dollars, still due
when he took charge, urging payment either
out of collaterals or otherwise, lie also vis-
ited New York and Washington several
times about this debt. At one of these visits
the agent offered twenty thousand dollars
canu and. live thousand dollars in ship
Mock the latter of no market value.
On consulting his solicitor and agent of the
State on his return, this offer was declined.
Subsequently a peremptory demand was
made lor the collatterals or their avails. This
demand was refused on the ground.

First That the bank could not give collat-
erals in the face of liquidation or failure.

Second That when the affairs of the bank
reached him these collaterals were not dis-
tinguishable from the other assets.

T&is claim was purchased by the State of
Tennessee, September, U89, and carried with
it the collaterals now in suit. Tbe State is
plaintiff and the agent of the Washington
bank, together with the directors and stock-
holders, defendants, and who reside in New
York.

H lsralleged that the "Washington bank
being largely indebted to the government, the
collections paid were applied to that object,
and not to the debt due the Tennessee na-
tional. It is also alleged that this diversion
was known to some of .the government off-
icials in Washington, who took no pains to
correct it. The defense rested chiefly on the
vrmindR taken in the above reply to the per
emptory demand of the receiver here. The
plalnUU" showed clearly that the securities
reached the Washington bank agent as such,
specifically, and it was also shown that he
was the home person who had previously
made the offer of twenty-fiv- e thousand dol-
lars for the claim, twenty thousand of which
was in cash. Much credit is due for the suc-
cess of this suit to the able management of
the case by Messrs. Brunei & Lathrop. the
attorneys for the State.who, notwithstanding
the lapse of time and distance from evidence
on their side, presented the claim in a clear
and forcible manner. Thev acknowledge
themselves Indebted to the late receiver of
the Memphis bank for the aid and evidence
he gave, without which they say they could
Mtrt have succeeded. I. O. U.

IMPORTANT DECISION.

Liability ot Towns and Conntles on

Chicago, February 12. In the
lTHltl States circuit court Judge Drummond
has overruled thedemurrerto the replications
on the Warren county bond cases.

tie on their bonds lwsued in aid of the
building of railways. The arguments were
very elaborate.

Upon a
hearing the Injunction was dissolved
by tlie clreuit court on tho twenty-thir- d of
January, 1S71. Two days after, the bonds

complainant appealed to the supreme court
of the State, where Uie decree of the circuit
court wh reversed, and the bouds declared to
be unauthorised and void.

Editors Appeal Shall Memphis be
free from epidemics In future? This seems to
me to be the leading and ques-
tion to be settled. A good deal has been said
through the papers on tbe subject of sewerage
and the expenditures of large sums of money
that we have not got, nor cannot get without
ruinous discount on promise to pay city
bonds, and consequent ruinous taxation. One
thing is certain, ii we had the means, we have
not the time before spring to more than com-
mence operations on a system of sewerage
such as has been proposed by some. Even If we
had them already constructed. I cannot see
wi!5i5?l.0.ffwe. u,1iL?i5 i,2taKpoint . e. underground sewers. As
one of me ablest professors of Nashville says
of them, "they are the snm of all follies."
With the natural drainage! lemphls has,what
do we need better than gootl surface gutters,
such as we have on some of the streets? The
bayou needs straightening and otherwise im-
proving to some extent, which could be done
at comparatively small cost. Tbe natural
fall, on all sides, to the bayou, is all that could
be desired as a means of

DRAINAGE.
With good open gutters, there would be no
necessity for underground sewers, which
would be hidden sources of uncleanllness,
and infection. Even if wo had them, there
would have to be surface gutters to empty tho
filth at the street corners into them, where
wey wouia senu mriu contagion ana ueain.
Shonldthe city decide in favor of this piece
of folly; that is, constructing underground
fcewers (at ruinous expense) at the present
time, and proceed with tho work, we may
look forward to eDldemlc visitation, with al
most prophetic certainty, go long as such
wont is unaer progress 10 any great extent,
more especially if conducted in hot weather.
I will cite New Orleans as an example. Every
season, whenever any amount of public im-
provements were made, such as constructing
canals, basins, paving of streets, laying water
or gas-pipe- s, to any great extent, have almost
invariably been lollowed by epidemics, gen-
erally in proportion to such improvements.
These are historical facts. This does not ap-
ply to New Orleans alone. The late Dr. A. P.
Merrill, many years ago in public address, re-
marked, " that if me grading of the streets in
Memphis was not followed by epidemics, it
would be !because of heavy rains and early
frosts." His prophetic remarks came true.
Tbe same result followed the grading
of Vlcksourg every time it was undertaken;
tbe same may be said of many other place?.
During me post season there was considerable

EXCAVATING
done in northwest Memphis. Including the
railroad aDd waterworks, I cannot say to
what extent such influences may have been
felt in our recent epidemic ; so it is, epidemics
are partial to fresh-upturne- d earth and exca
vations. The Idea of attempting to cover or
arch over Bayou Uayoso. as nroDosed bvsome.
seems to me to be preposterous in the extreme
under our present financial embarrassments
even if possible and practicable, I am unable
to see how much would be gained. In a hygie
nic point of view. So far as running waterln
the bayou is concerned, there need be no
great cause tor alarm, or rear, in a health
standpoint; ncltherneed we bealarmed aboutstagnant waterln the bayou, provided no filth
be allowed to accumulate, our cisterns con-
tain stagnant water only. Admitting the feas-
ibility of covering over the bavou down to
some point near the gasworks, at the termi-
nus there would be a pestilential point that
would annually Infect all that portion of me
city. It must bo borne in mind that the ex-
tremes of high and low water al. tbe gasworks
are the same as the Mississippi river, the fluc-
tuations being from rorty-flv- e to fifty feet, and
any arch over me bayou at mat point would
have to be high enough to accommodate such
extremes, wnicn would simply be wholly im-
practicable. A writer in one of me papers,
some time since.estimated the surface drained
Into the bayou at from fifteen to twenty
square miles, which at times, during heavy
rains rapidly 'swells the bayou to the top of
its oanss, teacning us me immensity ot me
improvements proposed. In New Orleans

SEWERS ARE SURFACE SEWERS:
every gutter in the city contain!! more or less
stagnant, nitny water, an mo year round,
covered with green scum. The principal
canals for carrying the water to the draining
machines are broad, deep, stagnant, filthy
reservoirs, reminding us of gun-powd- and
rotten eggs: still these stagnant drains are not
much dreaded by the inhabitants. Nothing
In Memphis Is at all comparable to them, ex-
cept these filthy, stagnant ponds, up in Happy
Hollow and vicinity. It is contended by
many of the New Orleans physicians, that
with all of the filth, yellow-feve- r never
originates there In an epidemic form, and ifat all, only endemlcally or spora dlcally ; they
maintain me exotic origin of sil these epi-
demics, as a rule, there being exceptions to
tills belief. It is evident to any competent ob-
server who is familiar with both cities, that
the existing cases of epidemics in the two
must at least be as five to one, if not more,
taking latitude, attitude and topography into
account. So far as filth is concerned, Mem-
phis has decidedly the advantage over New
Orleans, with a few local exceptions, leaving
the mud out of mo question. Tbe Nlcolson
pavement is an incubus, not so readily dis-
posed of, and is a problem of very serious im-
port, Memphis must be exempt and free
from epidemics in me luture. Neither can
Memphis afford to Increase her present debt,
as taxation now hangs over her destinies like
a dark pad keeping away

The
slaughterhouses and dairies in and near tbe
city are subjects worthy of consideration, in
a hygienic point of view. Let the authorities
neglect the necessary measures too long, and
let tbe plague strike ns again, In me next two
or three years, Memphis, men. drops behind,
and takes her place among me epidemic
cities, such as Panama, Vera Cruz, New Or-
leans, Natchez, Mobile, Charleston, Savannah,
Cadiz, Gibraltar, Barcelona, and among other
places, and, like them, remain a commercial
point only.
