Agreed
to.

A resolution offered a few days ago by
Senator Bayard, calling npon the President to
inform the senate as to the conduct of Major
Lewis Merritt, an officer of the army on duty
in South Carolina, was taken up and discussed
by Senators Bayard and Scott. Pending the
discussion on the resolution the morning
hour expired, and Senator Sherman insisted
upon the regular order, the bill to equalize
the distribution of currency.

Senator Merrlman said that his substitute of
yesterday having been prepaied hastily, he
deemed It expedient to make a change in its
phraseology, and with the permission of the
senate he withdrew that and offered anew
subsUtnte, which provides for the issue of
forty-si- x millions of national bank currency,
in addition to that now in circulation, to be
issued to banks now organized, or herealter
to be organized, and. distributed to the several
States in accordance with section one of the
act of July 12. lbTO.

Senator Saulsbury opposed any increase in
the volume of currency.

Senator Stewart moved that when the sen-
ate adjourn y it be to meet on Monday
next.

The question being on Senator Wright's
amendment 01 yesieruay, 10 strikeout iwen
ty-n- minions as the amount of currency to
p- - withdrawn from those States havine an
excess, and Insert fiftymllllonsenator Sher
man appealed to tne senators to support the
bill as it came from the committee. If the
south wanted more currency this would pro-
vide temporary relief, but he would rather see
the amendment of the gentleman from Iowa
Wright adopted than to have the proposition

of the gentleman from North Carolina Mer-rlm-

engrafted on the bill. Should that
substitute be put on the bill there would be
no prospect of a vote for a longtime, and it
will destroy the bill of the committee, which
he believed to be a wise measure, and one
which would give relief to the sections want-
ing it. There seemed to be an impression
that this bill wonld be the last, and would
end the financial question as to whether or
not there was to be on increase. He assured
the gentlemen that so soon as the naval
appropriation bill, which comes up next,
should be disposed of, he would call up the
resolution from the finance committee, de-
claring it to be the duty of congress at the
present session to adopt definite measures to
redeem the pledge made in the act of March,
1S09, for the earliest practicable redemption of
United States notes in coin, and would press
a vote on It. If the substitute of the gentle-
man from North Carolina should be agreed to
by the senate, It would be disagreed to by the
house. He thought the result would be like
the dog crossing the stream, which, after hav-
ing secured a chunk of beef, and seeing its
shadow on the water, dropped his beef and
grabbed for the shadow, thus losing his beef.

Senator Cameron said he desired to offer an
amendment to the bill, but was not prepared
to do so now, and therefore wished the senate
would adjourn as he did not want a vote to
be taken y. He could not vote for the
bill of the committee as it gave no relief, or
such as it would gle would be of a very tem-
porary character. It was Intended to relieve
the pain of the paUent but would result In
death. His proposition to extend the na-
tional banking system and take away the
prejudice now existing against it, which com-
pelled it to be called monopoly, and not hav-
ing his amendment ready now, he moved
that the senate adjourn.

Senator Conover moved that the senate pro-
ceed to the consideration of executive busi-
ness, and Senator Cameron accepted that
amendment.

The Ensllsn Elections.

Two hundred and
eighty-thre- e conservatives have been elected
in England alone. In Scotland the liberals
have a majority of twenty-fiv- e.

Woman SnfTragtsts.
Chicago, February 13. The Illinois

Khode Island. Two forms of petitions to the
State legislature were adopted, one praying
that all mothers of children be permitted to
vote on school questions, and that all tax-payi-

women be allowed to voto on all ques-
tions; and another asking that all single wo-
men excluded from voting be exempt from
paying taxes. Speeches were made by Miss
Hallett, tbe laoy lawyer, of this city; Mrs.
Leonard, and others.

Terrible Accident.
Philadelphia, February 13. Be-

tween nine and ten o'clock this morning a
terrible accident occurred at Mlllersburg,
corner of Thirty-Fir- st and Thompsons streets.
An ice-hou- attached to a brewery fell,
burying in the ruins some eight of the em-
ployes. One was taken out dead; two more
are in sUht fast.in the ruins; one of them is
alive. Intenso excitement prevails in the
neighborhood, and a large force of police are
on hand, working with the citizens to rescue
the unfortunate workmen.

BASK ROBBEKV.

8100,000 in Currency Stolen from the
First Natloual Bank, of Qnincy,

III. Other Ta!nabIe3Usslngr
No Cine to the Itobbers.

Chicago, February 13. Great excite-
ment was created at Qulney, Illinois, this
morning, by the discovery that the First na-
tional bank had been entered and the vault
robbed of about ahundred thousand 'dollars In
currency, belonging to the bank, besides a
quantity of bonds and valuable papers, and.
It Is said, quite an amount of special
deposits. Tne bank was entered by
cutting through the hall floor of the second
story, immediately over the vault. The burg-
lars then made a breach through three leet
of masonry of about four feet square. They
then cut the.rivets of twenty feet of Inch-thic- k
Doner jron, witn wnicn tne vault is
lined, and removlnz it. descended Into the
voult. The7 then charged both the money
safe, and the one containing bonds and
valuable papers with powder, and by means
of a small rubber hose carried a train to the
top of the safe where a small pistol secured to
an old ledger, was arranged to set It on. A
string was attached to tho pistol and passed
out of the second story to the street
below, and by this means the operators
were enabled to discharge their
blasts 'when the streets were clear of people.
Tbe clock in the bank was stopped at twelve
minutes past two o'clock,"as is supposed, by
the explosion, which must have occurred at
tnat time, xne aoor oi tne saie, wnicn
was .a Dodd's bunrlar-proo- f. was com
pletely wrenched from Its hinges.

TOE INDIANS.

Additional Hnrders and Threats by the
Bed Devils Correspondence be-

tween Generals Sherman and
Sheridan.

Cheyenne, February 12. The beef--
contractor of the Bed Cloud agency arrived
here having left there Tuesday
morning. He brought with him the body of
Acting Agent Appleton, and will accompany
it to sloux City, Ohio, where It win be in-
terred.

A teamster named Edward Gray was killedby the Indians, on the sixth Instant, at Run
ning Water, twenty miles this side of Red
Cloud's agency, where he was bound with
freight for the Indians.

The Indians say they will kill the agent
at SavUIe If he don't leave. At White Clay,
Spotted Tail's agency, an Indian threatened,
to shoot Agent Howard, but was prevented
from doing so by Black Crow, one of their
head soldiers.

A report from Sidney, Nebraska, says that
five section-men- , six miles west of here, were
fired upon by Indians this morning.

Many stock-me- n who Uve in town, but who
own large herds of cattle north of here, have
gone out y to bring them to a place of
safety.

Washington, February 13. Gen
eral .Sheridan, under date of New York,
twelfth instant,- - telegraphs to General Sher-
man as follows : 'The trouble with the Sioux
Indians, which, lor some time past, we have
been trying to avoid, seems now to be beyond
any peaceable solution. In addition to the
killing of Lieutenant Robinson and Corporal
Coleman, Aopleton's chief clerk at Red
Cloud agency, has been killed. The agent of
the Sp- .leJ.-Ta- il agency reports that large
parties of hostile Indians from both
agencies have left for general hostilities.
Genera. Ord has sent out scouting parties
to warn ranchmen, and to order their return
to the railroad. I will eo home to
superintend any action that may be necessa
ry.- - uenerai anerman repuea, same date:

Cheyenne, February 13. No relia
ble information has been received y in
regard to the Indian troubles. Governor
Campbell has made a requisition on the war
department for the quota ot arms due this
Territory, and y received a telegram that
the arms and ammunition will be forwarded
immediately from tbe Leavenworth arsenal,
for the use of the citizens, should it become
necessary for them to protect themselves
against the Indians.
