A JtOrirEK EXPOSE PROMISED.
The Indian bureau of the department

of tho interior promises to allbrd the
country the next sensation. Judge
Iioughridge, as we learn from a Wash-
ington dispatch, recently visited the In
dian office, and there spent several
hours, obtaining additional information
bearing upon the perplexing question
of appropriations for the Indians,
lor tne nouse committee on appropria-
tions, of which he is a member. He
asked for the report of the Indian su
perintendent, but has not yet received
it, and it was only the other day that
he received that of the commissioner.
His suspicions are somewhat excited re
specting tbe unusual reticence of the
commissioner and the embarrassments
placed in the way of securing a
thorough knowledge of the present sys-

tem of Indian administration. Not
satisfied with his sources of information,
he has succeeded in procuring
Eome singular revelations from
other quarters, and on this bases
the opinion that the Indian of-

fice has been grossly deceived by its
agents in the Indian country, or else has
wilfully misrepresented the facts. It is
believed that the number of Indians
upon which the are based is
greatly exaggerated, and in this belief
Judge Loughridge was led to make the
reduction of one million five hundred
thousand dollars, which he proposes to
recommend to the committee. For in-

stance, he has learned from trustworthy
eourceg that the Indians between the
Rocky mountains and Sierra 2sevadas,
put down in the last report of the com-

missioner of Indian affairs as number-
ing nearly twenty-seve- n thousand, ac-

tually number but ten thousand. Though
this is a greater disparity than would
hold throughout, there is no doubt In
the mind of the committee that there is
an over-estima- te of about one-thir- d of
the numbers given.
