SENATE.
"Washington, February 16. Senator

Anthony presented a memorial signed by tho
offlcers'of the national banks of Massachu-
setts and Rhode Island, protesting against the
Dassace of the bill for the withdrawal of cur
rency from New England. Laid on the table.

and asking that the same be Investigated by
uie jar. iveiiy saia mat ne Knew
Mitchell twelve years, and knew nothing de-
rogatory to his character. In presenting
the charges he desired to be distinctly under-
stood. He said nothing In favor of or against
them. He moved that the subject be referred
to the committee on privileges and elections.
So ordered.

Senator Frellnghuysen presented a
memorial from colored citizens, stating that

Senator Wright presented a petition to the
citizens of Iowa for the restoration of the
duty on tea and coffee, and an increase or
the duty on manufactured cotton goods. Re-
ferred.

At the expiration of the morning hour, the
senate resumed the consideration of the bill
to equalize the currency, and Senator Came-
ron offered a substitute for the committee's
bill, repealing all acts of congress which limitor restrict the amount of notes for circula-
tion, and providine that all associations or
ganized to carry on banking shall be free to
establish a national bank circulation subject
to all the limitation now provided by law, ex-
cept the limit as to circulation, which Is here-
by repealed.

Senator Cameron, in advocating the adop-
tion of his substitute, said he had not'heard a
single business man say that we had enoughcurrency. The national banking system had
done much good, and should be extended.
His substitute was designed to satisfy the de-
mand for more money without causing' any
shock to the capital already Invested in good
iu.ii.il. ins iaw gave a nxea amount oi cur-
rency, allowing no greater abundance ofmoney at one time than another. This fixed
amount of currency was a terror to honest
men ana a juouee to speculators. The
Increase of national banks would enable
the United States to resume sDecle
payment sooner than by any other process.
The present national bank currency was
equauy as saie ana tar more convenient tuan
metallic currency. Increase the facilities,
and national bank notes would soon take the
place of greenbacks.

Senator Pratt said that an attempt to return
to snecle navments now wonld be disastrous
to the whole country, and he would oppose
any scheme looking to specie payment now.
He would support the substitute of the gen-
tleman from Pennsylvania Senator Cam-
eron, believing It to be a wise one. He fa-
vored a return to SDecle uavment. but could
not shut his eyes to the fact that the only road
to resumption was contraction, and that
would be disastrous to the country.

Senator Frelinchuvsen ODnosed the sub
stitute, and said that Its adoption would
be of greater Injury to the financial and busi-
ness Interests of the countrv than the rabel.
lion was. He favored a reasonable retrench
ment and the imposition of more taxes. He
Relieved that the tax on whisky should be in-
creased to one dollar a gallon, and on tobacco
to inmy-iw- o cenis a pounu. xne pieugo given
to pay treasury notes In coin snould be re
deemed.

Senator i lanairan favored returnlm? tosrie--
cie pajment as boon as practicable.

Senator Buckingham moved that the bill
be recommitted to the finance committee,
and with the views of the senators now
broughtoutbydiscossion the committee could
frame a bill whlchiwould harmonize with the
views of the majority of; the senate.

Senator Morton said he saw no advantage
to be gained by recommitting the bill. Three
months nearly had already passed, and, so
far as this finance measure was concerned,
no progress had been made. Tho committee
first brought forward a resolution of a so nil- -
mental character. Their twenty-fiv- e mlllloc
doUar bill, was short of being a half-wa- y

measure. The question must oe settled by
the senate, and, betas now before the senate.

Senatar Scott said he thought time might
oesavea dv committing tne Din, ana allowing
the committee to report a measure covering
all the questions.

Senator Sherman said the finance commit-
tee had reported a bill to equalize the curren-
cy as a bonaftde measure ot relief, and he did
not believe there were five senators against
the original proposition, but it had been load
ed down with other questions: he would.
therefore vote for the motion to recommit.
rather than prolong discussion. The bill had
been antagonized with every kind of proposi-
tion involving the whole general question of
finances, and no donbt It would be better for'
the committee now to frame some meas-
ure covering the whole question of finance,
and b lng It befote the senate for action.

Senator Logan said he thought this a very
strange proceeding at this time without
a vote on one single proposition, or without
getting the sense of the senate on any one of
the questions. A motion was made to recom-
mit, had it not been that the motion was
made by his friend from Connecticut, Mr.
Buckingham, he wonld have thought it the
result oi an arrangement to deprive the sen-
ate of a vote. The finance committee bad
discovered that the bill could not be passed,
and now they wanted it recommitted.

Mr. Sherman said that the motion to re-
commit was made by a gentleman not con-
nected with the financecommittee.

Senator Logan said that all members of the
committee who had spoken favored recom-
mittal. The bill might be lecommltted as
often as they liked, but he wanted it under-
stood that there must be a vote, and the lstfun
could not be dodged. They might J ust as we 1
face the music one time as another. To re-
commit the bill would only serve to repro-
duce the same arguments already delivered,
and time would be gained.

Senator Cameron said It was very evident
that this debate must continue some daysyet;
he therefore moved that the senats proceed to
the consideration of executive business.

Tho chair laid belore the senate a communi-
cation from the secretary or war asking an
appropriation tor the commission to establish
a military prison. Referred to the committee
on appropriations.

Senator Stockton asked to bo excused from
service on the committee on manufactures.
No objection being made he was excused, and
Mr. Hager appointed to fill the vacancy.

Mr. Cameron renewed his motion for an ex-
ecutive session.

Senator Boreman moved to adjourn.
The latter motion was adopted and the ben-at- o

Itnllroad Accident.
Allentown, February 16. A freight

train on the Lehigh and buquehaana rail-rou- d,

between one and two o'clock this morn-
ing, ran into a land-slid- e near Slate Dam sta-
tion. The engine Jumped tho track, and
eighteen cars were piled up on each other,
smashing irelght of all descriptions, which
was strewn along the road and hurled Into
the river. Not one of the train hands, as far
as could be ascertained, escaped Injury. The
body of the engineer, Daniel Shannon, was
found under the engine, considerably burned.
Otto Shannon, fireman, and Frank Ryan,
brakeman, were badly scalded and burned.
Threo others are reported killed. Tho stove in
the caboose set fire to the freight, and nino
cars were burned.
Preparations to Locate n French Colany.

St. Louis, February 15. Count de
Vervius, of France, who has been examining
lands In this and other States for several
months past, has Just closed a purchase
for forty thousand acres of land on the lino
of the Atlantic and Pacific railroad, in New- -
ton county, Missouri, extending from Neceho
to the border of the Indian Territory. The
count will erect a flour and saw mill, school,
church and store at once, aud arrange as
speedUy as possible for bringing out some five
hundred French people on ills estate in
France and establish a colony on these lands.
In the meantime he will offer unusual In-
ducements to American families to purchase
farms and settle on this tract.

Anew disease, affecting the horses of the
stage and, street car lines, has made Its ap-
pearance. ' A large number of animals have
been prostrated, but the mortality, except in
the case of one ot the stage lines, is small, and
in most Instances, the disease yields rapidly to
medical treatment.
