Behind,
and towering above the Grand Ouro, Is one of
those colossal human figures that are peculiar
to Egyptian architecture. Its vast arms are
raised with protecting care above his bead,
over which they stretch a canopy or cerulean
blue, studded with stars of gold. Tho mighty
figure is winged, symbolizing aspiration,
soaring thought, benevolence, its counte-
nance is calm and serene, expressive of Intel-
ligence and spirituality. The uttendahts, In
helmet and warlike dresses, assist in com-
posing a tcene ol richness and beauty Inex-
pressibly fascinating and bewildering.
THE SECOND CAR TRAVELERS IN

EGYPT.
The second car gave a view of travelers ln

Egypt. The date of the scene Is two thousand
years berore the christian era. The motto
carried along with this car was the following:

"From those sunny tracts.
Far off, beyond the sounding cataracts."

The picture on this car was redo-
lent with poetry. The caravan has
ha.ted ln the desert. A palm tree
rears Its rough stem and casts out Its fan-lik- e

leaves, showing that water is near, while some
stunted shrubbery gives a glance of the penu-
rious hand with which nature deals out her
treasures ln those arid wilds. In front ef the
tree kneels a camel, one of "the air ships of
the desert;" on Its hump is a rich cloth or blue
with brilliant stars sprinkled over its surface.
A sort or hood falls below the animal's ears
upon its neck: it is or rich mate-
rial, scarlet, and trimmed elegantly
with deep fringe, the whola lav-
ishly decorated with gold. About the camel
is grouped the company that forms this por-
tion of the caravan. The camel-drive- r ln his
picturesque costume three horsemen, guards
of the travelers, equipped ln Egyptian armor.
A rich Egyptian lady, dressed In most tasteful
and picturesque fashion, an image of oriental
loveliness decked ln the barbaric splendor "of
far Cathay and wealth from mystic Jud."
With her is her Ethiopian maid, dressed with
rude but appropriate splendor. The next
principal figure is a Phoenician merchant ol
fabulous riches, with .U Nubian slaves at-
tending upon him. Each or the per

costumed appropriately, gold and
lavished with mstinted K.md. and

the whole that display or over- -
nowing aaornment mat suits tne uneniai
taste. To describe the costumes ot the various
tableaux on the different cars Is a task we
excuse ourselves. Only the sight of th. ir ex-
ceeding variety, elegance and richness could
make the dressing ot those who took the
characters in the tableaux conceivable. Hnes
wereblended, no wealth of sIIks, satins, vel-
vets, rich brocades, furs and all the accessories

This display, and the
picturesque, often 'jculpture-lik- e, attitudes
of the llvlsg figures aj they assumed the ges-
ture and position suited to their part were
among the greatest charms of the procession,

THE THIRD CAR ANCIENT MEMPHIS.

The subject represented cu the third car
was a scene from ancient Memphis; the time,
bIx hundred years before the Christian era.
The scene Is a very peculiar one. for represen-
tation on such a stage, and the boldness and
skill or the artist that designed It, demands
approbation. Diagonally from the left side of
the front of the car to the right or the rear, Is
a prominent foreground of gardens, foliage
and herbage, and an eastern well. Tne spec-
tator, gazlngupon It ln the rich light that was
cast from each side, saw, ln the perspective, a
vie w of the city as it appeared from a dis-
tance the city of Memphis beside the Nile.
There are buildings or many shapes, temples
of wondrous architecture, and, beyond them,
pyramids, witn weir apex rising in tne majss--
ty duo to their stem and. simple
form, toward the heavens. The scene is

of the transparency accompanying this car:
"Gardens, and plllar'd streets and porphyry

domes,
And high, built temples, fit to be the homes
or mighty gods." . .
There "were two views on. this cdr, one

showed an Egyptian at the well "filling the
pitcher from the chrystal font " The other was
a domestic scene, a woman with her distaff
and a musician "rapt in the strains his fingers
cast upon the ambient air." The costuming
ln these tcenes, again, was one of the most
effective ingredients of the tableau it was
all poet could dream or art supply.
THE FOURTH CAR STREET SCENE IN

ANCIENT MEMPHIS.
The fourth car gave a street scene ln an-

cient Memphis. At the rear towered a grand
obelisk covered with hieroglyphics; Ui the
front was a fountain or elegant design. The
transparency preceding this car bore the
words:
"The bright and youthful dancers meet,
With laughing wing and winged feet,
At morn aud merry eve."
Ghazeeysh, an Egyptian dancing girl,

robed ln enchanting attire of be-
witching magnificence, postures ln front
of the obelisk; another dancer is with
her, and two musicians, all taking their ap-
propriate parts in the tableau, nil in rich
Egyptian attire. This car was preceded, by
horsemen ln varied dress and armor, united to
the subject. This tableau was at once poetic,
ln the sensnous form, and suggestive- bT the
luxuriant habits of the theNlle,
as so delightfully represented by Moore ln his
enchanting story, " The Epicurean."

This preceded the sixth car, the subject rep-
resented on which was the influence or Egypt
on Greece, blending the classic with the ori-
ental. In front of the car were warriors on
horseback, clad In classic armor. The most
nromlnent cblect In this car was a beautiful
Corinthian column, la front of which were
squares, cuces anu cyiinuers oi znaroie, reaay
for the artist's hands, and men at work upon
them. We see in this the advances made In
art among the Greeks, as a consequence or
the communication of the teachings obtained
n Egypt by Pythagoras. In the tableau stood

Praxiteles, the renowned Greek sculptor;
Archelaus an imaginary character and wo
Greek workmen. A warrior, with his arms,
Hands looking; on, forming, with his fine cos-
tume and brilliant accoutrements, a good con--
trast to the sober flzu res before him. It is war
recognizing the rower of the arts of peace.
THE SEVENTH CAR EGYPT AND ROME,

The seventh car was Illustrative of the In- -

merely poetical and general subjects. It was
concrete and historic, rich with the glow of
life and passion, being taken from the story
of Anthony and Cleopatra. The motto of this
car was:

"They drank the Libyan sun to sleep,
Anu ut lamps wnicn outonmea canopus.
Oh, the life in Egypt!"

Among them stood con-
spicuous the Roman standard, with Its
eagle and wreath, and the famous 8. P.O.
ln golden letters, ln the center of the
galley was a roomy, cushioned seat, halt
conch, half throne. It was covered with rich
stuffs of crimcon, purple, and gold, over which
leopard tkins were laid for the luxuriant
occupants of the feats to recline upon. Over
all spread a circular canopy, of purple and
gold lined with pink, and ornamented with
amorous doves cooing upon its brim and be-

neath it were seated, ln dresses of fabulous
magnificence, the representatives of two of
the most striking characters of ancient story
Anthony and Cleopatra. the car
were three horsVmen-iov- eT heraldswho
w..lT. C. JJf? nP. and JStf"They arrows and
iigut weapons, xne Characters of tne
tableau, besides the two principal ones, were
Enobarbus, Charmlon, Iras, an Egyptian,
and a Phwuiclan musician, a page, and fonr
oarsmen to propel the galley.

The admira-
tion expressed for the delightful grouping of
the figures, and the skillful adaptation of the
accessories, was abundant and hearty. Few
who witnessed the wonderful scene or Mardl
Gras night, railed to carry away a vivid im-
pression of Anthony and Cleopatra and their
grand and beautiful galley.
THE EIGHTH CAR ANTHONY AND CLE-

OPATRA.
The, eighth car had a tragic element Its

subject the deaths of Anthony and Cleop-
atraUs motto:

Anthony I nm dying, Egypt, dying!
One word, sweet Queen.
Cleopatra O come, come, come ;

And welcome, welcome, die where thou host
lived.

This car was pr-- . . ided by Roman cavalry ln
full armor. In its rear was a pediment, upon
which Flood the form of the goddess Minerva,
with shield and spea'. in front of this a
couch, splendidly adorned with crimson
stulls sprinkled w th goiden stars. On this re-
clines Egypt's beauteous queen. The asp is
permitted, to do IU fatal work, and she
stretches out her arms toward Anthony, dead
ln Dolabella's arms. Iras, bearing the crown,
Jewels, and robe, dies at Cleopatra's feet. Char-
mlon 13 falling toward two Koman guards,
whose gestures show them to be vainly Im-
ploring the aid of Minerva, but Justice inter-
feres not ln the doom ot the guil-
ty ones. The dramatic effector this tableau
waft excellent. Whilo the eye was dazzled
with the magnificence of the costumes and
the graceful pose of the figures It was Impos-
sible not to be struck with the majesty and
pathos or the scene so finely presented.

THE NINTH CAR-T- HE "BOWL."
The ninth car was ln striking contrast with

the one before It. It was preceded by a cor-
tege of cavalry of grotesque appearance.bacch-an- al

mask and costumes.faunsandsatyrs.The
scene was the saturnalia, and Illustrative of
icoman influence contrasting with the milder
experience of the Greeks the latter repre-
senting philosophy, art, and all the charms
or poesy; the former the ruder Jovs and oc-

cupations of war, love and wine. The motto
on the transpaiency with this car read:

"I pray thee, by the gods above.
Give me the mighty bowl I love,
And let me sing ln wild delight
I will I uiU be mad "

Upon the car was a mighty vase, around
which fauns, satyrs and bacchanalian figures
were dancing. Pan with his syrinx presided ;
two satyrs, a faun and a bacchante are about
him, in revelry dancing and sporting. They
have horns and cups, which latter, "filled
with the generous grape," they hold oat in-
vitingly, and show by their manner that the
inspiring nectar is rusning along tneir tnroo-bln- g

veins. Ibis was a spirited tableau, and
appropriate to tne time ana tne occasion.

The next car, the eleventh and the last, was

preceded by three horsemen spirits or the
past who wero in fantastic and unearthly
array, as visitants from another world. They
were sounding trumpets, indicating the resur-
rection ol the ancient Memphl in the chof n
city or Memphis, on the banks or the Mis

1573. The motto was:
"Returned to tell of deeds

More than heroic, though in secret done.
And, unrecorded, left through many an age.'

This car was covered with ragged and angu-
lar rocks, from whence rose tire and smoke
and sounding detonations - the disruption of
the earth at the appearance of the Memphi.
Upotrtha summit of therocks with nostrils dis-
tended, moath foaming and eyes blazing with
excitement, stood a noble horse, Just sprung
from beneath the earth this ears erect, he
paws the ground with irrepressible
spirit, and a pair or vast wings
SDread for flight, shows that he has powers of
elevation and progress boundless as the uni-
verse. The flgnre symbolized the resurrected
Memphis of our Ume, and the mystery and
the glory ot the modem Memphl, the deposi
tories ot ancient wisaom inenas ot pniioso- -
phy, cultivators of tcience, urgerson of the
car of boundless progress. The Egyptian-miracl- e

has been accomplished once more;
the. phcenlx perished in flames;, another,
youthful, vigorous, unconquerable in enter-
prise, has arisen from the ashes with power to
skim o'er the surface of the whole earth, and
soar toward the vast empyrean and the burn-
ing sun.
