OUE MARKETS "SESTEItDAT.

The holliday cut commercial matter,
yesterday, down to a fine point; the bad

weather, perhaps, was the ; reason why

anything was done at all, for soma of

the visitors to the city finding amuse
ment impossible, did at least a part of

the business they had combined with
pleasure. In the general market the
onlv transaction of importance we
heard of was a sale of eight hundred
sacks of corn at seventy-fiv- e cents

The cotton market was, of course quiet,
it was too dark to discriminate
grades, even had it not been a holiday
But few visitors attended the cotton ex
change, which closed after the receipt
of the noon reports. New York report-

ed a dull market at lGic New Orleans

quiet and steady at 8d, --Memphis was

present officers to complete It? If such be tho
case, let them so state, and we believe
General Forrest and bis board will
step aside. We have to pay taxes to meet the
interest on our city bonds, which has begot-
ten dissatisfaction, and is regarded as a hard-
ship. Home gentlemen, visiting Memphis,
report many business firms willing to loan
the road the sum required (993,000, or moro) to
be paid out of its flrst earnings, to have itcompleted to this place. Why is it not done?
Soon an election comes off for a board of di-
rectors. Who is to compose that board?Memphis should have the leading voice innaming the men, as money has to come fromthat source to finish tho road, and It behooves
her to see that the management of the road
shall have the confidence of the financial
world. We want to see cars moving over theroad. "We want to see some tangible results
from our money.

The managers of the road,;after exhausting
all Its available means, went to the north, to
the east, and even to Europe for aid, but in
vain. They applied to the county court of
Shelby for the balanceof tho Shelby county
subscription, but wlthoutsuccess. The banns
of the court were tied up by the terms of the
subscription. An appeal was then made to
the business men of Memphis, but iu vain.
We see no way out of the difficulty but in a
change a radical change. Last cummer
Oeneral Forrest nrODOsed to a prominent
ciUzen of Memphis to resign the
presidency of the road if ho would accept It.
The offer was declined unless a sweeping
change was made in the management of tho
road, and a thorough investigation into its
affairs wan had. why may not this be done

' Tot three years" the Appeai. has per-

sistently urged the necessity, the abso-

lute duty, of all good citizens partlcl- -
pating in the election of their publiq.
servants. Many of the most intelligent
men of tne country have, of late years,
taken no Bctiveinterest in political" af-

fairs. "Very often they do not even
trouble themselves to vote, and' do not
seem to regard themselves in any re-
spect responsiole for the election of un-
worthy men to office. Corruption in
office, under such circumstances, is as
natural as it is inevitable. Yet these
men who neglect their duty persuade
themselves that they deserve no censure
for the disorders they take no pains to
remedy. This contempt for politics, for
candidates and elections, is one of the
dangers of the day. Corrupt measures
are the offspring of corrupt men, and
corrupt men are not the representatives
of an Incorrupt constituency, except
where ignorance excuses the voters for
being the victims of designing knaves.
The golden words of Senator Bayard, re-

cently delivered in the Senate, are ap-

propriate to the people of Shelby coun-
ty. He said:

Ono of the chief dangers of our day and
country is the devotion of citizens to their

vate pursuits to the neglect of their publicSri IX this country shall go down, ir this
experiment Xor human shall
fall, there will be few more to blame than
those intelligent men who have grown rich in
their private pursuits, and allowed places of
high publio trust and honor to be filled by
men less worthy and able than themselves,
but who were wiUlng at least to give their
time to the public service.

Who does not know of the frequent advice
to young men of talent and character?

"Keep out of politics, stick to your busi-
ness, to your profession, to your ledger,, to
your office, to your studies. Keep out of po-

litics."
This is the common cry which is accepted

as wise, as just, as commendable, in a coun-
try which must depend for the elevation and
continuance of IU government upon the best
efforts or Its most intelligent, its most able, its
most conscientious men. what is the conse-
quence of all this worldly-wis- e

advice to the youth of our country advice
too often followed by them?

"They have fousnt to make the name of
politician discreditable. They have sought
to make Attention to nubile duties suspicious.
And what has been the result, senators ? Has
It not been a lower tone of pubUc service?
I savthatto a certain extent it has: fori be--

lleve If there should be an increase in an hon-
orable competition between men of Intellect
and character for public position, It would
tend largely to the elevation of the tone of
our service, and to the benefit or the whole
country. This government is not an autom-
atic machine. It is not 'to run lttelf. ItcaUs
for the efforts constantly, and often the

efforts, of the purest and the
ablest and the bravest to enlde it on in the
right direction, and keep it in tho paths of
nonor ana saiety.

These words are full of wisdom. We
believe the meeting at Bartlett on Sat
urday last is the beginning of a new era
in Shelby county an era which will re-

sult in the merchant, the mechanic, the
farmer and the honest yeomanry of the
country exercising that influence in
elections which by withholding, has
permitted bsd men to secure office. The
proceeding last Saturday is regarded as
a favorable omen. They show an
aroused determination in Shelby county,
to put good men in office to the end that
honesty, law, order and justice may be
maintained,and a more abounding pros
perity secured throughout the country.
This is the spirit, which alone can
furnish a true foundation for a pure, hon-

est, and economical government. Rings,
frauds, corrupt courts, lobby legislation,
petty offices turned into premiums for
rascalities these are the evils to
which all good citizens are necessarily
subjected by reason of their neglect of
public affairs. If the spirit developed
at Bartlett on Saturday last be carried
out there will be no further corruption
in office in Shelby, for when the people
are aroused, active and vigilant, bad
men cannot secure office. "When office
holders find that scrutinizing eyes are
upon them, they confine themselves
more closely to the straight and narrow
path of duty, and if this scrutiny was
observed in nominating and voting for
candidates, there would be but little ne-
cessity for watchfulness after the elec
tion. The people of Shelby county are
convinced by sad experience that it is
the duty of every citizen who re-

gards the welfare of the county j who
feels the responsibilities and values
the privileges of American citizenship,
to participate in all future elections .

now, that our people are impressed with
the belief that it is every man's duty
to take care that his influence is felt at
the ballot-bo- x in support of honest men

now, that they have learned that the
'elective franchise is the most important
and responsible trust that a citizen pos-

sesses, andjtha-itough- t never to be ex-

ercised without the fullest reflection and
the utmost consideration-&j- l care, we
will most certainly elect good men
to office in August next.
