Mr. Sanborn addressed n letter to the secre-
tary of the treasury, Inclosing a list of the
railroads doinz business ln tho United States
wblch are Indebted to the government for
taxes upon dividends and Interest paid upon
bonds which they heretofore held and re-
fused to pay, and respectlully asks
that the list be added to his contract
made with the'secretary of the treasury under
date of August, 1871, and as amended Octo-
ber 3, lf72.

Washington,' February 18. The

chair laid befo-- e the senate a memorial from
the Cincinnati common council, board of
trade and chamber of commerce protesting
against any reduction ln the appropriation
for work on the public buildings m that city.
Bcferred.

Senator Anthony, by request of the chair,
Introduced a bill to extend the time forthecompletion of tho Wisconsin Central railroad.
Referred.

Senator Cameron gave notice that
after the expiration of the morning

hour, he would move to take up the house bill
ln relation to the centennial exhibition.

The president, pro (em., laid before the sen-
ate a message from the President, transmit
ting a repart made to the secretary of state by
Hou. J. M. Thatcher, represei totlve of
the United States, held at the lntwnationalpatent congress, held ln Vienna, lsst August.
Ordtred printed. Ho also laid before ths isen-Dt- e

resolutions of the legislature of Kansas,
charging misconduct on the part of the Union
Pacific railroad company, by reason of al-
leged dltcrimlnatlon against the Kansas Pa-
cific railroad. Ordered printed.

Senator nowe Introduced a bill amendatory
of the soldiers' homestead law.

On motion of Senator; Wnght, the senate
took up the hill to provide for the appoint-
ment of a commission on the subject of alco-
holic traffic.

Senator Ferry, of Connecticut, opposed the
passage of the bill, and said the matter be-
longed to the States, and should there be
treated. He asked for the yeas and nays on
the passage of tne bill, as he desired to record
his vote against it.

Senator Wright said the subject was proper
for legislation by congress.

Senator Conkllng agreed with Senator
Wright.

Senator Tipton favored tho passage of the
bill.

Senator Morrill, 1 Maine favored an In-
quiry, but wild he thought information could
be obtained by one of the several standing
committees of the senate, and would be much
more reliable than that obtained by the pro-
posed commission. The committee on finance,
for Instance, could obtain inlormatlon, and
the senate would be better satisfied with It.
He did not think that men competent to serve
on the commission could be obtained without
compensation. He therefore moved an
amendment appropriating ten thousand dol-
lar tor the expenses of the commission.

Senator Cockling said he knew many per-
sons who would serve without compensation.
He would not object to appropriating five
thousand dollars for the expenses of the com-
mission, having no doubt that would be a
sufficient amount for printing and all other
expenses.

The morning hour expired, and tlie hill
went over.

Tho senate resumed the consideration of
the bill to equalize the distribution of the cur-
rency.

Senator Chandler said that, at the proper
.time, he would offer an amendment, which he
had read for information, it provides that
the secretary of the treasury shall retire and
destroy a dollar of legal tender notes for each
dollar ln national bank notes Issued.

Senator Chandler thought the nation could
give notice that It would resume specie pay-
ment Jnly 1st, 1S73, or even January 1st, 1875,
and coin could be accumulated lu the
treasury by that time, which, with the loan
of one hundred million dollars that could be
negotiated, would enable such resumption
that would be the greatest measure of relief
ever proposed for the nation.

Senator Howe gave notice that he would
submit an amendment as a substitute lor
that to be proposed by Senator Chandler, pro-
viding that the secretary ol the treasury shall,
once in each month, sell to the highest bidder,
for United States notes, coupon bonds equal
to elgbty-flv- e per cent, ot additional bank
circulation Issued during the month pre-
ceding, which bonds shall bear interest at the
rate of five per cent, per annum, payable
quarterly, and the prlnclpalshall be payable
at the pleasure cf the government, after ten
years irom date, both principal and interest
to be paid ln gold coin, but none ot said bonds
shall tie sold at less than par value, and the
United States notes received ln exchange
therefor shall never be reissued, but shall be
destroyed.

Senator Morton saldhewould call the atten-
tion ol tho senate to one evil which would re-
sult from the passage of this twenty-fiv- e mil-
lion dollars bill. It would work a contraction
of the currencr to the amount of twenty-fiv- e

million of dollars, because the banks from
which the money was to be taken would un-
derstand that they would be liable to be called
upon any day to return the money, and they
would not lend it.

Senator Frelingbuysen said he thought
there was a plan which would accomplish all
that was desired without producing any em-
barrassment. He would say, let tho circula-
tion bo' Increased twenty-liv- e or fifty million
dollars and at the same time diminish the
United States notes tj an equal amount; the
result would be that without Increasing pa-
per money, banking facilities would be in-
creased ln thocc sections wanting it, and
there would be no withdrawal of money
from the east - to the west.
The distribution W tho increase in the
national bunking currency should be
confined to those States which have not their
shates. Again: There should be provision for
nn assorting house, so that the banks should
have their notes returned to them at stated
times thus the circulation would be local-
ized. He would not allow any one to have
the benefit of creating national banks unless
such applicant produced a license from the
State, or the governor thereof. This would
secure a proper location of the banks, as well
us proper men to whom th's valuable fran-
chise should be committed. He hoped this
whole subject would be committed to the
finance committee. In conclusion, ho said he
favored a proposition authorizing the secre-
tary of the treasury to accumulate gold with
a view to specie resumption.

Senator Morton said there hod been some
Improvement lu the country since the panic,
but that improvement was not complete, and
the result of the panic was felt y inevery town in the country.

Senator Sell 11 rz read from the Chicago Tri-bnn- c

tho market reports, and argued thatmoney was easy In the west, and that there
was no scarcity ot It.

Senator Ferry Mich. said that It was not
fair to Judge of the general business Interests
by newspaper reports. Business men wanted
more money, and went to their accustomed
daces or banks, but were not able to procureJt. He had a letter from a company In Mis-

souri, which had a capital of two hundred
and fifty thousand dollars, and not an;out-standln- g

note, and yet It could not obtain a
loan of five thousand dollars by paying ten
perjeent. interest. He denied that money was
plenty ln tho west.

Senator Sclmr, said he thought the gentle-
man must, be excessively hard-presse- d for ar-
gument when, in reply to the regular market
report of the papers of undoubtedly good
authority, he introduced a letter here from a
man who could not get. money. Of course,
there were men all over the country who
could not get all the loans they wanted.
There wore plenty of men ln the coun-
try who had not as much money ns
llioy wanieu.

Senator Morton said that many of tho news-
paper articles wero of a political nature.

Senator Scliurz said ho hod read from the
Chicago Tribune, but could show statements
ln the Jntfr-Ocea- n of a similar kind, or In the
Chicago Times.

Senator Logan said the senator Schurz
could not show the articles he referred to ln
the Jnter-Ocea- n. The gentleman had read
statements to showthere was plenty of money
In the country. Of course there was plenty of
money to bo had at eight per cent, on call.

Senator schurz sold all the great papers of
the country were against inflation and in fa.
vor of specie payment. And why? Because
they had too much sense to bo ln favor of any-
thing else. He read from the Chicago Inter- -
Ocean, of recent date, a statement as to money
being easy and borrowers few.

Senator Logan said he did not doubt
money was easier than it was two
months ago, and the cause or t was
that tlie treasury had been jpourlng
out its forty-fou- r millions reserve. He said
could not produce from the Infer-Ocea- n any
article declaring that money was plentiful
ln the west. The gentleman said all ereat
papers were iu favor of specie payment. What
great papers? The Chicago Tribune, which
supported Greeley In connection with the
senator from Missouri, and tho Chicago Timet
which agreed with everything Senator Schurz
eald. He Logan supposed Ifall great papers
were on the side of his friend.that he Schurz
must be a great man. This greatness favored
monopolies. Mechanics and farmers must
not havo national banks; they must be eft
for great men like his friend. Laughter.

Senator Schurz said he hud not opened his
lips on the nuestlon of national banks.

Senator-Loga- said that the gentleman had
said that all the papers which had sense sup-
ported his side, thereby Implying that all oth-
ers were fools.

Senator Schur; said that ho did not mean
that none excopt those supporting hlH side bad
seme. He hod laid dowu a line or polidy or
himself, and those who went with him had
more sense, he thought, than those who vld
not,

Sennator Logan I om sorry the senator's
opinion of hlmfelf is not appreciated by the
country. Laughter.

Senator Schurz I am glad to know the sen-
ator's opinion ol himself is appreciated by
the oountry. fltenewed laughter. He did
not think there was the least occasion for
all this noise simply because he had read the
market reports. If tho senator took offense,
those reports wore responsible, and not ho
himself. Laughter.

Senator Morton said there had been a partial
revival of business, attributable to the fact
2that twenty-seve- n millions of the legal-tend-

reserve had been distributed, but the business

of the country could not be revived fully on''
the old volume of currency.

Senator Thurman hoped the whole subject

would be recommitted without any instruc-
tions to the committee. Tho subject was so
complicated, and there was such diversity of
opinion, that It would be unsatisfactory, and
If the committee should be Instructed, he
thought the best thing to do was to pass the
bill as It came from the committee.

Washington, D. C, February 18.

Mr. Sawyer asked leave to report, from the
committee on commerce, a bill to extend un-
til April, 1876, the time for the completion of
the Green Bay, Burgeon Bay and Lake Michi-
gan ship canal.

Mr. Storm objected.
Mr. Holman offered a resolution directing

the secretary of the treasury to inform the
house of the amount paid since the first of
January, 1SOT, for the transportation ol troops
and property of the United States on each of
several railroads that havo been constructed in
whole or ln part by the aid of lands granted
by the United States, conditioned that-suc- h

railroads should be and remain public high-
ways for the use of tho government free of toll
and other charges. Adopted.

The contested election case from the third
congressional district ot Arkansas came up,
and on motion to reconsider and lay on the
table, the vote of yesterday declaring Wil-shl- re

entitled prima facie to the seat, Tho
motion to reconsider was laid on the table.
Yeas. 135; nays, 129. Wllshlre was then sworn
ln, taking the iron-cla- d oath.

Mr. Fryo from thejudlclary committee re-
ported a bill providing that any person who
shall be convicted of the crime of man-
slaughter ln any State or Territory, or ln the
District of Columbia, shall be Imprisoned not
exceeding twenty years and fined not exceed-
ing one thousaud dollars. He stated that un-
der the existing law the maximum Imprison-
ment for manslaughter is three years. After
suggestions from Messrs. Lawrence, Bass und
others, Mr. Fryo Inserted the proviso that the
act shall not affsct any prosecution now pend-
ing or prosecution for any offense already
committed.

Mr. Barber asked Mr. Fryo to let him offer
as an amendment lhat punishment for mur-
der shall be Imprisonment for life. Mr. Fryo
declined, and the bill was passed.

Mr. Frye, from the same committee, re-
ported a bill making the punishment for ex-
tortion by officers or persons acting under the
authority of the United States, a fine of not
exceeding five hundred dollars and Imprison-
ment not exceeding three years. Passed.

Mr. Frye also offered a bill providing that
no person shall be prosecuted, tried, or
punished ln any United States conrt for any
ottense not capital, or for any fine or forfeit-
ure under any penal statute, unless Indicted
or inlormatlon found or Instituted within five
years, except In the case of persons fieelng
from Justice. Passed.

A bill passed providing that where an occu-
pant of public land, having color of title, has
made valuable Improvements thereon, and
his title is found afterward not to bo good, he
shall be entitled to all rights and remedies as
provided ln such cases, in their respective
States and Territories.

Mr. Frye reported a bill providing that in
trial of all indictments, information, com-
plaints, or other proceedings in United States
courts, the persons charged shall, at their own
request, but not otherwise, be competent wit-
nesses?, the law to apply to all prosecutions
now pending.

On motion of Sir. Gooch. the bill was made
to apply to courts-marti- and courts of In-
quiry. After discussion, the bill was passed.

Mr. Frye also reported a bill to provide for
holding terms of the western district court of
Missouri, one court to be held at Jefferson
City and the other at Springfield. Passed.

Mr. Poland, from the Judiciary committee.
reported a bill to provide for the appoint-
ment of a commission on tho subject of the
alcoholic liquor traffic, the commission to
consist of five persons who are to servo with-
out pay for two yeaw, but are to be allowed
all necessary Incidental expenses and a sec-
retary at two thousand dollars a year. Re-
ferred to the committee of the whole. Also,
a bill to provide lor deducting any debt due
to the United States from any Judgement re-
covered from the United States by such
debtor. Passed.

Mr. Butler Mass., from the same commit-
tee, made an adverse report on the memorial
for the acknowledgment of Almighty God
and the christian religion ln the constitution
of the United States. Laid on the table.

The bill reported by the postoffice commit-
tee ln regard to the distribution of public doc-
uments came up, as the special order, and

Mr. Woodford raised the question
of consideration, remarking that he wanted to
have action on the subject of forty-fou- r mil-
lion dollars reserve, and that It was the ques-
tion of nubile printing and franking on the
one side and national finances on the other.
The house decided by a very decided majority ,

to proceed with tho bill to provide for the dls-- ,

Mr. Hale New York asked Mr. Packar.who
reported the bill, to allow him to offer a sub--
stitute, simply repealing the law which abol- -
shed the franking privilege.
