*En1ToRS APPEAL—Civil government |
is the result of & necessity, fora just and
uniform disposition of power, and should
be 20 employed a8 to protect, to the full-
est extent, the citizens, in whatever
laudable avocation engaged—whereso-
ever he may be. Commerce, and her |
twin-slister, finance, have, in the past,
commanded the energies and talent of
the first minds, in the effort to perfect a |
sy=tem that would unerringly tend to a
perpetuation of national anewrity, hap-
piness and glol?. With acenmulated
experience, the demand still exists. An-
nusily the people of the United States
rend ahmm& near two hundred million
dollars in raw eotton, which might be
made to yield five hundred million dol- |
lars as easily as two hundred million,
That congress has the power, under the I
constitution, to legisiate, as I shall here:
after indicate, I doubt not. The gov- ]
ernment can, by set of co , become |
the owuer oi that portion of the cotton |
raised to be exported, at prices ranging
from twenty to thirly cepts (an sv-
erage of twenty-five cents per pound),
leaving the howe manufscturer to nego-
Liate them, as now, with the producer,
at rates agreeable to both, Theaverage
number of bales shipped from this coun-
try is about three millions, at thewaver- |
age price of twenty-five cents, and al- |
lowing four hundred pounds as theaver-
age weight, would amount to the sum
ol three hundred millions of dollars.
The present cireulating medium of the |
country is, in round numbers, seven
hundred millions of (paper)deliars.. To |
add the vaiue of the exports of cotton
anoually, without some means of de-
{,‘letlng theamount in eirculation, would
o all probability work greater mischief
than the total absence of any such cir-
calation. DBut the cotton in possession
of the government would of necessity
command, s is the ease with all mo-
nopolies, an enhanced walue. Fort:
cents per pound would be but a maﬁ
price for an artiele of such vast import-
ance to mankind; and at forty cents the
government would realize a profit of
one hundred and eighty mi'lions of dol-
lars—or, in round numbers, four hun-
dred and eighty millions of dollars
for the crop, annuslly.  Fifly per
cent. of the value of the an-|
nual crop, the anmicunt and prices as
stated being correct, would, if demand-
ed in eoin, meet the interest upon the

|

bonded debt, which is twenty-thiree
hpodred millious of dellars, and
ldave & eurplus of  one. hundred

millions of dollars in coin in the freas-
ury. Theremaining halfl of the yalae |
of the crop, il received in any of the
government's securities (bonds or cur-
rency), wonld go far toward depleting |
the currency toa point within the re-
quirements of the buosiuess of the coun-
try, apd such a regulation would make
the eurrency and bonds of the United
Htates command a preminm as a bill of
exchange in every country on the globe
where American cotton is manufactured.
A modifleation of the exelse laws allow-
ing the importer to pay duty in curren-
ey instead of gold would be but just. Imn
faet, the demand for eoin would cease
with the means at hand for acquiring
it, and s return tospecie payment would
follow like magic the aetion of congress
as above indicated. But there sre
some grave objections te such a course
by government: Firet, it is sectionsl
legisintion; second, ifcotton is monopo- |
lized, why not pork, aud flour, and corn,
et id omne genws by the government?
For the sake of argument 1 will admit
the first obifjection to be well taken, but
only In arestricted sense. The cotton
Stxtes would only be benefited by the
sale of cotton to government. They
would realize about one hundred
million dollars more for the crop annue-
ally than now, while the gevernment
would realize a prefit of one hundred
and eighty millions, and the eastern and
southern manufacturer would be pro-
tected by s tariff of sixty per cent.
aguinst forelgn goods, which would be
one hundred per cent. greater than con-
gress would ever allow under the pres-
ent system of protection. One hundred
millions to the cotton States, one hun-
dred’ and eighty millions to the
