Although I have written much for

i the Commercial since the close of the last
Pi evidential campaign, I have had lit-
tle or nothing to say of Tennessee poli-
tics. "When the campaign closed and
Greeley was found to have carried the i

State by about a hundred thou-
sand les3 majority than I expected,
I recorded that fact with due
solemnity. I also chronicled the retire-
ment of Andy Johnson to his rural
home at Greeneville, under the burden
of his first defeat before the people since
he began his illustrious career as alder-
man of his native village. I also told
you how big-heart- and generous, hut
not over intellectual, Frank Cheatham
sought the privacy of his farm in Coffee
county his hopes for a seat in congress
forever blasted. Poor Frank, I wish h e
could get in somewhere, for the disap-
pointment was indeed great, and, as the
candid fellow often told his intellectual
audiences, "Fm a poor man, and need
the salary."

But Maynard got "the salary" and
voted to increase it fifty per cent
for services already performed, thus
making a big black spot on an other-
wise fair character a little transaction,
by the way, that he will be called rigid-
ly t5 account for when he puts out his
hpad for office again, by such of his con-
stituency as can read and know the dif-
ference between five thousand and five
million, which is about half of them.

Time rolls on, and we approach an-
other campaign, or rather another cam-
paign approaches us. "Ve see it loom-
ing up in the distance with Johnson,
Maynard, Ethridge, Brown and old Bill
Stokes in the foreground. It is, we are
told by the country press, a campaign
big with events. Members of the legis-
lature, congressmen, a governor and a
senator are to be chosen. This last is, I
may say, chiefly what is the matter.
There is a hankering among our public
men to get into the senate that exceeds
their hankering for any other position.
Already they begin to feel for Brown-low- 's

place, although that great man
has a full year to serve. But the sena-
torial campaign, the congressional cam-
paign and the gubernatorial campaign
will all move along together, and the
sovereign voters will be well enlight-
ened about the issues of the day.

For governor there have been about
twenty-fiv- e candidates mentioned
among the Conservatives, or Democrats,
or whatever they may call themselves,
for I don't know. They change names
here about every change of the moon,
and frequently leave a fellow on dry
land who is doing his best to keep up.
Sections of the Independent Johnsoni-
ans, Conservatives, Bourbons, Demo-
crats and what-not- s (principally the
latter) met at Bartlett, in Shelby county,
the other day, and went through the
forms of a love-feas- t. They came to-
gether, as one of the orators of the occa-
sion said, feeling that the good of the
State demanded a union of all

Then
they adopted a whereas, and followed it
up with a set of eloquent resolutions.
Tbe purport of it all was that the Radi-
cals must be met, and the best way to
meet them was under the old Demo-
cratic banner.

But I doubt the power of abstract reso-
lutions to bring into harmonious work-
ing order the inharmonious elements
here. They may sail along peaceably
for a while, but the first State conven
tion will break the spell. There are
forty thousand voters in the State who
are Johnson men, and who want the
sage of Greeneville either as their candi-
date for governor or the senate. They
imagine there is a vast amount of virtue
yet fn A. J., and they propose that the
country have the benefit of it. On the
other hand, the Bourbons don't want
Johnson, and swear they won't have
Johnson, and before they will take him
they will break up the party, and all
that. So I see no chance for all the op-
ponents of Radicalism to dwell together
in unity, unless A. J. will solemnly
declare that he don't want office, and
will not take it. That he will come out
with a manifesto of the sort there is no
immediate prospect.

But whether he can be elected either
to the governorship or the senate, is a
matter of doubt The Bourbons are so
angry at bim for running an independ-
ent line and thereby causing the defeat
of Cheatham that it is a question if
they could forgive, even to save the
party.

Among the Republicans Maynard is
the favorite horse for the race. He can
not be elected, but he can trot up and
down the State and make some great
speeches. He will not get as many
votes ashe last time he ran, owing to
that back-pa- y steal, in which he par-
ticipated. The more inteligent of the
Republican voters can't get over that,
and they will cut the back-payst- er

when they find his name on their tick-
ets.

IN THE SENATE.
Washington, March 9. The chap-

lain iu his prayer besought Divine Prov-
idence, that now, when Satan and his
angels are loose all over the land, no
true man might become disheartened or
found faltering at his post, and that Al-
mighty God would guard all nations
with his flaming sword of truth.

Senator Fenton said that intelligence
of the death of Fillmore
had been received, and though it might
not be the time now to make suitable
remarks, he thought it appropriate that
the senate should adjourn in respect to
the memory of the illustrious dead; he
therefore moved that the senate adjourn.

Senator Sherman 'inquired what pre-
cedent there was for such action, and,
though he was willing to follow the es-

tablished precedent, he did not think the
example a wise one. He entertained
every respect for nt Fillmore
andhispublicservices,and would yield to
no one in doing honor to his memory.

Senator Blair said the senate adjourn-
ed upon the death of nt

Buchanan.
Senator Anthony said congress ad-

journed upon the death of General
Washington, and it was upon that occa-
sion that the phrase "First in war, first
in peace, and first in the hearts of his
countrymen," was uttered.

Senator Fenton's motion was agreed
to, and the senate adjourned.

Fillmore, and said that
the death of a man who had held such
an exalted position in public and in
private life made it the duty of the house
to arrest its further proceedings and
take some proper notice of such an
event.

Second As a token of honor to the
many virtues, public and private, of the
illustrious statesman whose death in the
ripeness of his age has arrested the at-
tention of the nation, the speaker is
requested and authorized to appoint a
committee of seven members to attend
the funeral of Mr. Fillmore on behalf of
the house, and to communicate a copy
of these resolutions to the relatives of
the deceased.

services of Mr. Fillmore.
The resolutions were agreed to and a

committee appointed, consisting of
Messrs. Cox, Dawes, Maynard, Tyner,
Wheeler, Wells and Darnell.

As a
mark of respect to his memory, it is or-
dered that the executive mansion and
the several departments at Washington
be draped in mourning until the close
of the day on which the funeral shall
take place, and that business be en-
tirely suspended on the day of the
funeral. It is furthermore ordered
that the war and navy departments
cause suitable military and naval honors
to be paid on the occasion to the mem-
ory of the eminent citizen whose life is
now closed. u. s. grant.

TON MOLTKE.

Hemaxkablo Speech of tho .Great Prus-.shin- ?

Soldier Tho Cost tof Con
quest Men, Arms, and

Munitions.

Holland and Belgium Sympathize with
France All tho European Nations

Afraid of Germany.

Increancd Armament In France Den'
mark, England and Austria Ur-

gent Plea for the Beg
alar Army.

New York, March 8. Foreign papers
which arrived ht contain the re-
cent remarkable speech of Field-Marsh- al

Moltke. It was a circular note, ad-
dressed to tho foreign powers, rather
than a iitatement for domestic purposes.
Count Moltke said tho real question
brought before the house is, whether
Germany shall bear the heavy cost ne-
cessarily incurred by keeping four hun-
dred and one thousand men on a perma-
nent peace-footin- g: that the question
must be considered in the light of our
home and foreign relations. The pres-
ent generation could not hope
to escape the onerous duties connected
with the maintenance of large arma-
ments. It was but too probable that
Germany would be obliged to protect
for fifty years to come what had been
gained in five months. Germany, by
the last war, had won the respect, but
certainly not the love, of her neighbors.
In whatever direction the honorable
members turned their eyes, they would
find nations haunted with the idea that
Germany was likely to become a disa-
greeable neighbor before long. There
was a strong French party in Germany,
notwithstanding that Germany had
repeatedly saved the independence of
that kingdom. Holland had begun to
repair tho works by which the country
had been inundated, because theinhabi-tant- s

were unaccountably afraid of a
German attack. Ther&was not a man
in Germany who advocated the annexa-
tion of Poland, yet it was too well
known with whom the Dutch sympa-
thized in the war of 1S70. Even England
had recently witnessed the publication
of pamphlets contemplating the chances
not of a French but of a German land-
ing in their country. Denmark in-
creases her coasting vessels and
fortifies Zealand, likewise deeming it
necessary to prepare against a German
descent. Nay, Germany wa even
charged with the intention of invading
the Baltic provinces of Russia and co-
quetting with the German subjects of
Austria, and all this when France had
copied the whole system of the German
military organization, and by extend-
ing the duty of the military service over
twenty years and giving the law a re-
trogressive force already passed, an ac-
tive army of 1,200,000 men, and a terri-
torial force of 1,000,000 more.France had
now 152 regiments of infantry instead
of 116 as before the war; 320 batteries in-
stead of 169 as formerly, and 471,000
men actually under arms in time of
peace against the much smaller force at
the disposal of Emperor Napoleon.
France, who began the war of 1870 with
eight corps d'armee, had now nineteen,
and while Germany hitherto spent less
than 100,000,000 thalers on her troops,
does not hesitate to appropriate 171,000,-00- 0

thalera for like purposes. The
French legislative assembly, the other
day, actually forced an extra
sum of 17,000,000 thalers on
their government to enable them
to drill the second portion this year.
Tho French towns vied with each
other in building barricades, setting
apart drill-ground- s, etc. To be sure, tbe
great majority of intelligent Frenchmen
bore their defeat with more dignity than
would appear to be the case from the
orations of the popular speakers; yet, if
the French government are convinced
of the necessity of preserving the peace,
it was owing to the fact that a judicious
general was at the head of the nation.
Still, Germany remembered too well
the sad experience of some years
ago, when the French government
was carried away by extreme
parties, and hurried into an imprudent
war. He was sorry to say, that however
many people in JFrance might be op-
posed to the repetition of such a course,
no one who listened to the vociferous
cries for revenge which penetrated across
the Vosges could abandon the Idea that
what had happened once might happen
soon again. The German army was
smaller than the French, but it had the
advantage of not including any ele-
ments of the militia type. Wars carried
on by real soldiers were always the short-
est, and therefore the cheapest. As Mr.
Bancroft had told them in his excellent
history of the United States, oven Wash-
ington realized the comparative useless-nes- s

of militia, and again and again in-
sisted ou the formation of a standing
army. It was a fact that the Americans
ultimately conquered from possessing
a small but well drilled force of six
thousand men. Again, the French war
office appeared anything but the efficient
force they had been hitherto repre-
sented. In 1870, also, though so many
brave and patriotic men were called to
arms by th French government, when
the whole French army had been made
prisoners, they were unable to resist the
onslaught of the real troops. As to the
Franc-tieur- s they never stayed the pro-
gress of the German army a single day,
though they necessarily gave the Ger-
man measures harshness which might
be lamented, but could not have been
avoided. This. and tbe danger there
was in arming the people promiscuous-
ly, when socu.listic tenets were being
openly preached, altogether ex-
cluded the militia project that had
been started in another quarter. A
standing army, therefore, was a neces-
sity of the times, and he could not but
ask the house to vote the figure of 401,-00- 0,

Tank and file, as a peace footing,
once for all. If they were to rediscuss
the military budget every year military
matters would be kept in a constant
state of uncertainty, for any altera-
tion that might he introduced
affected the number and organiza-
tion of the troops for a period
of twelve years, the time of service
exacted from the individual soldier.
Germany needed no war to acquire glo-
ry, nor did they want war to make con-
quest. In geographical position it was
true she must have an army strong
enough to confront two parties at the
same time, but what could she do with
pieces of Russia and France if she were
to conquer them? Germany not only
wished to keep the peace", but wished to
be able to force others to do the like.
It is the first necessity of a
State to secure its existence. Be-
tween State and State there is
no arbiter, but the power of a great
State exists only by itself and its own
might. It fulfills the end of its being
only where it has reiolved, and Is pre-
pared, to uphold its existence, the free-
dom and its right.
