AUTOPTICAL DEVELOY'MENTS.
Bosrox, March 16.—The Jml:j‘ﬁj' of
the body of Mr. Sumuper was mmade this
morning, and made public, as follows:
The jeft coronary artery, in s considera-
ble portion of its length, was so much
o=sified, that its calibre was diminished
at least one-half. The right coronary
artery was slightly atharomstous, and
considerably enlarged. The cavities of
the heart were dilated, especially the
| lower third of the left ventricle. The
walls of this ventricle were thinner
than usoal, especially so at a point
about an inch and a half from the apex
over & spave of two-thirds of an igch in
diameter. In the vicinity of this were
several clots- of blood, some of which
| had probably formed before death.
