This statement shows a
more revo-raW-e condition of cotton dur-
ing the week, but in our market the
whole sum of tho influences of the week,
taken together, hardly seem to have
been improving, antl the week closes
with a heavy feeling. There has been
a decrettee in receipts, but it conies too
Ute, and does not produce the effect ft
would have done a month or
even two weeks ago. The con-
tinued influx: of cotton has
given everybody a feeling of confidence
that there will be cotton enough to sup-
ply tba demand, and that there is noth-
ing to dread in the way of deficient sup-
ply and high prices. This confidence
makes an easy market, but the advance
that has taken place in prioes shows that
the decrease iu receipts' has not been
without its effect; the following table
shews the course of receipts:

Jiasde that ie, just now, depress-
ing' the price. The planter has, of
oouite, the right to keep his cotton in
his ginhouse as long as he pleases, but
but be has not the power to compel the
coUoo world to count the cotton he
Keeps back as out of tue market.

This discount is made in
Liverpool as surely S3 in New York, and

We quote the following from Watts &
Co.'s,"liiverpool cotton report February
27th: "The import this week has again
been quite large, and spinners'haveBeen
receiving largely from ship's side, con-
sequently the spot demand has been
very limited, and insufficient to absorb
the cotton being pressed for sale, and
prices have therelore ruled in favor of
buyers. The recent heavy- - imports of
American have contained, for this
period of the year, an unusually
large proportion of the lower grades,
which have declined during the week
an d to Jd per pound, whilst low mid-
dling and middling lave declined, only

6d to id, and the better grades beep
fully maintained. For Brazil prices
are unchanged, but almost entirely nom-
inal. Egyptiaus continue to be pressed
for sale, and prices have given way Jd

pound. On the other hand, desira-l- e

stvles of Surats and Bengals have
been in increased demand, and the as
sortment growing poorer every day,
hence prices have further improved d
per pound. Our impression is ,the
American cropis now being over-estimate- d.

The decline in the receipts at
the ports has recently been quite rapid.
In evidence of this, we would call at-

tention to the following figures of re-
ceipts for the past three months of this
and last season:

Here we see that the increase per
'week, this as compared with lastseason,
which amounted in December to 70,250
bales, fell in January to 32,200 bales,and
is this month down to 10,500 bales. This
looks as if there would be no increase,
perhaps some decrease, next month, and
a large falling off in April and May.
The receipts in April and May of
last year, it should be observed,
were unusually large; tney were 8S per
cent larger than for the corresponding
months of 1872, although the crop of
1372-- 3 only exceeded- - that of 1871-- 2 by
32 per cent. There are others, and by
no means unimportant, views of the
presentposition which seem to fiaye at-

tracted less attention recently than they
deserve. We refer to the fact that from
other sources of supply than America,
we are not receiving as much cotton as
was expected two months ago. On the 1st
ultimo there were 06,000 bales more at
3ea from India for this port and London
than last year at same date, but there are
now 64,000 bales less, a difference
of 130,000 bales, while the increased im-
port into the two ports has so far this
exceeded the corresponding period last
year by only 23,827 bales. From Cal-
cutta alone there are now only 760 bales
afloat for Europe, against 25,818 bales
last year, and 99,797 bales the year be-

fore at this date. From Brazil the im-
port into this port from the beginning of
this year has exceeded the same period
last year by 1S.903 bales, but this is off-
set by a. decrease of 18,840 bales from
Egypt, Smyrna and the West Indies."

Shipments during the week aggregat-
ed 12.3S6 bales, against 9993 bales last
week, and 9013 the corresponding week
lastseason. Total shipments since Sep-
tember 1st has been 318,121 bales.against
279,743 bales same time last year, an
increase of 38,378 bales.

Prices were weak, and the concessions
recently asked by buyers were generally
given.

The provision mar-
ket was slow and unchanged. Eggs
were plenty and weaker, with alight
demand at 12J13c.

Stocks are now
declining, however.and bacon is coming
more into demand; lard is firm afcnir
quotations. The following from the
March 13th Chicago circular of
Eggleston, Henness & Co., gives
the situation in a few words:
"Our provision market has fluc-
tuated more or less every day since our
last, and a very irregular and unsettled
feeling has prevailed., Mess poik has
varied from 10 to 30 cent3 per barrel per
day; Lard, Jc during the week, aud
some days ie. Dry salt meats have
ruled quite regular until the pa3t few
days, when a slight decline was
accepted' in order to effect sales,
yet the demand was fair and
legitimate. The demand for joints,
owing to the doubtful cure, caused by
our very unfavorable winter weather,
has fallen off, while sides have cured as
well as in any other season, and are in
good lequest. The foreign exports of
pork and lard to March 3d, show about
the same decrease as noted in our last,
while the-expor- ts of meats show a de-
crease of 7,000,000 pounds over the same
time last season; and if the suicidal pol-

icy of holders is persisted in, that of ad-

vancing prices beyond a shipping mar-
gin, wheu orders do come, we may ex-

pect to carry our large stock much later
in the season than UsuaL"
