THE APPEARANCE OF THE PROCESSION
was brilliant and martial, the green
shamreck, the gold harp of Tara, gold-fring- ed

sash and plumes of the Knights
of Innisfail, the oldest order of chivalry
in the world, being most conspicuous,
for this was the first time they haveever given a public parade in Memphis,
the organization being recently estab-lftine- d

here, but already numbering fifty
inembers.

The other societies made
oqually as iine an appearance, and in
the procession were the flags represent-

of Columbus, America's discoverer, and
with that of Ireland, whose adopted
children Me among the noblest of this
laud.

THE LINE OF MARCH.
At a given signal the procession

was as follows: Up Second street to
Overlon, thence to Third; up Third to
Jackson, thence to Main; down Main to
DeSoto, and downDeSoto past .Linden.
The sidewalks were thronged with spec-tatots,a-

as the procession moved down
Main street, its magnificent appear-
ance, the Hying banners, and music, at-
tracted treueral attention and universal
praise. . In fact, the display was most
creditable, and St. Patrick's day in
Memphis has been celebrated most
handsomely, and in such, a manner as
to aroose a great interest on the part of
xne pumic. At some points tbe side-
walks were almost impassable, because
of the jam, and following the procession
was a large concourse of citizens.

by Misa Mollie Carroll, a beautiful
young lady and an accomplished stu-
dent of the above institution. This
wreath, made of evergreens, lillies and
rosea, interlaced with shamrock, was
quite large and beautiful. Taking the
wreath in her hand, Miss Carroll stepped
to the front and addressed the society as
follows:

.Respected Sons of Erin In this
thrice happy daj' we greet you here,
worthy sons of Ireland's loved apostle,
the great and glorious St Patrick. We
rejoice "to. see the gay, golden banners'
flaunting in the .breeze; to hear the
sweet, harmonious strains' that swell
the loved melodies of Erin's distant
land; but we rejoice still more to see
this proud array of Ireland's noble,
brave, and loyal sons. Our youDg
hearts bound with joy as we he-ho- ld

before us each' manly' bosom
decorated with Erin's verdant spray
the green immortal shamrock.

This lace was Inter-
woven with arabesque of pure gold, the
artistic skill of nuns, who must nave de-
voted a long while to the task.

Immediate-
ly below the pedestal of the white-robe-d

virgin, was a large heart of pure white
roses,, within a wreath of evergreens.

was covered with fine white" tapestry,
edged with magnolia leaves. St Jo-
seph's altar, on the opposite side of the
church, was also decorated with ever-
greens, flowers, etc., and lace drapery.

FATHER WALSH'S EULOGY.
Father Walsh then delivered a pane-

gyric upon St Patrick, the patron saint.
In commencing his remarks, he said:
"Fidelity to apurpose,to a conviction, is
something that demands attention, for
in it is the germ of perfection. "We ad-
mire the genius and" skill of the naviga-
tor, who not only makes his ship fly be-

fore the gale, when a favoring wind fills
its sails, hastening it on to its destina
tion, but even when adverse winds
cross its path, by skillful tack
ing, now to one side and now to
the other, always gaining something,
until it comes nearer to' the desired goal.
"We admire still more the intellect that
originated the Bte&mship, because it
courts not the various elements, but.
despite the opposing blasts, still keeps
on its way, moving neither to the right
nor to tne lert until it reacnes tne Har-
bor." The speaker commented upon
the benefits that result from fixed pur-
pose and concentration of faith upon the
conception of truth. The Irish had be-

fore them, in the character of StPatrick,
an example of one who had stuck to his
faith through weal asd through woe.
He exhorted them to take lessens of wis-
dom from the life and' labors of St
Patrick, and be ever of one faith and
one Catholic church. The orator dwelt
at length upon the fixity of purpose in
the endeavor to the accomplishment of
everything In life. Fixity of pur-
pose in faith and tha church wdre
necessary for accomplishing the great
purposes in view, and realizing the de-
sired results gf continued exertions. The
perseverance, the determination and the
work of St Patrick weie referred to as
evidence of the truth of the remarks, and
as incentive to a compliance therewith.

He next spoke of the Irish literature
and the results and influence ensuing
from it. He epeke of her poets and her
orators, her heroes and her martyrs, her
statesmen and her soldiers. He com-
mented upon the laws of Ireland in this
nnnnpc.tioo. as to their snirit. hparincr
and character. But desnite everv on--
pression, the value and great worth of
the Irish nation had become known and
was recognized throughout tbe enlight-
ened world. The value of Irish soldiers
to England on the battlefield was also
discussed, and the genius of the race for
achieving proud positions and merit-
ed honors was illustrated by mention-
ing the name of Marshal MacMahon,.of
France. Nor was the speaker wrong in
referring to the fact that an Irishman is
marshal of France; for there is now
O'Donnel, of Spain, and, but recently,
Mafshal Nugent, of Austria.

In concluding his remarks, Father
Walsh said: "Dearly beloved brethren
and fellow-countrym- let me implore
you in the name of Patrick, of Bridget,
and of Columkille, to remember who
you are and what is.your mission. You
are a people of faith it is your treasure,
your riches, your all, and the poor Irish-
man, however lonely be his lot, has no
cause to complain, has no cause to envy
those who are possessed of this
world's treasures. But the poor exile,
who, in a foreign landorgets the teach

poor indeed I"

The sermon was well received, and
was, withal, a composition of thrilling
interest, and was delivered in a fervid
manner byFather Walsh.

It is generally conceded that the great
agricultural need of our counties,is more
labor, and of a higher grade ef intelli-
gence, thrift and skill. Such labor is
continually arriving in this country, on-
ly needing proper management to di-

rect a current of it to our section. I
have been told by those conversant with
such subjects that if you can once estab-
lish a. thrifty settlement in any com-
munity, of the nationality wished for,
the matter is secure. This settlement,
serving as a nucleus to. which
others will come, distributing
themselves thence throughout the com-
munity. Cannot the grangers establish
such a settlement? Let each granger of
Shelby and Fayette contribute, say fifty
dollars. With the aggregate sum thus
obtained buy a piece of land, bring sev
eral families and settle them on it either
by lease or sale, on easy terms. We
cannot individually loose much, the
land being always good for our purchase
money. The experiment being success-
ful we vMIl reap great benefit from the
constant influx of industrious pro-
ducing citizens. Is not the experi-
ment, worth a trial? I hope
the granges of our counties will con-
sider Ihe subject in. their next regular
meeting, and in the meantime respect-
fully invite . the consideration and dis-
cussion of the plan by any or all who
are interested in the development and
substantial prosperity of our counties.

Senator Chandler presented a petition
from citizens of Detroit, in opposision to
any increase in the volume of paper,
and favoring a speedy return to specie
payment He said the petition was
signed by alLclassea of businesa men,
and represented ninety-fiv- e per cent, of
the whole business interests of that
place. Referred.

Senator Frelinghuysen said that some
weeks ago, when the civil rights bill was
under discussion, upon his statement
that if the bill shouhl bo referred to the
judiciary committee, it would be re-
ported back soon, the late senator from
Massachusetts Sumner agreed to the
reference. He Frelinghuysen now de-
sired to say that thecommittee had spent
tWo days in perfecting the bill, and it
was now ready to be reported to the sen-
ate, having received the approval of a
majority of the committee; but as the
author of the bill bad been taken away,
ho Frelinghuysen would not report the
bill, or call it up, until the chairman of
'the committee Edmunds, who favors
it, snouid be present tnat lie. migut take
part in the debate. The senator from
Massachusetts Sumner had consented
to a delay in . reporting the bill on ac-
count of tne th of Senator Ed-
munds.

of Virginia and the power locked

people, tney will finally lose tnelr power
altogether. He would stand by the
rights of the people, no matter how
moneyed monopoly might attack, and
metropolitan newspapers, abuse and criti-
cise him.
