A merchant own
ing his store, aud having paid for the
pavement when it was laid down, is
now compelled to pay that tax again,
not only upon his real estate, but also
upon the capital he has invested in
business. Now, I ask is this just? The
tax upon a merchant encaped in busi
ness, according to Mayor Loacue's
construction, is upon the capital invest
ed as follows, say upon the $100:
Mississippi railroad W. tax, 10 cents;
sinking fund, 20 cents; school, 30 cents;
manaamm paving tax, u centa; reim
bursing paving tax, 70 cents: interest
tax, $1 ; city tax for general purposes, 1 ;
making $4, or 4 per cent. Then add to
this the State and county taxes. Now
is it possible for the financial and com-
mercial interest of our city to thrive aud
prosper under such a tax?
