gave general sati=faction, and as chair-
man of the board of alderiuen bid fair
to sustain his general reputation for falr-
ness toward his oppopents sa well as
friends. Ha has bean called away while
yel in the prime of [ife and in the vigor
of his intellect, and will be missed by
his party as well as by a large circle of
friends, by whom he was admired fur
the possession of many good qualities,
He leaves s wife and thre= chilifren to
mourn his untimely takiog off. Know-
ing him Intimately, ever since he came
to Memphis, we had learned to separate
his better nature from what we consid-
ered his party leaniogs, and esteemed
him hiFhly as a gentlemup of mauy
graceful accomplishments and good im-
pulses and as really desirous at henit of
& moderate course by his party in the
State and nation. [Z[.. will be Luried to-
day, and no doubi the bar and board of
aldermen will take proper coguizance of
the sad event which leaves a most inter-
esting fnmily fatherless. To these we
