THE FLOOD LELOW.

The Loner fortiori of Xetr Orleans
Threatened by a Steadily Increasing

Body of WatT.

Plantations BelowthoCItyThreatencd-Laborer- g

Discouraged The HallM
Telegraph lino Down.

The Bannet Carre and Other CreTassea
Water Ercrywhere, and Still It

Comes in Unceasing Tide.

NEW ORLEANS.
From the New Orleans Times 1

The lower portion of our city is again
threatened with inundation. This lime
the second district ia the attacking point,
and but for the exertions of a large
force of men, who worked nearly all
last night, and who are yet employed,
together with a numerous force of the
employes of the .New Orleans, Mobile
and Texas railroad, aided by a train of
ballast cars, in throwing up an cmoauk-me- nt

about two feet high, extending
from Jefferson street, where the em-
bankment extends across the railroad
trace toward the river, blocking the
road down as far as Ursuline street.
The dyke not being completed at the
last mentioned point, a large stream of
water, filling the gutter and half flood-
ing the streets in spite of what escapes
down Dumaine street gutters, is pouring
In. At the Morgan ferry landing a
small Niagara of water rinds its way
over the levee, bat is being stopped by
a miniature levee being thrown up,
which will block the track leading to the
railway ferry boat. In the neighbor-
hood of Clouet street the levee stands
well in consequence of theiecent work
done there, but as there are still a few
leaks, a force of men are at work at
this point. From the steamer It. E.
Lee, arriving last night, we learn that
a new creavsse has been made about
fourteen miles belew Baton Bouge.
From Canal street to Orange no serious
trouble is likely te arise from the high
water. The levee is amply protected,
and can easily stand a rise of several
inches. At the foot of Orange street
there is a considerable amount of slack
water, but as this comes chiefly from
the plunger at the water works, no
danger need be apprehended. At the
foot of Valence street workmen were
engaged yesterday afternoon in strength-
ening some weak points, entirely as a
precautionary measure. At the head of
Louisiana avenue no signs of a break
are to be seen, and the levee there
seems to be In a most excellent condi-
tion. From this point up to Napoleon
avenue the situation presents an equally
hopeful appearance. In view of reports
that travel on Morgan's Texas railroad,
between New Orleans and Brashear,
had suffered interruption from overflow,
there is put forth an official statement
that such is not the case, and trains are
running regularly and daily on time.

BELOW NEW ORLEANS.
From the New Orleans Picayune.

The levees below the city are general-
ly in a better condition than those above,
though the planters are still apprehen-
sive of a break at any time, and watch
them night and day. A correspondent
of the Picayune, who returned from be-

low on Monday, made a careful inspec-
tion all along and found that all the
breaks were comparatively closed and
of no consequence, with the exception
of two. The first of these is Madame
Veriois, on the left bank of the river,
about twenty-fiv- e miles below the city.
The storm of the other day opened this
and it increased to some two hundred
feet in width, the water rushing through
with the utmost velocity, sweeping
everything before it. In this instance,
howe.ver, it appears no led was washed
out, the water merely running through
the break, and hence could be stopped
a large force of laborers, mostly from
the neighboring plantations, being set
immediately to work, and now have a
fair prospect of shutting up the gap.
The second crevasse of Importance is on
the right bank, at Mr.'Stackhouse's
Belle Chase plantation, about fifteen
miles Delow the city. The break is in a
high levee some half a mile above the
house, and almost, abreast of what is
known as the lower end of thecut-ofT- .
The lavee being near the main channel,
with little or no batture to break the
force of river, the water also rushes in
with great force, cutting a passage over
two hundred feet wide. Work with
some hundred laborers was immediately
commenced at lwth euds, so as to stop
i's increasing, which being done, a rear
levee is now being rapidly built so as to
cutoff the water. Staves and piles are
being driven in and earth thrown on
top and it is hoped to close it before any
great while. The water which rushed
through at both these breaks has not as
yet flooded to any extent the neighbor-
ing plantations, on M'me Zerlois's side
It being carried off into Lake Borgne
and on the Belle Chasse side by a large
bayou which runs oat somewhere in the
rear of the cut-o- ff and another which
runs out into Bayou St. Dennis and
Lake Bonde, and it Is therefore believed
the damage will not be so great on the
lower coast as was first apprehended,
the planter being all vigilant and doing
everything in their power to strengthen
their levees. Further down, way below
Pointe-a-la-Hach- e, in tome places,
however, the water is running complete-
ly over the levee, but as there are no large
places to be ruined, this flooding Is of
not so much moment. The river, how-
ever, ia reported all along as rising, and
the utmost vigilance all along Is neces-
sary. By tin steamer Hensley, which
arrived at a late hour last evening, we
learned that work on the crevasse at
Belle Chasse had been suspended, the
rain storm of last evening having swept
away all the piles and earth which had
been placed for the new levee since the
oreac, anu the laborers were discourag-
ed. A large number wanted to leave.
but it was hoped they would remain, as
work was wanted to be again begun in
the morning. The wires of theNew Or-
leans and Balize telegraph company
weie broken by the flood, and hence no
news could be received otherwise than
by mail.

LATEST FROM BONNET CARRE.
From the New Orleans Picayune.

President McComb Monday morning
received a dispatch from Bonnet Carre,
which stated the break was now at least
a hundred and fifty feet wide and still
Increasing, there being little or no possi
bility of closing it. The rallro&d has '

had opened fifty gates through the road- -
bed, which have been carefully bridged
over, and allows the water to run
through. This having been done for a
distance of twenty miles every fifty feet,
there will be no danger of the track
being washed away, though it may be
covered with water. The officers of the
road, however, believe they will not
have to suspend travel. It was stated
in the city last evening that the ere

abated, but was rapidly growing in
width iu spite of every effort to close it,
and no hope was entertained of success,
the water having reached back into the
lake, which was even now being tinged
by the turbid flood

TEXAS.

The
river at St, Joseph has risen twelve
Inches since our last issue, and was still
rising slowly when we went to press.
The heavy rains of the week have in-
creased the quantity of water both in
the river and In the back-wate- r.

BAYOU EARA.

The water has been creeping with
such rapidity over the levees opposite
Bayou Sara that on Thursday at three
o'clock in the morning it was found ne-
cessary to turn out an extra squad of
workmen to prevent the town from be-

ing overflowed. Work was carried on
until the break of day, when it was
found Impossible to stop the water. A
general alarm was given and the citizens
of St. Francisville and Bayou Sara
turned out in full force, and alter work-
ing manfully for several hours the prin-
cipal breaks were overcome and the
town saved, for the present at least.

POINT COUPEE.

New Orleans, April 16. The

crevasse below Baton Rouge ia
reported under control, and will doubt-
less be closed. The Bonnet Carre cre-
vasse Is gradually increasing. Heavy
showers this morning, and a severe rain
storm has prevailed Bince noon wind
east, veering to the north, blowing bard.
The river is very rough with an increas-
ing dauger of an overflow.

All the crevasses on the lower Missis-
sippi, except at Bolivar landing, part of
Headstone, Bonnet Carre, Belie Chase
and Verbol, are reported closed.

Nashville, April 16. The Cumber-
land river is still rising one inch an hour.
Several hundred yards of Market street,

One foot more will In
vade the basements of thirty cr forty
business houses on Front street, north of
Broad. Merchants are now moving
their goods and cotton to more secure
places. One firm will have to remove
six thousand barrels of salt at a loss of
thousands of dollars. The damage al-

ready to property, and moving of goods
and groceries, amounts to thousands of
dollars. There Is great damage along
the different railroads from high water.
Trains are temporarily delayed on the
Decatur road. Waverly, on the North-
western railroad, suffered severely from
the Btorm on Tuesday night. Tho Ten-
nessee river is very full and rising two
inches an hour; threatens an overflow.
The Cumberland, Stone and Duck rivers
are higher than at any time since 1847.
and, from present Indications, it will
reach or exceed that year.

Little Rock, Ark., April 16. No
new developments in the gubernatorial
fight. Brooks still holds the statehouse,
while Baxter is quartered at St. John's
College. The excitement in the city
has died away completely, and the
general opinion is that Brooks will be
governor for the remainder of the term.
He is in constant receipt of telegrams
from all parts of the State congratu-
lating him on his accession to a position
rightfully his. Among others is a dis-

patch from Washington, signed by the
entire Arkansas delegation, expressing
their heartiest wishes for his success.
With the exception of appointing Gene-
ral Catterson adjutant-gener- al of the
militia, Brooks has made no changes'
in appointive offices. In the opinion of
intelligent men of both parties the
matter is settled. Baxter talks fight,
but lacks the means and nerve to carry
the war into Africa.

SECOND DISPATCH.
Bpeclal to the Appeal.

Little Rock, April 16. At half-pa- st

eeven o'clock this evening Baxter
effected a military coup, posting armed
guards in Main and Markham streets,
who halt all comers and turn back those
whom they imagine to be friends of
Brooks. This move has temporarily cut
off communication with the statehouse,
and that fortress is now in a state of
siege. Rumor has it that unless Brooks
capitulates within two days an assault
will be ordered. What Brooks will do
to counter this last move of Baxter's
is still in the future. No signs of inter-
ference by the general government as
yet.

FROM LITTLE ROCK.
A&soclated Press Dispatches.

Little Rock, April 10. There is but
little change iu the gubernatorial mud-
dle. Brooks holds the statehouse, which
is surrounded by about one hundred
armed men. They have two cannons,
Baxtet's headquarters are still at St.
John's college, In the suburbs of the
city. He is preparing to retake the state-
house. About fifteen thousand stand of
arms, belonging to the State, are at the
areenal. Both Baxter and Brooks have
made a demand for them, but the de-
mand was refused. Men are pouring in
on every tralu. The city is rather quiet.

Little Rock, April 16, 4 p.m. There
Is but little change in affairs. Governor
Baxter still occupies St. John's college,
and is making preparations to sustain
himself. Brooks holds the Statehouse
with two pieces of artillery and about
one hundred men, armed with improved
muskets. He has issued the following
proclamation:

Executive Office, 1

LITTLE Rock, April 18, 1ST I. J

To the People of Arkansas:
As you well recollect, I was a candi-

date for the ollice of governor at the
November election of 1872. That I re-
ceived a majority of the votes for that
office, has never been denied even by
the friends of Elisha Bexter. I appealed
to the legislature and asked to bo al-
lowed to contest the election for the
office of governor, and my petition, at
the Instance and by the connivance of
Elisha Baxter, who corruptly used his
official patronage to bribe members of
the legislature, was rejected, and I was
denied not only the right of petition,
which the constitution guarantees to
every citizen, but Ithe right to have the
question of election investigated or
passed upon. The attorney-gener- al

asked the supreme court for a
quo warranto against Elisba Baxter, for
the purpose of compelling him to show
by what warrant and authority
he assumed to discharge the du-
ties of the office of governor, and
that tribunal declared that it had no ju-
risdiction to hear and determine a con-
test for the office of governor; and the
cause was dismissed for the want of ju-
risdiction. I then commenced an action
against Eliiiha Baxter, under the provi-
sions of the code, in the manner pre-
scribed by law, for the recovery ot the
office, and the salary received by Elisha
Baxter during the time he wrongfully
withheld the same from me. I served a
notice on Elisha Baxter that I would, at
certain times and places named in said
notice, take testimony in support of my
claim. Elisha Baxter, for reasons best
known to himself, neglected and
failed to appear at the times and places
mentioned, and treated the court pro-
ceeding with derision and contempt,
openly boasting, in public and private
speeches and conversations, that he
would resist the execution of the judg-
ment of any court of the State with the
militia, if It attempted to, In any man-
ner, Interfere with his discharge of the
duties of the office of governor. Not-
withstanding his threats, I continued to
take testimony, and prosecute a suit for
the purpose of asserting my own rights,
and vindicating your choice at the bal-lotb-

On yesterday the circuit court
rendered a judgment in my favor for the
office and the salary, and I at once took
the oath of office, and took possession of
the same. Elisha Baxter no longer
holds the executive office, and it is to be
hoped that you will join your voice to
mine in rejoicing that the man you
chose for governor has at last been duly
installed Into office. Being in office, It
is but fair that I should, to some extent,
define my future policy, which the ad-

herents of Elisha Baxter will, no doubt,
misrepresent for the purpose of
advancing their personal Interests and
gratifying their own ambition. For my
political tenets, I respectfully refer you
tn the platform of the Reform party, on
which I was acandldate in 1872. From
tho principles therein enunciated, I have
not departed, and, God helping me, I
never will. No one man in the State
has felt the power of rs

and political thimble-rigge- rs to the ex-
tent I have. I say to you that, so far as
in me lies, the ballot-bo-x and election
machinery of the State shall never
again be made an engine of fraud and
oppression as it was in 1872. This is a
republican form of government, where
the voice of the people should rule. And
so far as lam concerned, It shall rule
from this time henceforth, and so long
as I occupy the executive chair every
man shall have the free and undisturbed
right to vote as to him shall seem best,
and that vote once cast shall be counted,
as the man who cast it intended it
should be. Efforts no doubt will be made
by designing men to convey the impres-
sion that it is the duty of the people to
rally to the standard of a man who no
doubt will claim he is governor of

you all know was not elect-
ed, and who has no more right or claim
to the office than any one of you have
that was not a candidate, for the purpose
of placing that man again in the execu-
tive office. I say frankly to you that all
such attempts will lead to strife and
bloodshed, fori shall resist and suppress
the action of all mobs that may assemble
together under the banner or at the call
of Elisba Baxter. No man in the State
can more deeply regret strife and blood-
shed than myself, but feeling as I do
that rather than

is in the issue, I shall
employ every means at my command
to maintain its supremacy. Elisha Bax-
ter forced me from the legislature to the
courts, and thus far I have patiently
borne with the law's delay, at all times
feeliug that Justice would bedonemeby
the judgment of a court of competent
jurisdiction. I am in the executive
office. When it is adjudicated that I am
not there legally, I will bow my head in
silence to the decree of the court, be it
what it may. The power that Elisha
Baxter used to force me into the courts
I will use to makehim respect its decree.
To one and all I say, keep quiet and
pursue your different vocations. Your
services are not needed at the capital to
preserve peace or good order. Should
the time come when they will be need-
ed, you will be notified in due time
through the proper channels.

FROM WASnUiOTON.
Washington, April 16. Governors

Brooks and Baxter have been telegraph-
ed by Attorney-Gener- al Williams that
the President declines to iuterfere only
to preserve peace in Arkansas.

The reports from Little Rock excite
considerable interest here y. The
Republican members from Arkansas
called on the President and attorney-gener- al

to confer with them regarding
the trouble. Both the President and
Attorney-Gener- al Williams were assured
that the question had already been set-
tled in the courts, and that in the view
of the delegation this should be a final
decision.

LATER TR0M LITTLE ROCK.

Little Rock, April 16. About dark
this evening Governor Baxter issued the
following proclamation, declaring mar-
tial laWin this (Pulaski) county:

Proclamation Whereas, an armed
'rebellion exists in the county of Pulaski
against the State government, and it be-
comes necessary to employ all the force
at my disposal to suppress it; therefore,
by authority vested in me by law, I
hereby proclaim the existence of martial
law within the said county, and com-
mand all persons capable of military
duty to assist in the putting down of
said rebellion. During the time that
martial law shall thus prevail every in-

fringement of the right of peaceable
and well-uispos- persons will be severe-
ly punished by whomsoever it may be
committed. The utmost respect shall
be paid by all persons to citizens not in
arms, and to tneir property, and to that
of the federal government. In testi-
mony whereof, I, Elisha Baxter, gover-
nor of the State of Arkansas, do hereby
set my hand, the private seal of said
State being now not accessible to the
governor of the State. Done at Little
R'jck this 15th day of April, A. D. 187-1-.

Simultaneously with the issuance of
thi3 proclamation the governor marched
from St. John's college with his force of
ab ttt two hundred men, down into the
heait of the city, took up his head-
quarters at the Anthony house, placed
guards all along the principal streets,
completely surrounding the statehouse
with a cordon of sentinels. Several
companies of militia have arrived from
the outside counties, and every train
makes additions. By the
governor's force, from present indica-
tions, will number near two thousand.
There are about one Lundred to
one hundred and fifty men at the
statehouse well armed, and with two
cannon. The governor received a dis-pat- ch

from Attorney-Genera- l Williams
stating in effect that the United States
government would not Interfere. The
governor states this was all he desired,
iind.be promises to put down the insur-
rection at once.

Last night's dispatches were in error
in stating that the circuit judge had is-

sued a writ to the sheriff immediately
on giving judgment against Baxter.
.No writ was ever hsued eithrr then or
now. As soon as the judgment was ren-
dered Brooks tcok the office, and with a
copy of the judgment in his hand weut
into the governor's office and took forci-
ble possession.

BAXTER AND BROOKS.

Editors Appeal The Arkansas
coup d'etat will take the country by
surprise, and it is probable that much
unconsidered abuse will be heaped upon
the head of Mr. Brooks. But there are
a few facts which ought to be remem-
bered. If the question were merely
which Is the better man for the office,
probably the majority of those who
know the two men would decide that
while Brooks is the abler, Baxter Is the
safer of the two. But this question has
nothing to do with the rights of the case.
No candid man, who knows the facts,
can deny that Brooks was elected by a
majority of at least three thousand hon-
est and honestly-returne- d votes. He
was counted out because his opponents
controlled the machinery. Was it likely
that he would snbmit to this wrong, if
ho could, by any means, obtain re-
dress? Doweknowanykind of human
natnre that would be likely to do this?
Mr. Baxter has felt the uncertainty of
bis position, and has. tried to disarm his
opponents by pursuing a policy, per-
haps, dictated, certainly approved, by
them. But this could not recti-
fy the injustice of his wrong-
fully holding his office. We
will admit that he has been a good gov-
ernor. We will admit that he has not
been controlled by those who fraudulent-
ly placed him in his seat admit that he
has even quarreled with them and
turned his back upon them. Even if
he were transformed into an angel from
heaven, this would not remove the
wrong by which he has exercised a
power that the people never conferred
upon him. The same principle applies
to this case that Governor Kemper so
wisely lays down in his veto of the Pe-
tersburg bill. Fundamental principles
must not be destroyed to correct an in-
dividual wrong. So if Joe Brooks was
rightfully elected by the people of Ar-
kansas he is entitled to his seat, though
Baxter may have convinced Brooks's
supporters that himself is much the bet-
ter man. Let Brooks at least be judged
fairly. a. t. s.

THE CURRENCY QUESTION.

Text of the Senate an Bouse Bills 'ow
Before the President for hli

ApproTal.

The Circulation Sot to Exceed Four
Hundred Million Dollars, to

be Sirided AmoDg the
States.

Washington, April 14. The follow-
ing is the full text of the house currency
bill, which, with that of the senate,
only needs the President's signature to
become a law:

Be it enaettd, etc.. That section 31 of the act
entitled "An act to provide a national curren-
cy secured by a pledge of United States bonds,
and to provide for the circulation and reduc-
tion thereof," approved on the third day of
Jnne, In the year lstH, be so amended that the
several associations therein provided for shall
not hereafter be required to keep on hand any
amount of money whatever by reason of the
amount of thetr respective circulations, but
the money required by said section to be kept
at all times on hand shall be determined by
the amount of deposits In all respects as pro-
vided for In the said taction.

Section 2. That section 2 of tho said act,
and the several amendments thereto, so faros
they restrict the amount of notes for circula-
tion under said act, be and the same are here-
by repealed; and that section 1 ot the act en-
titled "An act to provide for the redemption
ot the three per cent, temporary loan certifi-
cates, and for an Increase of national bans:
notes," approved July 12, M70, be amended by
repealing the second proviso in said section
contained, and the act entitled "An act to
amend an act entitled an act to provide a na-
tional currency secured by pledge of United
estates bonds, and to provide for the circula-
tion and redemption thereof," approved on the
third ot March, 18G5, be and the same Is here-
by repealed; and section 21 of the original
act, to which the act last aforesaid Is an
amendment, be and the same Is hereby

8CTiox3. That every association organized,
or to be organized, under the provisions of the
said act, and of the several acts In amend-
ment thereof, shall at all times keep, and have
on deposit, in the treasury of the United
States, In lawful money of the United states,
a sum equal to live per cent, of Its circulation,
to be hefd and used only for the redemption of
such circulation; and when the circulating
notes or any such association or association
shall be presented, assorted or unassorted, for
redemption tn sums of one thousand dollars,
or any multiple thereof, to the treasurer, or to
any assistant treasurer of the United States,
the same shall be redeemed In United States
notes. AU note redeemed shall be charged
by the comptroller of the currency to the re-
spective associations issuing the same, and he
shall notify them severally on the first day of
each month, or oftener, at his discretion, of
the amount of such redemptions, whereupon
each association so notified shall forthwith
deposit with the treasurer of the United States
a sum in United states notes equal to the
amount of Its circulating notes so redeemed,
and when such redemptions have been so re-
imbursed, the circulating notes so redeemed,
or If worn, mutilated or defaced, new nates
Instead shall be forwarded to the respective
associations. Provided, that .each of said as-
sociations shall reimburse to the treasury the
costs of redemption, and of supplying new
notes In place oi those redeemed, and the as-

sociations hereafter organized shall also sev-
erally reimburse to the treasury the costs of
engraving and printing their circulating
notes; and, provided further, that the entire
amount of United States notes outstanding
and In circulation at anyone time shall not
exceed the sum of four hundred nltlion dol-
lars, now authorized by existing la'i'.

Section 4. That any association organized
under this act, or any of the acts of which
this Is an amendment, desiring to withdraw
its circulating notes In whole or in part, may,
upon deposit of lawful money within the
meaning of said acts In sums ot not less than
one thousand dollars with the treasurer of the
United States, withdraw a proportionate
amount of bonds deposited in pledge for such
circulation, and he shall redeem, cancel and
destroy an amount of the circulating notes of
such association equal to the amount issued
upon such bonds.

Section 5. 1 bat sections 31 and 32 of the said
act be amended by requiring that each of the
associations shall keep Its lawful money re-
serves within Its own vaults at the place
where its operations of discount and deposit
are carried on; and all the provisions of the
said sections requiring or permitting any of
the said associations to keep any portions of
Its lawful money reserves elsewhere than in
its own vaults, or requiring or permitting the
redemption of Its circulating notes elsewhere
than at its own counter, except as provided
for In this act, are hereby repealed.

Section B. That upon all circulating notes
hereafter Issued, or hereafter to be Issued,
whenever the same shall come Into the treas-
ury In payment or deposit for redemption or
otherwise, there shall be printed, under such
rules and regulations as the secretary or thetreasury may prescribe, the charter numbers
of the associations by which they are severally
Issued.

THE SENATE BILL.
The following is the text of the

currency bill
passed by the senate:

The maximum amount of United
States notes is hereby fixed at four hun-
dred million dollars.

Section 2 provides that forty-si- x mil-
lions In notes for circulation in addition
to such circulation now allowed by law,
shall be issued to national banking as-

sociations now organized, and which
mav be organized hereafter, and such in-

creased circulation shall be distributed
among the several States as provided in
section one of an act entitled an act to
provide for the redemption of the three
per cent temporary loan certificates, and
for an increase of national bank notes,
approved July 12, 1870, and each nation-
al banking association now organized,
or hereafter to be organized, shall keep
and maintain as part of its reserve re-

quired by law, one-four- th part of the
coin received by It as Interest on bonds of
the United States deposited as security
for circulating notes or government de-

posits, and that hereafter only one-four- th

of the reserve now prescribed by
law for national banking associations
shall consist of balances due to an asso-
ciation available for the redemption of
1(3 circulating notes from associations in
cities of redemption, upon which balanc-
es no interest shall be paid.
