Nev Origans; April 23. The State
authorities jrebclve letters dally from
persons In the overflowed sections ask-
ing for provisions, etc The following
extracts from them are fair specimens:

A letter dated SImmsport, Avoyelles
parish, addressed to the governor, says:
"Please send me some supplies, as I
have a large family (nlue children) to
keep up aud feed. The water Is "three
feet deep in my yard, and all over my
place. It is utterly impossible for me to
get anything for my family to eat with-
out calling on you lor assistance. Please,
for pity's sake, do not fail to (end me
some supplies by return steamer."

The following are extracts from a let-
ter to the governor, dated Big Bend,
Avoyelles parish: "The whole of the
Des Glaises and Bed river front is ly

overflowed. All of us are bank-
rupt; no money, no credit. The com-
mission merchants have all shut down
on us, and we have no provisions, many
in a manner starving. The water is all
over the country, and still rising. Cows
not drowned are dying for want of food;
sheep and hogs have been drowred by
hundreds. Take this matter into con
sideration", aud see if something cannot
be ione lor U3."

The governor to-d- ay received a letter"
from Cuarenton, St Marys parish,whlch
says: "Among the many sufferers by
the recent overflow are those who have
lived on the east side of Bayou Teche,
on Bayou Chenese, Bayou Pigeon, on
the shores of Grand Lake and Lake
Chicot, all of which- - districts are now
submerged, leaving some three buudred
families in a state of destitution."

the upper coast He states that the
storm which commenced m Thursday
of last week and continued until Sun-
day, caused the crevasses on the west
side of the river to increase rapidly in
width.' The crevasse near Port Hudson,
at Logwood and Virginia plantation, is
now tnree-quarte- rs 01 a mile wide,
though only about three feet Uee. the
levee being a very small one, from three
to four feet in hlght

The crevasse heretofore renorted as
having occurred in Morganza bend, be-
low New Texas landing, is in what is
known in Vanpelt Morganza levee,
between the oricinal Morcanza levee
and Grand levee. The break is now
about four hundred feet wide in the new
levee, which was about thirteen feet
high. The flow of water through this is
checked by an old levee in front and a
dense growth of cbttonwood between
the1 two levees. In the old levee there
are four breaks aggregating about eight
nunareu leet. me memory crevasso
below Baton Rouge, Is now .fifteen hun-
dred feet wide and seven deep, the
water passing through at a velocity of
eight miles an hour.

General Thompson reports another
crevasse at Lakeside plantation1. Poiute
Cob pee parish. He states that about
twenty sugar plantations have been
covered by water from- - Hickeys, and
that hundreds' of poor families living on
the bayous have been driven out.

The Bonnet Carre crevasse is now
seven feetrdeep in the' center where the
levee is entirely gone, and the water is
cutting a channel. 1

The McCuIlen crevasses below Baton
Rouge will probably be closed iii a few
days. Though these breaks are com-
paratively small, the water from them
has already covered many large jilanta-tlon- s'

and driven out they poor people
living behind them.

No mail trains by either Jackson or
Mobile roads yesterday, urldges car
ried away by the flood detains them
Two days northwestern mails now duo
by the Jackson road, are coming by
boat from Vicisburg.

The Ainlte river rose very rapidly.
Several children are reported drowned
hi the streets of Port Vincent,which was
overflowed. The flat country of St Hele-
na, Liviueston, Tangipahoa, Washing-
ton. St lammauy, and .East Feliciana
parishes are flooded for miles.

The Ifrnes says: "A gentleman from
the upper coast gives a most appalling
description of the condition of the peo
ple who happen to live In Uie district
overflowed by the Hlckey crevasse. He
says that not less than twenty splendid
sugar plantations have been submerged
from that source already, which, how-
ever, was nothing comjiared to the suf-
ferings of the people. On Sunday last
the gentleman witnessed a large num-
ber of jiersons wading their way out of

torrents of water which passed that
break. Among them were women In

water up to their arhipits, holding
llmlr Infants above their beads, and it
was reported that some had floated away

Colored Chancellor Piles Arrested for
Piling Up Books that Were

Koi His.

A Veritable Sensation An Ames Ap

pointee In Dlsgraee The Fntts and
History of the Case.

From an Occasional Correspondent.
Sardis, Miss, April 10. We had

a big sensation in our usually quiet little
town on yesterday, growing out of a
prosecution for larceny. This vice is
unfortunately so common in our coun-
try as not ordinarily to excite any spe-
cial attention; but in this instance the
distinguished position of the defendant
has excited no utile interest, iiyouare
posted in the peculiar politics of this
unhappy State, you will appreciate the
thrill of horror that pervaded the com-
munity when the dreadful intelligence
ran through the town that Hon. Jas.
H. Piles had been arrested, and was in
the custody of the sheriff, on a charge of
larceny. Mr. Piles is a bright-mulat- to ne-
gro, who removed from Ohio and settled
in this county four or flveyears ago. He
is smart, well educated, and exceeding-
ly plausible in manner and appearance.
Turning his attention (of course) to pol-

itics, he scon became the leader of his
race in the county, and one of the polit-
ical masters of our people. " He was at
once elected to the legislature, where
he was recognized as one of the
leaders of the Republican party, and
where he served for three years. He
was last summer a prominent candidate
before the Stale convention of the Ke- -

Subllcan party for nomination as a
superintendent of publio edu-

cation of the State, and only failed to
secure a place on the ticket with Gov-
ernor Ames by a few votes. To console
him for this defeat he was nominated
for sheriff of this county, and after a
most exciting contest was defeated by a
few votes through a combination be-
tween the Democracy and a dissatisfied
element in his own party. Scarcely was
Ames Inaugurated when he made appl'-catio- n

to iiim for the position of chan-
cellor in this district, Wee Hon. J. F.
Simmons, whose term is about to ex- -

Eire. Though wholly unknown as a
and profoundly ignorant of its

elementary principles, his appoint-
ment was "urged by every promi
nent negro in the State, and
recommended by many of the
white Radicals. Such was the pressure
brought to bear in his favor, that it was
said that Governor Ames had publicly
announced his determination to appoint
him.' and we have been ror several
weeks in hourly expectation of hearing
oi his appointment Imagine then, the
sensation when it was known that he
had. been arrested as a thief. His fall
was in this wise: For many months the
lawyers of Sardis have been from time
to time missing law books, which had
mysteriously disappeared. The day before
yesterday Messrs. Miller & Miller, law-
yers of this city, obtained Information
which satisfied them that two of their
long-lo- st books were In Piles's possession.
About dark W. D. Miller, accompanied
by a friend, called at Piles's residence,
aud under pretence of desiring to see
some books which they could not find
elsewhere, obtained access to his book-
case. Mr. Miller at once saw, recog-
nized, and claimed his own two books.
All marks of Miller's name had been
erased, aud the. name of "J. H. Piles,"
on printed labels, had been pasted
very carefully over them. Plies at
first denied that they were Mr.
Miller's books, but on being shown
many private marks by which they
were recognized, he gave them up, first
insisting, in spite of Miller's protests to
the contrary, on removing the labels
with his own name on them. His ex-

treme agitation, bis failure to account
lor nis possession, uieaeiaceu anu muti-
lated condition of the books, together
with the fact that Miller had some time
ago asked him if he knew anything of
them, when he had answered lu the neg-
ative, were convincing proofs of his guilt
In addition to this, he had written in
one of the books the words "J. H. Piles,
Springfield, Ohio, 1S69," thus seeking to
show that he had brought the book with
him to this State, when It was over-
whelmingly proven that It had been out
of the possession of Miller & Miller for
only a few months. He was arrested on
yesterday morning and tried. He was
prosecuted by H. H. Chalmers, of Her
nando, and L. P. Cooper, of this place.
He was moat ably defended by Colonel
H. W. Walter, of Holly Springs, and
Senator R. H. Taylor, of this couuty.
His guilt was overwhelmingly estab-
lished, and he was convicted. Dur
ing the day, other lawyers, who
had also lost books, swore out a search
warrant and had his house thoroughly
searched. They found one other book
belonging to Miller & Miller, three be-
longing to l'olk & Balch, ai.'d one to
Freeman Randolph, E30. In every

the names of the owners had
leen carefully erased, and Piles's name
pasted on them.

A NEW TURN ON BROOKS.

Little Rock, April 33. Secretary-of-stat- e

Johnson, whose election has
never been controverted, called at the
statehouse this morning, and ordered
Brooks and his men out 01 nis onice,
Thev refused to eo. and Brooks said,
since Johnson had signed Governor
Baxter's proclamation convening the
legislature, and refused to recognize him
as governor, he would refuse to recog
nize him as secretary of state. Jonnson
then left, and applied to Colonel Rose
f.-- troona to assist him in taklntr pos
session of his ofllce. The result is not
yet known.

All is quiet y. There are no
hostile demonstrations ca either side,
The people are generally satUtied with
the tall ror tne legislature.

THE JOHNSON MOVEMENT.

Little Rock, April 2?. Last night
Secretary-of-Stat- e Johnson visited his
otuce in the statenouse, and iound Mr.
Brooks in possession, surrounded by a
body of armed men. Johnson asked
Brooks whose office that was, his or
Brooks's. The latter said it was John-
son's, of course. Then Johnson said he
had better get out of there with his
forces. Brooks said he recognized John-
son as secretary of state.

Johnson then left, and went to the
headquarters of Governor Baxter, where
he signed officially the proclamation of
the governor convening tne legislature.
This morning he went up to the state-hou- se

again, and demanded its posses-
sion. He ordered Brooks and his men
out of the ofllce. They refused to go,
Brooks remarking thai he no longer
recognized Johnson as sacretary of state,
he having signed Baxter's procla-
mation convening the legislature. Some
hot words followed, Johnson remarking
that ho never heard that there was any
contest over his right to occupy the ofllce
of secretary of state; that Judge Why-toc- k

certainly never ousted him,
etc. Mr. Brooks remarked that mili
tary necessity compelled his course, and
Johnson left After doing so, he ad-

dressed the following letter to Mr.
Brooks:

LiTTiE Rock, April 23.
Hon. Joseph Brooss:

Sir On my return after a short ab
sence from Little Rock, I found the of-
fice of secretary of state, to which I was
elected in 1S72, and which I have held
regularly since tne sixtn tiay or j anuary,
1S73, until this time, occupied by a
crowd of men under yoi'r command.
and this morning in demanding posses-
sion of the same I was refused by you
and men under your commauu, and
now I am out of my office
by the action of yourself and your forc-
es, and not able to perform with facility
the duties of such ofllce. "When I left
here a short time since tha government
of the State was being conducted under
the management and direction of 11- -
sha Baxter as governor of Arkansas. I
then recoirnlzed mm as tne lawful gov
ernor of the State, and I have not been
apprised of any lawful change in that
oluce, andi know no otner person as ex-
ecutive of the State. When I left, at
the time named, General Frank Strong,
ruv efllcient demity. was in charge
of the ofllce and carrying cn the business
of the ofllce satisfactorily, but on my re
turn x ana uiat ne nau been elected
from the office by your men, andliad no
control of the office, the papers, Beal, or
auythlngconnectedtnererntn. rne du-
ties of my office caunct be discharged
without great difficulty? unless I am ad-

mitted to the place where the papers and
archives of the State are kept, and I
now make a demand upon you to de-
liver or have delivered to me the pos-
session of the rooms In which the
ofllce of secretary oj state is
kept, and has been kept ever since the
time I was installed in office on the
sixth day of January, 1S73, as well as the
papers, documents, the seal of the State,
aud my official seal, all of which, under
the law, 1 am the custodian. Very re-
spectfully, J. M. JOHNSON,

Secretary of State.
In addition to the above he addressed

another letter to Mr. Brooks, reciting
that uuder the law lie was tne custodian
of the public buildings and demanded
that the same be vacated; that the legis-
lature would soon meet end he desired
to have the halls in proper repair. As
yet he has received no offcial reply.

The legislature,
as declared electctf, had ,73 Republicans
to 35 opposition, on joint ballot That
legislature elected Senator Dorsey.
Such was the situation, as high Repub
lican authorities in Utile itocs made it,
in 1872; and that situation has had the
higher Republican indorsement of both
congress and the President of the last
congress, in counting the electoral vote
of States; of the present congress, In its
fellowship of Dorsey, Hodges, and
Wilshire, whose titles .are founded in
fraud; of the President, whose promise
to Governor Baxter was that he should
not be disturbed.

The governor of Arkansas holds office
for tear years, and the present period
runs, of course, to the election in 1S76.
But the people of Arkansas should, next
November, elect a legislature and four
members of congress by separate dis-

tricts. Since the last election, the dis-
franchised white men, ta whose behalf
Brooks appealed to th- - protection of
the federal law, have beet, fully restored
to their rights as voters, State law.
The thirty-flv- e Democrats in the
legislature, fortunately holding a balance
of power between Republican contest
ants ror the senatorsuip, were able to
exact this measure of justice from the
majority. So much of the condition
being changed, Governor Baxter, (a
native of Arkansas), has been able of
late to hold out to his fellow-citize- the
promise of a fair election in November.
"A fair election" means the final end
of power to the Clayton-Dorse- y ring.
Upon the Unit signal of such danger
ahead. Senator Clayton appeared on the
scene in Arkansas: Brooks was installed
governor; Dorsey, Hodges, and Wilshire
telegraphed their congratulations. The
sudden discovery that Brooks was en-
titled to the office, by those who had
deprived him of it, and the recognition
by themselves of their own wrongful
act, appears, however, not so much a
need-o- f grace as a stroke of policy.
Brooks is of the Harlan school of

politicians;
trainers under Harlan, both in church- -
craf tand State-craf- t; an emigrant, since
the war, from Iowa to Arkansas,
hehasijoined the Clayton standard
that is all. And now that "the opinion

vails in Washington that Brooks willEre the office to the end of his term,"
as stated In yesterday's dispatches, we
shall be glad to see but shall doubtless
look in vain to see a lieutenant-gove- r
nor, State treasurer, auditor, at-
torn and two' supreme
judges installed In office, as having
ueen even more sureiy elected, man
Brooks was; also, a recognition of the
two thousand majority for Congressman
Gause. and the six thousand majority
for Gunter: and, finally, a senator in
Dorsey 's seat, such as the legislature of
ArKaneas would nave elected 11 tne
rightful body had been convene!. The
Installation of Governor Brooks is an
act of Justice, however tarnished by tho
conditions on which it was brought
about The denial of their rights to
those others who were elected with him
would bo but a new illustration of that
bold defiance of a consistent record
which has of late marked the course of
tha Republican party.

THE DISQUALIFICATION OF JUDGES.

We are glad to record that Hon. E. J.
Searlj justice of the supreme court, do.
nies, in thb most emphatic "manner,- - that
he has taken any part in favor of either
of (he claimants of the office of gover-
nor. As neither Justice Gregg nor Jus-
tice Bennett are in town, this, of course,
disposes of the statement of yesterday
morning's Republican, that three judges
of the supreme court of the State aave
telegraphed in advance to the President
their intended decision Jn the matter,
and thereby disqualified themselves from
sitting in the case.
