provisions and clothing, as they have
been accustomed to do. ine negroes,
therefore, have nothing upon which to
rely and their condition
is truly most At many places
they have been driven almost to despe-
ration by hunger, and threaten to mob
storehouses so as to get something to eat
and wear. At some places the mer-
chants and citizens are issuing four
pounds of meat and a peck of meal per
caput a week to these unfortunate per-
sons, allowing nothing I rchildren. The
gentleman Informs us that many places
are so densely packed with refugee ne-
groes that the citizens are in great dan-
ger of having their houses invaded and
property destroyed by these half-ram-ih-

creatures. All who have enough
money to pay their fare lose no time in
boarding steamboats in order to leave
the stricken country. Stock of all kind
has been drowned in the bottoms, aud
should famine be averted for the
present, the great loss in the

' future will be from such
a source. The above state of affairs ex
ists from here to the gulf, aud no one
can the hardships and mis-
eries of the people along the river with-
out feeling a desire to do something for
their alleviation. A Memphis gentle-
man stopped at Friars Point a few days
ago to attend to some mercantile busi-
ness, but was drafted Into
the river-gan- g and put to work on the
levee, which was In great danger of
being broken by the strong current. The
Memphis man went to work very cheer-full- yi
