Alderman Davis, from tho committee
on water and water works, reported on
the water works contract as follows:
To the Honorable General Conncll :

Your joint committee on water and
water works have carefully considered
the petition of the Memphis water com-
pany, and after a thorough Investigation
we recommend you to reject the prayer
of the petition.

We further recommend you to take
immediate steps to have this contract,
which the water company claims to
have with the city, declared null and
void for the following reasons:

First It looks like this contract was
gotten up for the special benefit of this
company at a loss to the city. It ia not
reciprocal in its character. As an evi-
dence of this fact we refer you to section
ten of the contract, which reads: " And
if at any time the water company shall
be unable for a longer-perio- than fifteen
days to throw tho several streams of
water to the bight abovo specified, then
and in every such case the rent of tho
hydrant for such period or periods shall
cease, and a ratable deduction shall
be made from the several prices herein-
before agreed, to bo paid proportional to
the period of Inability." According to
this section tho company .might leave
the city without water for fif-
teen days: the people might die
of thirst; the property might be con-
sumed by fire for want of water, and
yet the water company could compel
the eity under the contract to pay them
for water ior the fifteen days, even
though they could not furnish a drop
luring that time. Accoiding to this

section, if the water company were able
to furnish water for only twenty-fiv- e

diys in the year, and these twenty-fiv- e

days to be distributed fifteen days apart,
they could make the city pay for the en-
tire year. Such a one-side- d argument
as tills cannot be legal, for contracts
must be mutual. If a consideration is
given a benefit must be received. One
cannot be enforced when the other
is wanting; and when a contract is un-
just in one section or part, the whole
contract is null and void.

Second This water company agreed
to give one hundred thousand dollars of
paid-u- p stock as a consi Jeration for tbis
contract. They gave the city a certifi-
cate showing that this amount of stock
was fully paid for. Mr. Cubbins, the
president oi the company, has informed
your committee that not a dollar of
this stock has ever been paid,
consequently this certificate is as
much a fraud as a counterfeit five-doll-

bin rroiiid be. It is evident from this
fact that tho oily iijj pot receive a just
consideration for this uuntut. therefore
it cannot be binding on her.

We think the above two reasons are
sufficient to justify us in recommending
you to take immediate seeps to have
tnis contract annulled, utner reasons
will be found on record in a minority re-

port from a special committee on this
subject made in September, 1873. As
the amount at stake in this case will be
very large, we recommend you to era-pl-

additional counsel to assist tho city
attorney In prosecuting this suit, but in
order to avoid litigation and to encour-
age and sustain this water company, we
recommend you before entering this suit
to offer to pay them twenty-fiv- e dollars
for each hydrant annually, and also the
first cost of tho hydrant; and we hope
that the water company will accept
these terms, which we think do justice
to the city as well as to the
company. If the water company
is willing to enter into a con-
tract on this basis, we recommend that
the following provisions be inserted
therein: "In all cases of fire where the
water company fail to throw a sufficient
stream within ten, fifteen, twenty, or
twenty-fiv- e minutes after the alarm Is
given, they shall pay the following Hues :
After ten minutes, 3100; after fifteen
minutes, $300; after twenty minutes,
$500; and after twenty-fiv- e minutes,

to those who are so exacting that
the city has rights ca well as Individ-
uals. The city of Memphis has no au-
thority to sell or to part with Its bonds
for less than their par v.aUie. It never
had authority to do so. But while this
has been settled by the smirenie court of'Tennessee, the fact la ft that the city
has sold In many lnstai. j Its bonds for
less than their par value. Whenever It
appears, beyond doubt, that the city has
realized Jess than par value, it is mani-
festly the duty of the city government
to the people to resist the payment of
them beyond the price or sum realized,
or tho price paid for thrm by tho bolder
with equal rate of interest added. The
supreme court of the United States on
the opinion delivered recently in tho
Nicolson pavement suit, between the
city of Memphis and T. E. Brown fc

Co., contractors, intimate that if the de-
fense of usury had been set up in the
pleading or claimed on tho trial of the
case, the majority of the court
would have considered the matter and
possibly have agreed with Justices Field
aud Bradley, who as a minority still in-
sisted that the city of Memphis had no
authority to sell its bonds for less than
par value. If the bonds of the city are
or were worth but fifty cents on the dol-

lar to the holder, it is difficult
to see why the holder should be per-
mitted to collect more than that
price from the city. Tha rule recognized
to be just and equitable with private
citizens should be equally so to the city.
The question of repudiation has nothing
to do with determining the soundness of
the argument or the justice of the rule.
As there can be no doubt that the city
has no authority to part with its bonds
for les3 than theli par value, It follows
that where the bonds have beep sold for
less, either the bonds so sold are void, or
they are worth only the actual price paid
for them by the holder, or the sum real-
ized for them by the city, with six per
cent, added, and worth not one cent
more. Repudiation is a lefusal to pay a
debt legally made, aud extortion is to be
made to pay a debt illegally contracted.
It is fashionable in certain quarter in
dealing with cities, counties, etc., for the
holders of claims of indebtedness to
cover uji wrong-doin- g by converting
their claims into bonds. But a bond
having thirty years to run, and bearing
interest, is no better evidence of debt
than a note having thirty days to run,
and both must be judged by the same
rule of right and law. The doctrine of
innocent holder or purchaser in
duo course of trade can af-
ford In Tennessee no protection
or defense to the application to the rule
of right and law above referred to; for
as far back as in 1847, the supreme court
of Tennessee decided in the case of
Holeman and others against Hobson
and others, that where a note or bond
was purchased ct a discount it will be
held to have been negotiated In the way
of trade only to tho amount advanced
by tho purchaser. In the application of
this doctrine of actual value of the note
or security, I can seo no good reason for
excluding the city ol Memphis, and
hence I shall do my utmost to have the
question determined by the courts of
the country. The only protection that
taxpayers can have against extortion
and usury Is to enforce tho rule, and,
perhaps, it may be added, that the en-
forcement of the rule is the only way to
save tho city from bankruptcy and ruin.
