Headed witu
bauds of music and bearing flags, formed
processions, wlilcn paraded second sua
Main streets to the Xoulavllle depot,
where, with two thousand men, women
and children, they embarked for the
cemetery. Train after train on the Louis
ville railroad left the city, each one be--
inc crammed with Its freicnt ol African
Americanism anxious to honor(?) the
memory Of the gallant soldiers who fell

EMANCIPATION.

There are 13,902 soldiers, white
apd black, Interred in the

valley cemetery. By two o'cloak
the grounds were covered with at least
five thoU8artd persons, all of whom, ex-

cept half a dozen white people,
were negroes.

the different societies paraded and
countermarched outside of the walls of
the enclosure, and attracted a great deal
of attention. We noticed a small frame
giocery with an arbor nearby the sta-
tion platform, besides a flying-Jenn- y

and several refreshment and liquor
stands. About an hour alter the crowd
had assembled, the Pole-Bearer-s, who
were armed with muskets and bayonets
and battle-axe- s, thought no man,
woman or child had a right to sell or
barter anything whatever within a mile
of the enclosure wherein slept the he-
roes whose memory they had assembled
to honor. But instead of paying the
honor due the heroism and the bravery
of the Union dead; instead of bowing
at the shrine of memory and blessing
the name of the fallen; instead of
strewing each fresh mound with fair and
beautiful flowers emblematic of the
grateful appreciation and typical of the
lasting gratitude cherished in the hearts
of liberated negroes, were enacted the
most
BRUTAL AND DISGRACEFUL, SCENES

that drunken ignorance or political
malice could invent. The negroes, in-

stead of visiting the graves and holding
private dinner-partie- s and family picnics
beside the avenue as did many of the
visitors, remained outside the enclosure.
Many of them, especially members of
the to be under the
influence of bad whisky or the advice of
wicked leaders. After some delibera-
tion with his party. Thomas
Swan, director of the decoration, and
president of the Pole-Beare- selected a
squad of negroes from th s order, armed
wltll mussels anu
jje led his squad upon a fruit- -

stand kept by an Italian. The
fiuit, cigars and other articles were
seized upon by the mob, and the poor
foreigner driven from the grounds, fear-
ing that his life, like his little property,
might be taken by

THE ASSAILANTS,
who, without the shadow of law or the
pretense of authority, ordered him to
close up shop and leave instanter. The
threats of the negroes were sufficient to
cause his immediate flight, and as the
Italian drove down the street his vehicle
was pursued by a crowd of infuriated ne-

groes, some of whom at every step
stopped to seize upon the fruit which
was jolted from the flying wagon,
After driving the Italian from the public
ground, the patriotic mob next "went
for" a negro named Robert Goldsby,
who had an eating-stan- d, which was
laden with a barbecued hog. Goldsby
fled in terror, and after being pursued
iwveral hundred yards, hid In the briars
and undergrowth, thereby escaping the
malice of his pursuers. After chasing
other vendors from their stands, which
wi-- r located on a nubile road and with
out tbe enclosure of the sacred spot of
slumbering heroes,

THE MOB MADE A RUSH

upon the liquor and refreshment stand
Andrew It. Pope & Bro. This stand

was loeated within a few feet of the pub-
lic road, aud on ground belonging to Mr.
W. M. Miller, of thi9 city. The ground
had been legally rented to Mr. Pope,
who, by virtua of the contract and the
license exhibited, had a right to conduct
business there. Tom Swan, the negro,
leader of the s, marched his
quad up to the stand, and ordered Pope

close up his stand. The proprietor
exhibited his license, and told the ne-
gro that he was authorized by
law to sell there. This, however, did
not satlify the negroes, who, at the com-
mand of Swan, preseuted bayonets and
demanded twenty-fiv- e dollars of Mr.
Pope.

IN THE FACE OF THE BAYONETS

and the muzzl.is of the guns, Mr. Pope
was compelled to pay over twenty-fiv- e

dollars to Thoma9 Swan, who then per- -

itted him to proceed with his business.
This extortion of twenty-fiv- e dollars
was, of course, made In behalf of the
memory of the Union dead. There were
two or three half-drunk- negroes,
shouting "Liberty and freedom 1" rush
ing upon a ueienseieaa miu
pelling him, at the peril of his life, to
give up twenty-fiv- e dollars, or else be
killed or have Ids property and personal
ria ..nniWiitPii.

prisonment of Martin Swau, a guard was
placed around tho premises, and withiu
half an hour about three hundred ne
groes assembled at the orator's etnuu,
where about five hundred negroes
bad assembled after a prayer,

ED. SHAW
was introduced, and made a big po
litlcal speech on the civil rights
bill, the Introductory privilege of which
had Just been indulged in by ice 1'oie- -
Bearcta aud other negroes. He first
snoke upon the diversity of views caused
bv the existence of slavery. He inform
ed the crowd that they had met to honor
tho dead, who fell battling for the privi
leges they eDjoyed. To the negro, the
occasion was a grano one, ana iney uau
met for something. It was unnecessary
to mention thn circumstances of their
death. The difference of opinion could
onlv have been settled by the sword;
still the feeling of the people to-d- was
not
fHAT THE N EG BOBS HAD EXPECTED.

The sword alone could have accom
plished the work of aboiishiug slavery.
They had assembled as freemen, which
condition had been brought about by
war. while the white people of tbe wuth
would have never accepted thesituation
unless compelled. Still the enjoyment
of such privileges was due to the fidelity
of the government In preserving its
trust. The occasion of their assembling
was a solemn one, as it was for the pur
pose of doing honor to those who had
died battling for them, but it was not
an occasion 01 battles, etc. .tie nopeu
that hereafter when they assembled, it
would be for the honor of the dead. The
advancement of the negro had been
more rapid than anticipated, and tbey
should rejoice in the belief that they
would soon be full grown citizens. It
was gratifying to know that tbe very
white men who fought to prevent the
education of the negro, .were now build-
ing echoolbouses in which to educate
negroes. The power of these men to
prevent the advancement and influence
of the colored race, was gone forever.
But he would speak of the last

CROWNING GLORY OF THE NATION".

When this was accomplished, the ne-

groes could then tell the nation to let
them alone so far as their own legisla-
tion was concerned. The last crowning
glory to befall them was the passage of
the civil rights bill. He knew it met
with opposition from many white per-
sons, but so did. their liberty, their en-

franchisement, and their public schools
meet with opposition. In Tennessee, as
in other States, the influence and power
of the negro was one-fourt- h. Some pray
that the civil rights bill will not pass,
but he did pray it would pass. The
greatest opposition of the white people
was, first, that negroes would go to
school with their children.
THE GERMANS, IRISH AND ITALIANS

had each their common schools, but the
law did not say to them you must go to
these schools. Tiey had their own
schools, and the negroes wanted theirs.
The second great objection ou the part
of the white people whs, "I don't want
you negroes to come into ourpariorsl"
"From the looks of this congregation it
seems," said the speaker, "that the
white people have been in our parlors
oftener than we have been in their par-
lors laughter, aud cries of 'Hit him
agin !' Tbey say, 'Oh 1 you want to
marry our daughters.' From tbe looks
of this congregation it seems that one
could hardly marry any other than their
daughter!

An Uunrthlr Vl.llor The Hj.lrlt of
Coal.Ull Charley Heaulmated It

Appenrs to hla Dying! Wife,

Our readers will remember a recital of
terrible facts given by the Appeal
many months ago, in which the so&rf- -
qua -u- oai-uu onariey" oiten appeared.
It was he. as was UDfustlv supposed.
who aided fn causing tbe death at an in
terior town, or a liOuisviiie drummer
seated beside him at table. A coal-o- il

lamp was overturned by one or theother
or me drummer's mends, he was robbed
of his money on the spot and died not
many days after In unutterable anguish
We failed to trace the history or fortunes
of Coal-O- il Charley. He was tried at
Corinth, and. as stated by his friends,
properly acquitted of participation in tbe
crime of murder and robbery. Some
months after his liberation at Corinth,
Charley was sitting in the midst of his
family, in his modest little home in
Macon, Mississippi.

Never be-
fore had an assassin done his base cow-
ard's work In the once civilized and
prosperous pretty village. One or two
arrests were made, but nothing could be
proven, and even yet no one is suspected
of the crime. Coil-O- il Charley's assas-
sin, like the murderer of Miller, the
cashier of the bank at Jackson, Tennes-
see, may never be known.

However, if this be true, with the rest
