«f London, s few days ago, it was stated
that if the valley of the Missisnippi
were thoroughly reclaimed and irri-
gated, and the whole of the lowlands
devotad to ootton production, the an-
uual yleld wounld be morejthan fourieen
million bales, or nearty thrice the great-
et erop ever produeed In America. In

reaching thess results, the colton-grow-
ing lowlands were estimated Lo be forty-
five miles wide sud five hundred miles
in length. Even now the annual pro-
duction of the lowlands, ss shipped from
Memphis, New Orleans and Vieksburg,
18 perlinps ane and & half million 1ﬂﬂ|
glving to the people of thils valley ninety
amillion dollars in gold; or, sinee the
'war, seven hundred million dollars in
mold. With all this enormous wealth
ihus prodoced, such are commercial sys-
tetus fastened on the ocountry by Federal
legisiation, and suech the course of com-
merce as shaped by mailways and manu-
factunng systems, that the people of
Lhis valley, st this hour, are the poorest,
becsuse the stupidest, on this continent.
We tax money until it is driven away.
There van be po gold or money in &
opuntry taxiog It when it is vptaxed In
adjecent States and ecities.  Money
travels nol by il slone, but flies by tele-
graph, snd stupendous folly in soothern
legislation mnd chancery courts bave
Biven it countles wings. Heal-estate &
1o basis of credit, and borrowers must
PAY socrmoous mtes of usury, a heavy
per centage being sdded to the lender’s
profite and borrowet™s loss, Lo pay lor
risks incldent 1o the intervention of in-
junetiops invoked to defeat contracts be-
iween bortowers aml lenders.  If real-
estate \l'-r¢ a perfect security for money
lent and ws well for perfect prompiness
of payment, and there were po usury
