leading idea is the diminution of the cost
of transportation? There is a stimulus
operative upon farmers of this varfey of
which merchants have little recked.
Relief from exactions imposed by rail-

ways is the cardinal principle of those
who can only produce cotton, for the
reason tliat nothing besides cotton pays
the eost of transfer to market. The in-

tolerable burden is most felt in this val-

ley. Here we have a wonderful river,
navigable, with its tributaries, sixteen
thousand miles, traversing eighteen
States and several Territories, and
draining a million square-mile- s. Popu-

lations of thsse wide domains number
twenty million," and fifteen hundred
million bushels of grain anil potatoes are
here annually produced five hundred
million bnshels for distant markets.
One and a half million cattle, two mil-
lion sheep, and Ave million hogs, as
census tables show, are annually sent
out of these States. The surplus of food
produced, even when it is almost im-

possible to hip it, is worth one thou-
sand million dollars. One-ha- lf the
cotton produced in the United
States is the growth of this val-
ley, and sugar and rice are ex-

ported in vast quantities. Is
it strange that such a country, having
such products, and such unfortunate in-

habitants, demands an open highway
to the sea? And is it not iiio cuMiwiij
of vain impudence that such a people,
and such a country, Is to be appeased by
experimental jetties, when we know
what canals can and will accomplish?
Why do not the people, each individual
addressing his representative In con-

gress, compel Justice to the matchles3
valley of the Mississippi? Ifeach grange
of the west would send up a written de-

mand, this measure of justice to these
great States would be conceded, con-

gress would not hesitate, and the valley
of the Mississippi would soon be blest
with perfect access to the exterior world

The Augusta cotton mill was
bought by its present owners for one
hundred and forty thousand dollars on
ten years credit at seven per cent, in
terest. The stockholders paid sixty
thousand dollars expended in machine. y
and improvements. The property has
paid for itself; additional land has been
purchased; new buildings .have been
erected; one hundred thousand dollars
invested in new machinery; the capital
stock has been increased (watered) to
six hundred thousand dollars, and on
this, each quarter, five per cent divi
dends are paid. Who would own stock
in a one-hors- e Memphis fire insurance
company? In five years the manufac
turing company have paid out nine
hundred and nine thousand four hundred
and one dollars in wages, and sold five
million one hundred and seventy-eigh- t

thousand six hundred and twelve dol
Iars and ninety-si- x cents worth of pro
ducts; nett earnings are seven bundled
and ninety thousand rive hundred do!
Iars fifty --eight cents, and dividends paid
to stockholders six hundred and sixty
thousand dollars. .Every single mate
rial or element of industry entering in
to the ptoduetion of cotton cloth is as
cheap in Memphis asin Augusta. Why
not build the narrow-gaug- e to the iron
and coal-field- s, and establish here, in
the midst of the best upland cotton in
the world, the world's greatest cotton- -

niill?

We copy from the Union and Amcri
eon y a letter from a Memphis cor
respondent that will attract attention,
because of its devotion to and peculiar
treatment of UieBartlett convention.
The Union and American, in its edito-
rial reference to it, disposes of it very
richteously and justly, and says it is
given to its readers "simply for what it
may be deemed worth," adding, "weare
hardly Inclined to believe that there is

and the great pressure of financial em-

barrassment that weighs so heavily
upon the people of every class, while
many others, even of his official bouse- -

'iiu, cuuueuiu uir. course as suicidal
aod ruinous to the city. I am no finan-
cier, and I am not yet fully posted upon
('lis bond question; but I desire to be In-

formed, and I think the people ought to
ue informed generally. One thing I
have heard, and it is important that it
be remembered by Mr. League's oppo-
nents, and that is that the city is not
sueing auy bondholder the bondhold-
ers are sueing the city. The city is only
aclng upon the defensive. The mayor,
j.eueral council and all,
lite sensible men, regard lawsuits as ex-

Bridges
were built at like rates, and scrip was
('own at the freezing point Then came
the brilliant stroke of funding; $1,000,000
of bonds were authorized for funding this
scrip.

IT
you don't wish to do this dismiss your
suits; hold on to the bonds you have
and sell your coupons at the market
price until our people have rested from
the unbearable burdens of the last four
years, and then they will resume the
payment of interest in full. If you will
do neither of these, and persist in forcing
the issue upon the mayor now, he will,
in my humble judgement, have the
sympathy of the people, and you will
