Editors Appeal In your paper of
the twenty-thir- d appears an article un-
der tbe above head, proposing to correct
some of Judge Lewis's errors, in which
are some "errors" that require correct-
ing. You give the rise and fall of the
river at Natchez as thirty feet, and
Judge Lewis at fifty-on- e feet. Now,
what do you consider authority on this
point old steauiboatnien, or our United
States gangers? I always fall back on
government authority, as I did nome
year or so ago, in my discussion of Cap-tai- n

Cowdon's railroad canal to tbe deep
waters of Barrataria bay. Captain
Cowdon claimed that there was at least
thirty feet of water in tbe bay. and out
totbegulf. Un in referring to the United
States survey,' I found it reported the
depth of water at tbe entrance of tbe
bay as seven feet. Which do you adopt?
He never mentioned tho matter again
until lately. But to those "errors." The

I claim that the above are tbe correct
measurements between the highest and
lowest water of which we have any cor-
rect data. Such being the case, what
becomes of your notion that the waters
are dammed upnt Cairo or the mouth of
White river? Of course tho Ohio adds
to the volume of the watir at Calm, and
backs tbe Mississippi up to sear Cape
Girardeau, when tbe Ohio Is high and
tho Mississippi low; and tbe Mississippi
backs the Ohio up the Cumberland river
when it gets high aud tho Ohio it low.
The effect at the mouth of White and
Arkansas rivcra is precisely the same,
only the effect upon the Mississippi is
very small. The fact that the river is
larger at Cairo than any other point
along it is shown by ail measurements
mat nave ever been maue or, latner,
It passes more water in the same time
than at any point below. The survey of
Messrs. Humphreys and Abbot for 1S58
shows that during that rise only about
two-thir- of the water that passed Cairo
at high water passed Memphis in the
channels, as Is shown by the above fig-
ures in regard to capacity. At Mem

you will admit is near enough to call
the relative proportions. At Helena this
water is all brought back into the river,
but is held back by the reservoir Influ-
ence of the St. Francis swamps, and tbe
same report gives the difference between
Cairo and Helena as fifteen to thirteen,
or nearly the same. Notwithstanding
the Arkansas and White rivers both
flow into the Mississippi one hundred
miles below Helena, so much water es-

caped into the Yazoo swamp that the
amount of water passing Napoleon was
only twelve, as compared with" Helena
and Cairo. Now, gentlemen, these
things are facts, and you may learn
many more by applying to your ob-
server at Memphis, Lieutenant Rhode.
Tbe remedy proposed smacks of Captain
Cowdon, and is easiest overthrown by
simply asking him to designate what
streams he can divert. X could saymore
on this point, but I must close.
