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pared to a barn door; why I do not
know, except that it was tbe opening
thiough which the treasures within
were brought-ou- t His eyes werea dark
gray, rather small, aud under the slight-
est excitement from any cause twinkled
like stars; his forehead was not remark-
able for breadth, and had a retreating
tendency; his hair was ligbtauburn, and
when I Knew him, thin and tinged with
gray. So much for his personal appear-
ance. As an orator, 1 may never have
properly appreciated Mr. Clay. He was
getting' old when I first saw him, and
had no doubt lost much of the fire of
his early youth. But even then, in
1S47-4- S 19-5- he could draw admiring
crowds such as no other senator ever did
or ever has drawn. How much of this
was owing to reputation, how much to
personal popularity, and how much to
tho importance of his subject, I was
never quite able to decide. His peculi-
arities as a speaker were very marked.
He gesticulated a great deal; his arms
long and bony were kept in constant
motion, first thrown out right, and left,
then brought for an instant on bis desk,
then swayed in the wildest confusion
as be became impassioned with his sub-
ject While was going on, his body
bwayed backward and forward like a
tab forest tree tossed by a tempest, bis
long, thin hair wuld be thrown by the
violent swaying of his body down over
his face, which be would claw back
with his long bony fingers and go right
on with his speech. And then like as
not he would walk down to the t's

seat, take a pinch out of his
huge snuff box, never losing the thread
or bis discourse, go back to his own dese,
speaking all the time gather his
great bandana, blow out the snuff
with tbe vehemenceof a huntsman born,

MK. CALHOUN
was as nnlike Mr. Clay physically, as
he was intellectually. In stature he
was about six feet, Just a very little In-
clined to stoop iu the shoulders. His
eyes were wonderfully lustrous, so
much so that under excitement be look-
ed almost like a maniac. His forehead
was narrow, and his long, thick iron-gra- y

hair came down very low,
a narrow margin between that and his
eyebrows. In his speech he was

almost to snappUhness, wonderfully
sententious Inhismannerof rpeaklng
he was the exaet reverse of Mr. Clay.
He gesticulated very litUe. His general
habit was to rest bis left band ou bis
deck, and gesticulate alone with his
right This he raised with an up aud
down motion, much after the fashion of
a pump-handl- e. He looked the presid-
ing olllcer straight in tbe face, never
turning bis eyes to the right or to the

OX ICtX'OKD.

A Young Woman Believed of a Snake
iMcnly-tbre- e Inches In Length.

lor, living a mile and a quarter from
Christiana, in this county; who was said
to be ailllcted with a rentile in her
stomach, has been formerly mentioned

readers tbe benefit of a narrative of
facts that have formerly been related iu
our columns in order that they may
properly understand the sequel to this
most anomalous case. "Jilts xayior, it
is said, was afllicted with a species of

lire wnen auout mirteen years
old and afterward, but was taken
with the convulsions which charac-
terized her more recent illness until
about four years ago, she being now a
little over twenty-tw- o years of age.
Immediately before being attacked by
these convulsions she had vomiting
spells, which having ceased convulsions
followed, which were very peculiar in
their nature, and had most
unaccountable and inexplicable char-
acteristics. At this time she was
living n ar Salem, and a physician of
the neighborhood was attending her,
who stated to her that he could do her
no good, and that btrs was a very sin- -
guiar ctse; and that he could not under-
stand it These convulsions continued
uutil February, 1873, when a physician
living near by took charge of tbe
case and treated the patient for tape-
worm, but it that her malady was
not cured, hut her illness rather in-
creased. I)r. J. M. Burger took charge
of the case January 23, 1874, who, ou
visiting ner and maKing out a uiaguosis,
immediately gave it as his opinion that
tbe young lady bad a reptilo in her
stomach, and so strong was he in this
belief, that he treated a view to
the removal of this ioreign substance.
The symptoms that would naturally
lead one to this inference were many.
For four years she had been suffering
irom tnese violent convulsions wnich
came on periodically, and were caused
by some kind of foreign substance com
ing up tne esophagus and cuuiiug a ter-
rible choking teusation. She was af-
fected to such an extent by this choking
that her muscles would become rigid,
her extremities cold, ber eyua and pupils
dilated, aud the skin breaking on her
face and bands and other parts or her
body. She was only relieved in these
convulsive fits by the reptile, as it was
thought. leaving the throat and de
scending the stomach. She waa not
mucn emaciated, and was not possessed
of a ravenous appetite; the most re-
markable and unaccountable symptom- -

consisting in tbe fact that the skin upon
her iHreuead, arms and lugs and over- -

the region of tbe stomach being split In
several places from a fourth to two
inches in length. Another striking and I
inexplicable peculiarity oi uie case, was
tbe fact that the patient's" stomacn
would heave and move with such vio
lence that it could be observed across
tbe room. A foreign substance has
been seen protruding from the voung
lady's mouth at various times. The in-
telligence, veracity and reliability of tbe
parties cannot be questioned. Rev.
Whit liansom aud wife, who were pres
ent at night on one occasion when the
substance came into her mouth, saw it,
and Mr. lunsom caught hold of it after
promising tho patient that lie would not
pull it out He related that the sub-
stance possessed a cold and clammy
feeling, but ofiered no resistance when
he caught hold of he also relates that
he could have easily removed it at that
time, but that she exacted a promise from
him not to extract it She entertained a
superstitious belief that she would die
when it was removed.

a disavowal ol the theories of his master
on this subject, and has declared him-
self an uncompromising opponent of
female suffrage. Mr. Goldwin Smith,
who has thus broken with the traditions
of what is called "advanced liberalism,"
specifies several reasons for his change
of heart Whej he advocated Mr.
Mill's theories about femaJe suflrage,
"be had not the public life of wo-

men in the United States." Tijose who
have taken any note of the published
utterances of the Cornell pro'eseor of
history need hardly be reminded that
be has a marvelous talent lor loose gen
eralization. No better example of thlu
could be lound man in tne race mat nr.
Goldwin Smith can find no higher re
sult of the public life of women in the
United States than the specula'ions of
an obscure and disreputable coterie of
agitators, wbose chief point of attack is
"the tyrannical stringency of the mar-
riage tie." Mr. Smilh touches rather
more solid ground when lie refere 'o the
disenchantment experienced on reaoiu
Mr. Mill's AtUobiography, and to the
key which that remarkable work afford-
ed to the views of the author about wo
man's sphere and influence. The cir-
cumstances attending Mr. Mill's mar-
riage were not, as Mr. Smith perceives,
favorable to tbe cultivation of exalted
notions about tbe sacred institution of
the family. To Mr. Mill, as his disciple
puts it, "marriage was union of two
philosophers in the pursuit of truth; and
in his work on the position and destiny
of women, not only does he scarcely
think of children, but sex and its influ-
ences seem hardljr to be present to ids
mind." The curious looseness of Mr.
Smith's reasoning, or rather his strange-
ly distorted faculty of observation, is
again apparent when we find him con-
cluding, from a few .isolated cases, that
women cau. commit murder iu tbe
United States with as much impuuity as
in thelate temperaucecrusade they were
guilty of "rioting and injury to the prop-
erly of tradesmen." He returns to a
eater field of generalizing, however, in
the. that female suffrage in
France would restore thcBourbons, and
in uermany, or, as might nave been
added, America, a woman can never be
a full citizen where it is part of a citi-
zen's duty to bear arms. Coming back
to the United States, it is curious to find
that the medical opponents of female
activity in public affairs, and the higher
Class oi iemaie reformers, are, from
widely different points of departure.
rapidly coming round to a position of
substantial agreement Dr. Clarke ob- -
Jects to a girl in her teens being subject-
ed to allkeeducational strain with a boy
of the same age. because it tends to check
the physlcar development of woman-
hood, and interferes with the prospect
of bearing healthy oiTspring, as well as
with prospect of furnishing adequate
maternal nourishment for that offspring.
Dr. Allen, of Lowell, reaches a similar
conclusion from a close study of the
gradual degeneracy of the physical type
of tbe women of Massachusetts.
