THE COMET.

Koine Additional F.tets In Regard lo It
Its X'atnre MoTrnicull.

Oggia's eom&t is now plainly visible
to tfce Baked eye, awl can be seen any
evestag ia the western sky after dark.
Atjwet-eu- t it is approaching both the
sun sad earth with a constantly accel-
erated ?4ocity, arriving at perihelion
(Btarajtthe son) and perigee, (nearest
tfce earth) about the first of August It
is asserted by astronomers that duriug
the greater part of the two months to
esse, it is likely to be a conspicuous
ami beautiful object in the western sky,
thesgh it will have no such length of
train as some previous comets. Prof.
H. M. Parkbur-t-, of New York, calcu-
lates that the tail of this comet will
tweti the earth ou the twentieth in-

stant. If th tail were solid, this would
be a startling announcement. The na-
ture of comets, especially of the tall, is
a Bntter of great uncertainty. The nu-

cleus obeys the laws of gravity, uaiDfla-eeoe- d

by the motions of the tail. The
material of the tail first moves toward
tlteeun, and then fa repelled from it.,
This evident polarity leads to the nat-
ural conjecture that the tail is electrici- -
tv itelf. In Uiis case, contact with the
earth might simply develop electrical
phenomena, like the aurora.

Parkhurst He Bays: "After
Johr 14th, when the head of the comet
vrm begin to be dimmed by the sun's
rays, it will carry with it the brightest
pwtioB of the tail on successive days; so
ttiat on the twenty-secon- d or twenty-thir- d,

when the tail will be very near
us. probably one-ha- lf or more, and that
by far the brighter half, will be between
bm and the sun, and therefore invisible,
ami it will be the fainter cod of the tail
which will be in a position to be visible.
It ie known, and wad mentioned by Mr.
Proetor, in his lectures, that such a body
dog not grow brighter by proximity or
fainter by distance. That port ion of the
tail above the horizon, and nearest to us,
may be m excessively faint that to eyes
ue&acotlomed to such accurate discrimi-
nation, if not to astronomers themselves,
it may be wholly invisible. But, on the
other hand, the portion extending be-

yond oar orbit, "tapering off rapidly to-

ward the end," as I suggested, will be
so foreshortened as to be lor that reason
very much brighter. It is possible, there-fac- e

Columbus, O., July 8. A force of
sixty-fiv- e colored men and twenty white
guards left for Straitsville mines
The train was met at by a
turbulent crowd of about one hundred
and fifty striking miners, and their
wives and children. Secretary Putnam
made a speech to the crowd, and re-
quested them to obey the and dis-
perse, as they were on private property.
The crowd refused to disperse till assured
that a box of arms on the train were not
there by State authority, and should not
be The crowd then slowly
dispersed, in no good humor,
but themselves with telling
the colored men they had been deceived,
and begging them not to go to work.
The women held their children in their
arms, pointing out the negroes to them
ss those who came to rob them of bread,
and after four telegrams from Secretary
Putnam thesherlll" of Perry county hus
promised to go to Straitsville
A special force has been sworn in by the
authorities at Straitsville to preserve or-
der. Dispatches received here ht

state that this afternoon some of the
strikers got drank, and were firing pis-
tols in the vicinity of the colored men's
quarters.

Washington, D. C, July 8. Messrs.
Denuison, Blew and Kelchum, iiewly
appointed of the District
of Columbia, having their
preliminary examination of the affairs
of the district, unanimously agreed on a
general svsteru 01 retrenenment. unis
evenitg they promulgated a series of
orders which will immediately effect
the following changes in the district offi-

cers of the government: First, the ac-
counts and duties, of auditor of board
of public works are transferred to the
auditor of the district; those of assessor
of the board of public works are trans-
ferred to tho superintendent of assess-
ments, and to tho collector of the di-
strictthe assessor of the board of pub-
lic works having heretofore performed
the duties both of assessment and collec-
tion of taxes for improvements.
The books and accounts of the treasurer
of the board of public works are trans-
ferred to the comptroller of the district,
and all moneys and securities now in
the treasury of the board are directed to
bo deposited in the treasury jof the Uni-
ted States, subject to the order of the
commissioners. The surveyor of the
district and the inspector and Upper of
water mains, are placed under the orders
of the engineer of the commission
Lieutenant Haxel.

Importnnt to Grain Dealers.
Chicago, July 8. At a meeting of

the board of railroad and warehouse
commissioners, held at Springfield yes-

terday, rule five, relative to inspection
fees, was changed as follows: The chief
inspector is hereby authorized to collect
until further notice, on all grain inspect-
ed under his direction, Ss follows: For
inspection, twenty cents per car load;
thirty-fiv- e cents per thousand bushels,
on canal boats, and one-quart- of one
per cent, per bushel in bags; for oat in-

spection, five cents per thousand bush-
els to thirty cents per car load, and ten
cents per load to teams. The revised
rule goes into effect July 15, 11574.

Ills Objectionable Appointees Tender
their Beslsnallon Their Successors

Appointed opinions of the
Hew Tors l'ress.

New York, July 8. The campaign
against Mayor Havemeyer, growing
out of a scandal caused by him reap-
pointing the convicted police commis-
sioners, has been so vigorously conduct-
ed that at a late hour last night he con-
cluded that discretion was the better
part of valor, and surrendered. The
resignations oi the objectionable com-
missioners, Charllck and Gardner, were
read aud accepted, and George W. Mat-se- l,

superintendent of police, and John
R. Voorheis, excise commissioner, were
appointed to nil tne vacancies.

Two memorials will be presented to
the governor to-d- at his country heat,
and appeals will be made for the re-

moval of Mayor Havemeyer. One of
these claims that the action of the
mavor in reappointing the convicted
commissioners was a gross outrage upon
public decency, while the other empha-
sises its legality.

Of this latest movement of Mayor
Havemeyer, the Tribune says: ""It will
be accepted by thoughtful citizens as an
insult" The 2Tmca says: "It would
be absurd to credit Mayor Havemeyer
with the slicntest regard to the public
interest." The Herald says: "He has
only emphasized his offense and more
than proved his unfitness for the office
he now holds."

A COKKECriOX.

jvice In Aslanud Si Ice tu France Where
IbeSicene Creed was Slnnnfactnred.

Editors Appeal Your European
correspondent, Mrs. Mary J. Holmes,
writing from Nice, in Franco, and de-
scribing the castle situated on a high
promontory in the rear of the city, says:
"The grpat interest of the castle, how-
ever, is centered in the fact that here,
centuries ago, assembled that famous
Nicean council, which eat to determine
what men must believe, and sent their
decree forth to the world in the form of
the Nicean Creed. Armed with the ter-
rible power of Rome, it left its bloody
tiack in many a dark pago of European
history." The last sentence is too true,
but I am surprised that one so well in-

formed as Mrs. Holmes should have
made the mistake of locating that fa-

mous council in Franco. The Nice from
which Mrs. Holmes writes is situated in
the extreme southeast corner of
France, at the mouth of the river
Paglione, - looking cut upan the
Gulf of Genoa, whereas the Nice
where sat the famous council whose
creed has muzzled the heads of ecclesi
astics for fifteen hundred years, and
"left its bloody track on many a dark
page of European history," was a city
of ancient Bithynia in Asia Minor,
about one hundred miles southeast of
Constantinople, and nearly a thousand
miles from Nice, in France, The first
council of Nice was called by the Em-
peror Constantino, In the year 325, to
reconcile the dispute which had arisen
concernlug the nature and essence of
the Godhead between Alexander, bishop
of Alexandria, and his presbyter, Arius.
The latter contended that Christ was
created by God, and inferior to him both
in nature and dignity. This doctrine
was condemned Dy the council, and
Christ was declared consuisfartJia, or of
the same essence with God, and Arius
was banished for hisheresles. Asecond
council was convened at Nice in the
vear 7S6, by the Empress Irene, wifo of
Leo IV, whom sho had poisoned. This
council the worship of
images and the cross, which had been
previously forbidden by an edict of Leo,
in 720, and condemned by a council as-

sembled at Constantinople in 754. Seven
hundred aud fifty years alter the first
council of Nice (in 1074) Asia Minor
was conquered by the Turks, and the
Sultan Solimon established his ptlace
and fortress at Nice, and "tho divinity
of Christ was denied and derided lu the
same temple in which it bad been pro-
nounced by the first general synod of
tho Catholics."

Ciieyenne. Julv 8. Authentic in

formation, has just been Teceived here
tnat a war party, supposeu to oe north-
ern Sioux, who atttmpted the capture
of parties, were followed to Wind river
valley by the Shoshono scouts, and
trailed to their camp some seventy-fiv- e

miles'east of north from Camp Brown.
A party of troops and Shoshone scouts
were organized under command of Cap-

tain Bates, and Lieutenant Young of
the fourth infantry commanding the
scouts. They followed the trail for
three nights, and on the morning of the
third came up to and attacked the In-
dians, killing about fifty Sioux and cap-
turing over one hundred head of horses.
Three soldiers were killed and threo
wounded. Llent Young was wounded,
but not seriously.
