people; and no man, not gifted with ex
traordinary powers, could, as he did,
mould the popular sentiment of his sec
tion, and lead it up to, through and be
yond the civil war. To argue otherwise
would be to assert that the twenty-on- e

millions who inhabit the northern States
were mere pliant tools and fools,
which we all know they are
not. Europe cannot y present

To say, then, that
Beecher Is a humbug, in face of their
hitherto enthusiastic recognition of his
ability and genius, is to proclaim an
erotism in the man who says it that
places him beyond our powers to reach,

He makes his judgment superior to that
of the twenty-on- e million. Such a man
may sit and pronounce judgment on
Henry Ward Beecher's genius as com
placently as ho does, no other could.
Webster defines genius: "Distinguished
mental superiority; uncommon Intel
lectual power; especially superior power
of invention or origination of any kind,
or forming nice combinations;" and he
quotes Coleridge as authority that "gen-
ius of thehighestkind implies an unusual
intensity of the modifying power." And
again Webster defines genius as "a man
endowed with uncommon vigor rf mind;

i a man of superb intellectual faculties;
as, DusKespeare was a raio geuius.
Any person familiar with Shakespeare
knows something of the sources and or-

igin of his plays, comedies and trage-

dies. He was the greatest genius that
ever lived, and he did not disdain to use
tbe labors of other men; but as the
sculptor's work is greater than that
of the quarryman win hewB the
stone, so was Shakespeare's superior to
the crude eilbrts he found quarried for

! his U3e. Beecher, too, seizsd upon the
rough material from the hands of weak- -

er political, social or religious reformer,,
and recasting it in the mould of his
giant intellect, gave it anew and afresh
to a world that never, even upon closest
inquiry, could trace its source. But
as Shakespeare he was not always a
borrower nor a er or fuse of old
ideas. He has stamped himself
