Editors Appeal The privilego

which the readers oi the Appeal enjoy
of dissenting from the cultured and

opinions of the editors
is fully appreciated by the scribbler here-
of. He hopea the valuable privilege is
not abused by this protest against the
fitness of the parallel drawn between
Beecher's case and that of tbe medieval
Abelard. Both parties in this Beecher
episode were married and rather aged
if not absolutely old, at least matured
enough to have their reason and religi-
osity sufficiently developed and strength-
ened to overcome the animal passions.
Both attempt to justify their vagaries
by the plea of "religious love," some
puritanical conglomeration of psycho-
logical movements, unknown to the
common run of humanity, evolved from
tbe diabolical inner consciousness of
Beecher. and recogniz-- d as an entity by
the sympathetic Mrs. Tilton. The me-
dieval lovers, Heloise and Abelard, did
not attempt to justify their sin on any
grounds, and put in no plea in extenua-
tion. Both were young, beautiful, and
full of genius. Beecher is not a young
man, nor a genius. He is a man of tal-

ent, who peddles average notions, and
retails other men's thoughts to advan-
tage. In money matters he is said to I e
as mean as Lord Bacon. Intellectually
he is a mau of tact. That is all. Were
he a man of genius, he would bold-

ly proclaim his opinions
instead of blasphemy covertly to a con-
gregation who fondly thought he was
expounllinS tne bible to tnem- - Were
he a man of genius he would be found
among the icientists, endeavoring to
hulld a relizlon on the "higher plane"
of scientific and ascertained fact, and
not upon what be considered the specu-
lative philosophy ot the bible. Tho
Woodhuil has more boldness and genius
than Vie has. Her teachings were no
more pernicious than his; but the skin
was off. The glamour was gone. She
preached tbe flat old platitudes of the
atheists, and lost accordingly. He fouad
no difilculty in overcoming a woman of
a certain warm temperament; a fair
shareof tendernessspriuging from a soul
in which the genial and vitalizing influ-
ences of faith have made early impres-
sions. Beecher is an old, wily, deliber-
ate operator on woman's affections.
Abelard was about thirty-fiv- e and

when Heloise became his pupil.
She was just budding into womanhood
and as full of genius and passion as he.
In fact, the later aud better researches
into the history of this celebrated couple
shows that she was the unconscious se-
ducer in the case, and not Abelard.
There is no proof or ground to believe
that lie was the cool, deliberate seducer,
nor that he made any systematic attacks
upon Heloise. He was not a priest at

to

the time, only a deacon; but a professor
of theology in tho Harbonne, who
had achieved great eminence as a
teacher in the college, but was not a
public preacher. She loved him with
an overwhelming passion a passion
that never left her until death stilled the
pulsations of a burning heart. After she
retired within tbe walls of the convent
at Paraclete, she wrote that her soul, at
times, was divided between God and
Abelard. Perhaps Ihe best of Pope's
productions Is that in which he gives
expression to the feelings and senti-
ments of Heloise, in tbe shape of an
epistle to Abelaid. There does not ap-
pear to be a parallel in the cases, except
that sin of a certain sort was commit-
ted. Heloise and Abelard were unfor-
tunate sinners of great beauty and ge-
nius, who did the best they could in
after life to atone for an outbreak of un-
governable passion. Tbe story of this
celebrated amour is highly practical and
romantic, and I can't help regarding It
as a violation of good taste to liken the
snuffling, money-gettin- g, aged Beecher
and Mrs. Tilton, the staid mother of a
family, to Aboard and Heloise. In
matters of that kind women generally
act a nobler part than met. The woman
is ever ready to sacrifice herself to save
the reputation of tbe man she loves.
"Love with men Is but a passing fee-
ling," says' the poet; "it la woman's
whole existence." The man becomes
more or less indifferent, often desires to
be relieved from the troublesome obliga-
tion which the participation of his
"passing feeling" imposes. He is pro-
verbially inconstant, mean and coward-
ly: the woman is always tbethero in
episodes of that sort. All veritable his-
tory shows this. Mrs. Tilton is the last
instance of it. Where is there another
Pope to give expression to tbe conflict-
ing sentiments of duty to ber husband
and of love for her paramour that war
in her bosom? She is like Heloise fn
that,
MDear,fatal name, rest ever unrevealed,
Norpaistho-iellp- In holy silence sealed;
Hidelt, my heart, within that close disguise.
Where, mixed with God's; his loved Idea lies."

There can be only a feeline of pity for
thewretched Mrs. Tilton, and lorBeech-e- r

a sentiment of mixed contempt.
