THE WAB or RACES.

The country is beginning to contem
plate with alarm the conflict between
the tw6 races, brought on by a Radical
congress, and encouraged in the south
by carpetbaggers, who are stirring np
hatred with the hope of securing office.

It is a qaestiOa between
races the white against the black
urged on by some d, meddle-
some persons, who are seeking to stir np
ilissenslon and strife by appealing to the
colored citizens, and urging them to a
conflict which could only result In dis-
aster and ruin to them. While it is
neither prudent nor wise to counsel vio-
lence, still, where men are engaged in a
work so heartless and dangerous tojtocl-et- y

as making inflammatory) speeches,
counseling violence and mob1 law? they
should be disposed of in the most speedy
manner. It might not be objectionable
to give them an opportunity to suffer
what they are inflicting on others.

Thus it will be seen that the Radicals
cannot control or direct the whirlwind
created by their folly and partisan mad-
ness. The Cttronicle rebukes just such
"evil-minde- d, meddlesome persons" as
Lewis, Dyer, Smith, Patterson, Eaton
&0o.", "who are seeking to stir up dis-

sension and strife by appealing to the
colored citizens which would result in
disaster and ruin to them." The Chroni
cle euggefcts that all such pests "be dis-

posed of in the most speedy manner."
The white people of the south will not
aet on the advice of this Radical paper.

We fear it would; and as
Una result is to be avoided, it Is to be
Hoped the white peoplo of Shelby
wiii not 1 forced into such a conflict as
these devils are trying to incite."

Wo will not have negro jurors, negro

deputy.slieriffii, and the black man will
Hot be placed above the white man in
Shelby, unless the white voters of the
county, next Tnursday, willingly con
cede superiority to tho negroes by stay
log away from the polls and allowing
tbe candidates of the negro's party to be
elected. The white people are softly
asd insidiously told thattbe triumph of
tte Radical tieket would not result in
aegro rule, because there is but one col-

ored man on the Radical ticket. Let us

We have not been out
of sight of snow since we came to Sher
man, which is three days siace. The
morning of the fifteenth found us at
Truckee river, on the Sierra Nevada
mountains, surrounded by'mouutalns of
snow, ana com enougu to snow again;
but the morning was oright, and here
"was the most lovely sightof all on earth,
to see the snow aud white clouds mlnele.
Here we come to timber of fine quality
for lumber, and begin to run zigzag
around tne mountains, down hill and
then up the mountain, drawn by the
engines, wnere we went inrougn tne
tunnel. Then came the snow-ened- s for
forty miles. These sheds are intended
to cover the railroad to prevent
uie snow irom urminc on tne roaa
Along the sides of these sheds there is
enow now in places six to eight feet
deep. Here isLake Donner to be seen
away below ua in the valley, and some
call it the "Valley of Death." In 1846
a party of immigrants from Illinois,
headed by Mr. Donner, started to Cali-
fornia, and when they reached this lake
were overtaken by a Bnow-stor-m and
perished, .and it takes its name from
him". Passing on up, we come to the
Summit bouse. Here the hotel was
surrounded by snow-bank- s three to four
feet deep. A short distance, and we
came to Cape Horn, where the cars
stopped for the passengers to get out and
see the grand Bight Here Is an almost
perpendicular bluff,' of many hundred
feet, with a residence so far away below
that It seemed that it was a mere Bpeck.
We have now passed the snow and
mountain scenery, aud come to the gold
diggings, where they are still getting
gold. Now we are coming to the great
San Joaquin valley, the great wneat
country, of which J may speak in some
future letter, when I see more of it; but
it is the finest country I have seen yet
At Sacramento. City it was wash-
ing day, and it seemed as if
the whole washing community had
assembled there to wash in the Sacra-
mento river. There were several acres
covered with clothes out drying, and a
string of washers a quarter of a mile
long. Now, we pass on through this
vast wheat field to Oakland, where we
take a steamer across the bay of San
Francisco to the great city of San
