They will receive
and forward over the line that makes
the best time, and that is surest, safest
and cheapest. Were they to take the
advlee of Mr. Lamphler, and give their
freights to any one line at any
set price, scarcely a week would elapse
before the others, by competing- prices.
would compel a distribution and the
restoration of the balance of trade.
And this would be done, 'perhaps, at a
loss to the roads for a few days, but
eventually at prices exacted from the
shipper that would more than make up
for such losses. The railroad companies
themselves have tried this suggestion of
Mr. Lamphier's time a ad again, and
always with such a result. The truth is,
while the railroads compete for trade,
they will not do so, as they cannot in
self-defen- at anything but a ruinous
or losing rate. We find this exemplified
almost every month in the meetings for
the adjustment of rales of freight of the
agents of the principal lines of the east
and west, who, alter all, control and
dictate terms to all parts of the couutry.
The Erie and Central, of New York,
liave fought all over the ground of cheap
freight, and always with results in the
long run unfavorable to tbe shipper,
There is but one way to bring ihe rail
roads to time, and that is to avail our-

selves of the cheap transit afforded by
our great river, and by assisting to build
up New Orleans as against New York.
Chicago has long and earnestly
"written, spoken and exerted her
energies upon this iiueslicm of cheap1
freights, and has at lait to have recourse
te the reciprocity treaty with Canada,-
and the use of the canals of the Domin-
ion and the St Iiiwience river for an
outlet to the sea. St. Louis, too, has
cried out long and lustily for cheap tran
sit, and as a last resort turns to the river
wbieh has lost most of its trade, and
looks forward to Uie completion of the
Fort St. Phillip canal as the only jiossi-bt- e

measure that will afford relief. Rail- -
ro&de can do their best iu time and
oheapeM in money, but no more. We
Btrieve that in the main those centering
j Memphis have doue all they can;
they are admirably managed by skillful
swleareBl oflkrera, and looking to the
interest of their stockholders, are run
with a view to doing the most they can
.forthe public at the lowest rate consist-
ent with their own welfare and solven-
cy. More than this we cannot ask. If this
is not satfefactory to us, let us turn
to tbe river, the first great artery from
whieh we drew for our present wealth
awl siandlDg. There only can wo find
relief from tolls and exactions theory
against which has gone up from our
sserehauts, in one form or the other, for
the past nine yearx. Clinching these
views we fjuote from the report of the
chamber of commerce of New Orleans
to the United Slates senate committee
on transportation, just to hand, setting
forth the relative value of even the wa-
ter routes, and showing how much more
valuable is that of the Mississippi. We
Jlnd, mys the committee, three water
routes, viz: by the lake, canal and St.
Jtwreaee river, to Montreal; by lake,
canal and Hudson river, to New York;
and by the Mississippi river to Hew
Orleans.
