I read it over twice, and turned to
Bowen and said: "This man is crazy,"" l'his is sheer Insanity," and other like
words. Mr. Bowen professed to be ig-
norant of the conteuts, and I handed
him the letter to read. He at once fell
Into a conversation about Mr. Tilton;
he gave me some account of his reason
why lie had reduced him horn tbe edit-
orship of the Independenl to the subor-
dinate position of contributor, viz: That
Mr. Tilton's religious and social views
were ruining the paper. But he said
that as soon as it was known that he
had so far broken with Tilton, there
came pouring in upon him so many
stories of

MR. TILTON'S PRIVATE LIFE
and habits that he was overwhelmed)
and that he was now cmsidering
whether he consistently retain him on
me Jtsroomyn union, or as chief con
tributor to the Indenendenl. He nar
rated the story of the affair at Winsted.
Connecticut, some like stories from the
northwest, and charges bro"ght ngaiust
niton in nis own omee. w ithout doubt
ne oeiteveu tnese allegations, and so
with the other facts previously stated.

Mr. Beecher here speaks of Mouiton's
relations witn niton, ana tne bad intiu
ences of the Iatter'a connection with th
two papers on account of his promiscu-
ous immoralities, and says: I felt very
unnappy at tne contemplation or JSlr.
Tilton's impending disaster. I had
loved him much, and at one time be
seemed line a son to me. My influence
bad come just at tbe time of his first un-
folding, aud had much to do with his
early development. I paid him, exter-
nally, to bring him before the public.
Wo had been together in the great con-
troversies of the day until, afterward,
our social intercourse had been intimate.
It is true that his nature always exagge-
rated his own excellencies. When he
was but a boy, he looked up to me with
affectionate admiration. After some
years, he felt himself my equal, and was
very companionable, a)d when he had
outgrown me, and reached the position
of tbe first man of tho age he still was
kind and patronizing. I had always
smiled at these weaknesses of vanity,
and had believed that a larger experience,
with some knocks among strong men,
and iiy sorrows that temper the soul, he
would vet fulfill a useful and brilliant
career, but now all looked dark. He
was to be cast furth from his eminent
position, and his affairs did not promise
that sympathy and strength which
makes one's koise, as mine has been in
limes of adveriiity, a refuge from the
storm and n tower of eie'ense.
Besides a generous suffering, I should
have had a eel 2sh reason for such, if I
had d i earned that I was about tohjeome
an instrument, by which Mr. Tilton
meant to fight his way back to the pros-
perity which he had forfeited. It now
appears that ou tbe twenty-nint-h of De-
cember, 1870. Mr. Tilton, having learn-
ed that I replied to

by expressing such . au opinion of him
as to set Mr. Bowen finally against him,
and bring him faco to face with imme-
diate ruin, distorted from his wife, then
suffering from severe illness, a document
criminating me, and prepared an elabo-
rate attack ou me. On Tuesday eve-
ning, December, 1S70, about seven
o'clock, Francis D. Moulton called at
my house, and, with intense earnest-
ness, said: "I wish you to go with me
to see Mr. Tilton." I replied that I
could not then, as I was just going to
my prayer-meetin- With a most posi-
tive manner, he said: "You must go;
somebody else will take care of the
meeting." I went with him, not know-
ing what trouble had agitated hm, but
vaguely thinking I might now learn the
solution of his recent threateninglelter.

I
wished Mr. Moulton to bs with me as a
witness, but he Insisted I should go by
myself. Mr. Tilton received mo coldly
but calmly. At tera word or two stand-
ing in front of me with a memorandum
in his hand, he began au oration. He
lb an unfriendly spirit said that I had
sought his downfall, had injurious
rumors about him, was using my place
audiutluence to uudermine him, had
advised Mr. Bowen to dismiss him, and
much more that I can't remember. Ho
then declared tl at I had injured iiim in
his family relations, had joined with his
mother-in-la- w In producing discord in
the house, had advised a separation.bad a
alienated his wife's affections from him,
had lead her to love me more than any
living being, bad corrupted her moral
nature, ana taught her to be insincere,
lying and hypocritical, and ended by
charging that I had made

WICKED PROPOSALS

to her. Until he reached this, I had lis-
tened, with some contempt, under the
impression that he was attempting to
bully me; but, with tbe last charge, he
produced a paper purporting to be a cer-
tified statement or a previous confession
made to him by his wife of her love for
me, and that I bad made proposals to
her of an improper nature.

The
churcn whicu I had built up, tbe book
which I was writing.my own immediate
family, my brother's name, now en-
gaged iu tho ministry; my sisters, the
name which I had hoped might live af-
ter me, and be in some slight degree a
source of strength and encouragement
to those who should succeed me, and

Vive all, tbe cause for which I bad de
voted all my lite, seemed imperilled, it
seemed to me that my life-wo- rk was to I

enil abrartly, and lu disaster. My earn- -
est desire to avuid n public accusation
aud the evils which must necessarily
llow from it, and which now have re-

sulted from it, has been one of the lead-
ing motives that must explain my ac-
tion during these four years with refer-
ence to this matter. It was in such a
sore and distressing condition that Mr.
Moulton found me. Ilia manner was
kind and conciliatory, lie seemed,
however, to bo convinced that I had
been seeking

tilton's downfall;
that I had leagued with Mr. Bowen
against bim, and that I had by my ad-
vice come near destroying his family. I
gave Moulton leave to state to Theodore
my feelings. He proposed that I should
write a letter. I declined, but said that
he could report our interview. He then
prepared to make a memorandum of
the talk, and sat down at my table, and
took dowu, as I supposed, a condensed
report of my talk, for I went on still
pouring out ray wounded feelings for
that great desolation iu Tilton's family.

It is a string of hints made by an
unpracticed writer who keeps to his
memory m repreaentingTllton howl felt
toward his fimily. If more than this
be claimed, if It be set forth as in any
proper sensein my letter, I then disown
it, and denounce it. Some of its sen-
tences, and particularly that in which I
am made to say that I had obtained
Mrs. Tilton's forgiveness, 1 never could
have said this even in substance. I had
not obtained nor asked any forgiveness
from her, and nobody pretended that I
had done so. Neither could I ever have
said that I humbled myse' before Mr.
Tilton as before God, except in thesense
that both to God and to tbe man I
thought I had deeply injured, I hum-
bled myself, as I certainly did, but it is
useless to analyze a paper prepared as
this was.

Mr. Beecher gives considerable space
to Moulton's treachery toward him, and
inea renews nis story: ijnon after this,
I met ilr. Tilton at Mr. Moulton's hou-- e ;
either Moulton was sick, or was very
late in rising, for he was in bed."

tie repealed a two or three times, and
Tilton's countenance cheered up under
Moulton's stromr talk, and
hands and parted in a fiiendly way.
Not very long afterward Tilton ,aked
me to hishouse,and said he should be glad
to have the cood old timrs rf.iin.-w- i T
do not remember whetiier I took a meal
after that under his roof, but I certainly
was invited by him to renew my visits
as formerly.

I
particularly remember a sceno which
took place at his house, when
he talked about his wife and
me in a very gracious mood. He began
by mourning his sorrows. He was
very desolate and the future eeemed
quite dark. Afler impressing us with
his great patience ho grew generous,
praised me to his wife, saying that I

I restrained mv smllea
at the absurdity of tho thing, well con-
tent to have It evaporate so, and even
thinking he was generous his way.
This seemed to me the end of the trou-
bles, AVith a sensitive aud honorable
man, who had no ulterior lpiins in nr.
complish. it would have been the burial
of the difficulty. I sunnosed Tilton hail
given up the idea of intentional wrong
on my part.and had for my unintentional
wrong. Moulton lost no occasion of pre-
senting to me the kindest vie wof Tilton's
character and conduct. On the other
hand, he complained that Mrs. Tilton
did not trust her husband, or him, and
did not assist him in his effort to help
Theodore. I knew that

and felt bitterly hurt by the treatment
of her husband.

Accordingly
three letters were written ou the same
day, February 17, 1871, on one common
purpose, to be shown to Mrs. Tilton and
to reconcile her to her husband, and my
letter to her of that date was desiaued
to effect a further or collateral nurnosfi
of giving her confidence in Mr. Moul-
ton. This will be obvious from reading
of the letter. Here follow the full text
of the letters which have already and re-
peatedly been published. I have no
recollection ot seeing or Hearing read a
letter of Mr. Tilton's of tho same date.
In my letter to Mrs. Tilton, I alluded lo
the fact that I did not exnect. when I
saw her last, to be alive manv davs.
That statement stands connected with a
series of symptoms which I first expe-
rienced in 185G. I went through the I
Fremont campaln, speaking iu the open
air three hours at a time, three days in
the week. Ou renewing my literary la-
bors, I felt that I must have given way.
I very seriously thought that I was
going- - to have appoplexy, or paralysis,
or something of the kind. On
two or three occasions, while
preaching, I should have fallen in
the pulpit if I had not held on to tho ta-
ble. Very often I came near falling in
tho streets. During tho last li 'teen years

have cone into tbe pulnit I sunrreo a
hundred times with a very strong im-
pression that I should never come out of
it alivo. I have preached more sermons
thau any human would believe when I
felt all the while that whatever I
had to say to my people I must soy it
then, or 1 would never have another
chance to say it. Had I consulted a
pnysit-ian-, ms advice would have been,
"You must stop work." But I was iu
sut-l- i a situation that I could not Eton.

Mr. Beecher coutiuues the storvof the
uncertainty of human life, especially lu
his case, at considerable length, aud
then takes up tbe story of the hones he
entertained at this stage of the game of
smoothing matters over to the satisfac-
tion of the public aud Plymouth church,
and reclaiming Mr. Tilton as a worker
in the Lord's vineyard, and coes on to

In May, 1871, Mrs. Woodhull adver- -

Used a forthcoming article shadowing
an account of a disturbance in Mr. Til
ton's family, but without using names.

Durinir this sua
pension of her publication she became
the heroine of Mr. Moulton and Mr.
