One
W&9 Bfiuesr on tbo bct&ri And ecifuusy
injured by the other combatant, who,
though arrested, refused to give her
name. The police failed to ascertain
the names of the negroes.

A force of city workmen yestrday
commenced demolishing the shanties in
Happy Hollow. The disconsolate own-
ers were noticed sitting around the
debris of the shanties, upon the wreck
of which they looked with a classic sor-
row not unlike that ot Marius when
viewing the ruios of Carthage.

Governor Brown's Memphis letter
on the financial condition of the State
has been published iu circular form, and
we urge upon all who whh to obtain a
clear view of the financial condition to
gel this letter, read and thoroughly un-

derstand it, and it will remove many
doubts and difficulties which have ex-
isted in the minds of many.

During a thunder storm at Gornor

landing and Austin Thursday morning
proves to oe totally iaiae. ro ueau uiau
was found, and no ileum boy was killed.
Why the report should have been orig
inated is not snown, untess it uruee
from tho followinc circumstances
That morninir Colonel Hudson, of
Coldwater ferry, approached to within
one mile and a half of Austin, having
under command three hundred armed
white men, whose mission was to assist
In the riot. A equau 01

fwntv men then entered tho town and
apprieed the authorities of the presence
of the command. The commander had
not been informed of the settlement of
the difficulty, the return of the troops to
Memphis, and the disbanding of the
negroes. Hence they hastened to Aus-
tin, exneetinc to encounter an armed
hrJir or two or three thousand negroes,
Sheriff Marion Campbell, of DetJoto
county, and Deputy-Sheri- ff Neblett, of
Tunica county, learning or tne ap-

proach of the troops, went out
to the headquarters of Colonel Hudson
and gave him a true statement of the
condition of affairs, and advised the re-

turn of his men to their homes. The
horses being tired from the long ride,
the men remained in camp until after
dinner, when they proceeded to return
home. Their presence, especially after
quiet and peace had been restored, nat-
urally created excitement among tho
negroes, and hence the report of the
fight sent by previous telegram must
have originated. When the fact of the
near approach of the armed men was
made known, Sheriff Brown, colored, of
Coahoma county, Mississippi, who had
arrived, Informed the authorities that he
would tee that the negroes did not en- -

Wednesday afternoon I left on the St.
Francis and landed at Austin before
daybreak, and was gratified to find the
town enjoying peace and quietude. I
then proceeded out into the country a
ehort distance aud had men sent out in
various directions in order to ascertain
If there were auy armed men in the
county. From their statements and
that of many pels ins whom I met from
all over the county, I feel assured that
there are no armed persons among
the colored people In that county.
I am also satisfied that Uie
colored people have never desired, nor
do they wish to engage in any unlaw-
ful proceedipg. They had. no intention
of harming the white people, but were
terror-strick- and excited by falso and
flagrant rumors that they would be mur-
dered. So far as I could ascertain this
was the only cause that led them to arm
themselves. Not over three hundred
dollars' worth of coods were taken from
the store by colored people: and only
one horse, ho far as I couid learn, was
stolen, aud this was just after the skir- -
nitsn, the animal i elug taken oy some
oue in order to facilitate hit escape,
Yesterday I started a man In search of
the horse, Hearing mautnau oeen taKen
to my county. The animal was re
stored to its owner yesterday. General
IVase. of Coahoma county, was not en
ttaced in the proceedings. He never
left home at all; hence the rumor that
he plundered the stores at Austin is un
true. After careful inquiry I failed to
learn of any colored men from Coahoma
county being engaged in tnotiemoniira
tion. I am informed by white citizens
of Austin that none of the colored men
who gave utterance to the remarks above
stated had anything to do with the at-

tack made on the town. I would state
that a number of colored men helped to
truard tho town Saturday, Sunday and
.Monday, even naving guarded it after
the men rroin tne mils leit."

WHAT SENATOR ALCORN SAYS.
An Appeal reporter interviewedSen- -

ator Alcorn on board tne steamer Ht,
Francis, Thursday night, in regard to
the recent riot at Austiu. The senator
says that it is a mistake about negroes
haviue left Coahoma county for the
purpose of marching on Austin to com
mlt unlaw ful depredations. Perhaps a
few negroes might have crossed into the
adjoining county, but if any went he
was unable to learn anything of such
movement. He was informed that a
large number of hi hands had left the
plantation for Au.-li- taking with them
ail of his mules and nonet. He at once
repaired to the plantation, where ha
found the negroes and mules. Not one
had left his place. He is the largest
planter In the county of Coahoma, and
as no negroes left lus place, he does not
mink tney went irom any oiuer in coa
honia .ccuuty. The!report of General
George IVase, colored, stealing and
plundering storehouses in Austiu, is er-

roneous. He never left my plantation
during the time of the attack by the ne
groes upon Austin. As regards further
trouble, General Alcorn stated that be
no more feared an insurrection among
the negroes than he did while they were
slaves. The negroes were peacefully
diosed, and in no way inclined to be-

come turbulent.
ORIGIN OF THE AFFAIR.

As you have, doubtless, already learn-
ed the facts of the origin of the riot and
its causes from the white troops that in-

vested Austin, it would be, at least, jus-
tice to give the story as told by the ne-
groes, 'to-da- y I Interviewed one of their
color who is Intelligent and a represent-
ative of the sentiment his people in
the counties of Tunica and Coahoma.
Hia version of the cause of the affair is
an follows: Last Saturday, as was inusl
on such days, a number of negroes from
the adjoining plantations visited Austin
ami commenced drinking some to ex-oe- ).

While drunk, two or three negroes
indulged in iudisertot remarks, to the
effeet that unless Smith was returned
they would hold some of the authorities

resnonaible. murder citizens and burn
the damned town, miormant amies
that this language was used by a few
negroes while drunk, and that such was
not the intention or sentiment of the
colored people of that county. Mayor
Woodson, the white Radical mayor.that
night had the town guarded by a squa 1

of negroes and white men, who, early
next morning, by order of Woodson,
who was reported drunk, fired off their
guns, which had the effect to engender
several rumors of no pleasant character
to the blacks. The negroes who had
been guilty of using the incen-
diary language Saturday afternoon apol-
ogized for their rash conduct,
which apology and retraction it was un-

derstood was acceptable and satisfactory
to the mayor. In the meantime Mayor
Woodson had sent a postman to Cold-wa- U

r and the hills, urging the white
men to come immediately o the rescue
of the citizens of Austin, as tne negroes
had expressed a determination to burn
the town and murder its inhabitants.
Sunday night armed white men arrived
at Austin, and commenced halting the
colored people who were going to church.
The presence of the armed men, so un-

expected at that time, and their action
in haltinic the blacks, filled the colored
people with alarm, and rumors of mur-
der, butchery, etc., soon spread through-
out the counties of Tunica and Coauo.
ma. One report, which spread rapidly
and gained credence wherever circulat-
ed among the terrified blacks, was that
armed white men had surrounded a ne-

The effect of this horri-
ble story was instantaneous upon the
negroes, who then commenced arming
themselves throughout the country in
order to prevent the butchery of their
families and themselves. Thpy acted
under the belief that the church was
surrounded, and with the hope of rescu-
ing the congregation from the impend-ingdoo-

believed to have been designed
by Mayor Woodson, the negroes assem-
bled and marched upon Austin in a
body of two hundred strong. In the
meantime, their action having become
knowD, but their motives not being un-
derstood, hail the effect to produce the
belief among the whites that the negroes
intended to murder them and burn the
town. This led to the further appeal
made by the white people for troops to
assist in quelling the supposed
mob. Monday the white peo-
ple abandoned Austin, which was
then entered by the negroes, who wens
In search of Mayor Woodson, Constable
Williams, colored, and two other colored
men and a white man, whom they be-

lieved were the sole Instruments and
cause ot the misunderstanding and ex-
citement. Woodson, who is aiso acting
deputy-sherif- f, as is reported, bad fled
with the constable, Birber Williams, to
the hills for cafety. There was no neces-
sity for the gteat excitement and mutual
demonstrations of hostility, and the ne

Two Attfinpts nt
Harder.

A While Man Stubbed by a negro, and
a Negro Almost Cut to Fleets

by- a IVlille San
Horrible.

At one o'clock yesterday Charles
Johnson, colored, and Charles Farrell
had a difficulty at the corner of Fourth
and Jefferson streets, the result being
that the white man was stabbed in the
left side by the negro, who was arrested
by the police, and bj been committed
to Jail by Justice Miller. Shortly after
Johnson's arrest, Farrell and his brother,
armed with a pistol and a shotgun, ap-
peared at the Adams-etre- statlonbou-- e

in search of the assailant. They were
deprived of their arms by the police, and
permitted to return home. Farrell's
wound is not of a serious character.

Between four and five 'o'clock yester-
day afternoon, the second mate of the
steamer Quickstep, named Donnelly,
while drutik, boarded the steamer A. J.
White at the levee, and approaching
the cook, asked him for a light. While
the cook was getting the match, with
which to strike a light for the mate's
cigar, Donnelly seized a negro who was
sawing wood, and holding him with one
hand, drew a pocket-knif- e and com-
menced an indiscriminate stabbing of
his helpless victim. After inflicting
thirteen wounds upin the negro, the
wbi'e fiend abandoned him for dead,
and proceeded down the steps of the
steamer on to the wharf boat, where he
met a young man named Henry Weav-
er, receiving clerk for a steamboat
agency. Donnelly at once commenced
an altercation, and seizing Weaver by
the collar, jerked him from off a baxru,
and threw him upon the floor of the
wharfboat. Donnelly then commenced
beating Weaver, from whose prostrate
form he was pulled off by Mr. Chamber-
lain, second olerk of the Quickstep.
Weaver, upon regaining his feet, left tte
wharfboat and started up the levee,
being followed by bis assailant. Upon
reaching a pile of skids not far from the
stage-plan-k of the wharfboat, Weaver
drew a pistol and fired three times, the
last ebot striking Donnelly in the region
of the kidneys. At the crack of the pis-
tol, Donnelly staggered and fell on the
stage-plan-k of the wharfboat, the blood
flowing freely from the large
aperture made by the ball.
A crowd immediately gathered
around the bleeding man, who was taken
charge of by Ofllee Boyd and sent to
the city hospital after his wound had
been probed by a doctor. Officer Biyd
also arrested young Weaver, and then
had the wounded negro forwarded to
the city hospital, where proper treat-
ment was received from the attending
physician.
