The
following was read from
THE CITY ENGINEER ON THE SUBJECT.

The resolutions pasicJ by your honor-
able body on the fourteenth of August,
1S74, directing mo to advertise for bids
to repair the Nicolson pavement with
wooden blocks, has been complied with,
and bids received and opened by your
Joint improvement committee. After a
carelul review oi mo umerenc leaders
made, permit me to enter my disproval
of repairing a pavement constructed of a
vegetable substance with that of a min-
eral substance. It will be impossible to
uniic thn two together, the Jficolson
pavement being of a pliable nature, and
subject to, and affected by, the changes
of tho weather, will not admit of any
other substance being uted in Its repairs
except of the same materials of which
it is constructed, and if the stone and
eravel Intended to be placed upon the
floor of the pavement, the
vibration of the floor caused by the pass-iDg- of

vehicles will prevent it from be-
coming compact, and the larger stones
will rise to the surface and the smaller
ones descend like the materials in a i

snasen fcive ana causing immediate
wasto and future trouble, and if the
floor of the Nicolscn pavement is taken
up, you dismember the whole,
thereby admitting water under
the floor, since streets repaired with such
a mixture become loose in wet weather,
and allow the wheels of carriages ana
drays to displace tho material and to cut
through, thus maklnrr the streets roueh.
the admission of water being the great
evil, bcicnunc experiment lias tuny
demonstrated that a cubic yard of
broken stone, placed in a water-tig-ht

box which it Just fills, can receive a vol-
ume of water equal to or nearly
one-ha- lf of the whole, the actual solid-
ity of the stone being therefore only 0.

This does not vary for stones from
one to eight inches in size. For smooth
Cebbles and sand the actual solidity may

as 62-- 1 IX). Forpexfectspbens
calculations show that the solidity of a
mass of them increases as their diameter
decreases. Thus, if a cubic yard be filled
with spheres four inches in diameter,
their solid volume will be
If they are one inch in diameter,
their volume is 0, and if only
Inch it is Pebbles by theory as
well as by experiment would be inter-
mediate between broken stones and
spheres. Gravel from the shores of
rivers Is too clean for this object aud
does not contain enough earthy matter
to unite and bind them together, its
pebbles which are perfectly water-wor- n

and free from asperities prevent them
from perfectly consolidating. The
golden moment is now passed to make
any extended Improvements upon your
streets before the winter months. I
would therefore suggest that Main and
Madison streots be repaired with wooden
blocks for the present year. It will re
quire by an approximate estimate 2600
square-yard- s on Main street from Auc-
tion to Calhoun street, and about 1500
square-yatd- s on Madison street, making
a total approximate estimate of 4000
tquare-yard- s, which can be executed In
thirty days by proper diligence, and you
may designate with the tenders before
you how it shall be done. AlLof which
