Third The taxes must continue to be In
creased annually, steadily and certainly, a:
lone as such dellnanent lax-lis- ts are permit
ted to accrue. If, as I am advised, tne city
delinquent lists are larger ln proportion than
tli.se estate and county lists, Jast in that pro
portion must me ouruen oi taxation uo in

vwir bv vear.
Fourth If we are to have any real and

proper retrenchment and reform which is to
liehtn the burden of taxatton.lt ongbt to be
gin ln our county and municipal affairs. The
idea has been suggested that all the offices
now empioyea in me aasesssment anu collec-
tion of revenue ebould bo concentrated ln
one. The facta above staled certainly support
thai suggestion witn a most powenui argu
men.

Flub irthe people wsnt tne offices in ine
State, county and city properly and honestly
administered, they will certainly act with the
least wiscom li tney select tuem irom tne
party wmen controlled irom iis to tan, in
clusive. The defect has been more in the x
ecntion of th laws or our good btateuurin;
tbe period mentioned than ln the laws them
selves, i ours truiy,
