Captain Tyler's Repart ou lis Condi-
tion to tneEnalian Shareholders.

London, October 2S. Captain Tyler
has made his report on the condition ot me
Erie railway. He says me road undoubtedly
possess great natural advantages but In or-
der that Its revenue mty be properly devel-
oped sevenl things are necessary, which he
specifies as follows: Double track, with steel
nils aim durable sleepers on me whole main
line and some sections; some Improvements
In gradients of all parts; fresh extensions and
connecUons; change of gauge; Indispensable
Improved terminal arrangements to provide
sufficient storage lor lncteased truffle; Iron
bridges to be substituted for wooden when tbe
latter requite renewal; speculation In coal-
fields and all other speculations should be
avoided: no outside rings to be permitted to
carry out the above menUoned Improvements;

Uberal expenditure is required , but tbe pre-
cise amonnt to be expended from time to
time can only be settled after me most care-
ful deliberation. There is probably no rail,
way in me world which would be ter repay
snch large an expenditure than this if a
really good management, supported by a
stable consUtuenee of proprietors, can be per-
manently secured. Captain Tyler recom-
mends the organization ol a strong committee
In England to control tbe arrangements with
regard to fresh capital, and expenditures
generally. Tbe report strongly urges the
avoidance of competition wherever possible,
and Instances me great railroad systems pen-
etrating tbe Alleghealcs which are carrying
produce at Tnanilcstly-- unprofitable rales,
investors are told to make allowance for the
depressing effects of last autumn's panic,
and not to consider as normal the
present year's traffic The connecting
line lrom Buffalo west is in excel-
lent condition. The' report enlarges on
advantages of Canadian connection via the
International bridge, and concludes as fol-

lows: "We have freely pointed out defects,
but it Is only fair to state that tbi same rigid
scrutiny oi roost of our English railroads
would show a long list of Improvements and
expenditures advleable. There Is no cause
tor despair, but mucn reason to hope for the
future of Erie, if only undue competlUon is
avoided and' good "management secured."
Captain Tyler esttmates the cost of change
of at 3,50MUU; Improvement or gradi-
ents Jjfo,ao;rtdge. MOOJJOO, and new de-
partments, nuBfiOO. The bulk of these sums
he minks might be expended In about three
years and be advises laying 20,MX) tons or steel
rail within the same period.
