In our Issue of yesterday wo gave
prominence to a report which reached
us, by what wo considered reliable au-

thority, that tbe Tennessee river bridge,
on the Memphis and Charleston rail-
road, had been swept away by the. ter-
rible tornado which visited, like a be-

som of destruction, the beautiful little
city of Tuscumbla, Alabama, on Sun-
day evening last, aud that the westwa-

rd-bound passenger train had been
precipitated into tbe frightful chasm.
We now find that this report was

ALL A MISTAKE,

and that tho bridge, instead of being at
Tuscumbla, is at Decatur, forty miles
east of the line of tbe tornado, and was,
of course, entirely unharmed. The
bridge overthesamestream at Florence,
Alabama, was also untouched by the
fearful storm. We regret exceedingly
having given credence to this

FA1BK KBPOBT,
and hope our exchanges will note this
correction for tho benefit of the 'raveling
public. The real facts aro that a small
bridge at Tuscumbla was carried away
by the storm, and the rails, with fish-b- ar

joints, were torn from the ties and
moved out of place for a distance of fif
teen or twenty yards west of the bridge.
The eastward mail-trai- n on the Charles
ton road ran off tho track when it struck
the displaced rails, and the engine, mail
and baggage-car- s elided down the em
bankment, leaving the passenger and
sleepln-gcar- s upon the track.

SO FASSKNaEKS WEHEINJUllED.

The mail trains are running with their
usual regularity, requiring only a few
minutes for transfer at the bridge, and
it Is thought thntfrelght and other trains
will pass over tbe new bridge by Thurs
day. In the meantime, passengers are
not Inconvenienced or delayed by this
accident, which is the result of one of
the most terrific tornadoes that has ever
swept through the country.

CAPTAIN r. J. BOSS,

force of men, working night and day,
and will not sleep until he has It thor
oughly repalod.

Another Catbnlle Prim Become 1

lroleatant Blhhop Bayley upon tbe
Convert's Character.

Baltimore, November 20. Kev.
Father Jacquemel's public renunciation
of tbe Burnish churcti from a Protestaui
pulpit, and tbe announcement of his
mteution to enter the Presbyterian
church, are leadiug topics of discussion
in religious circles here. The recalci-
trant priest's statement having appeared
in tho morning papers, Archbishop
Bayley writes a letter fur publication, iu
which 110 says that JacQUemel wasnevei
formally received into mis diocese, but
was a poor priest with an injured reputa
tion, wnom no rouua to muuige 111 opium
aud other stimulants, for which reasuus
he refused him any position here, and

nt him to tbe Trapuist monastery in
Kentucky, when he came back from
ibeie the archbishop says ne refuted to
give him such a letter as would accredit
bim elsewhere, aud mat the letter which
be did give him was such aa to provoke
inquiry into his character in any parish
he should enter. In conclusion me
archbishop says it gives him no pleasure
to expose or dwell upon mo delinquen-
cies of tbco who have professed to give
themselves up to me service of God,
whether they belong to tho Catholic
church or not "To use Dean Swift's
imtfe," says me archbishop, "me pope

seems to be very busy Just nowin weed-
ing his own garden aud throwing woeds
over me wall, and I have charity enough
to advise those who snatch at these
weeds as eagelly as if tbev were trood
vegetables, mat they are not whultsume
nor good to eat." Father Jacquemei
denies all imputations upon his good
character, and asserts mat he held an
uublemh-be- reputation in tbe cburch.
He exhibits letters written to him by the
archbishop iuvlting him to the arcbl
episcopal residence here", and to assist
in service at the cathedral. Presbyteri
ans have taken charge of him, and will
seud bim to one ol their colleges to per--
lect blmseit in tne Jiiugusn language,
and to go through a regular training for
the ministry.

OESTITDTIO.V IS KANSAS.

Nome Mattalles from the Official Keport
Made t- - ibit MUite JUont

ot Altafciiltnre.

Atchison, November 21. Tho Daily
vnampion, pubiisnes irom advance
sheets of ofiklal report", made to the
State board of Agriculture, some sta-
tistics showing the destitution existing
in several of the frontier counties o; the
tState. beveuteeu counties, iu whicu
are an aggregate of oue hundred and
fifty-eig- ht acres, had been planted in
corn, and produced not a bushel of
this cereal. Five of these counties
produced an average crop of wheat,
rye. oats, barley, and buckwheat,
and are abundantly able to relieve any
individual cases of destitution In their
midst. The other twelve counties, hav-
ing an aggregate population of 23,887,
as shown by me State census takeu last
June, are all on the remote frontier, and
tbe settlements in mem have all been
made within the last three years. The
.f.tif 111 whinh the 7rtHter. rft.iirtfnHnncu ' -
prevails have all been populated within

Once more will thenegro j

the past year or two, and tho greater
part of their population settled within

They had expended nil
of their means In building
their homes and putting in their crops.
The drought and grasshoppers have
wrought total destruction ot everything
they hnd planted, leaving them totally
destitute. Tbey are wllflout either food,
clothing or luel to sustain them until
they cau produce something on which,
to live, aud must be sustained by chari-
table contributions of the peoploin other
sections of tbe State and country at!
largo. Tho Champion computes the
number of destitute in tbe Btato atj
from 20,000 to 25,000, but of these
many are located In older counties,
where crop, with the exception ofcorn,
were a fair average, aud thenoro tortu-nat- o

citizens aro nu'e and willing to
help their destituto neighbors, but In
eight counties destitution Is very gene-
ral, and almost the whole population
will need more or less assistance. At
least fifteen thousand people must be
assisted duringwititer,auduutll another
crop Is grown.

Aol Tct Concluded.

Washington, November 21. In the
safe burglary trial Hurrington,
in bis argument, cited various cases and
decisions which have been made against
the practice of seizing private psperfor
the past six centuries, and denounced
me action or tne government as ille-
gal, indecent and infamous, lu regard
to the missing telegram, lie said it was
for his interest to keep that telegram
intact, for the government did not know
who wrote that dispatch, and before
tbey could introduce it, they must
prove that he (Harrincton) wrote, it
He would not have it destroyed,
under any circumstances, and he had as
much right to say that the counsel for
tbe government had abstracted that
telegram as they had to impute its ab
sence to him. Tbey might not have
done it themselves, but they were sur-
rounded bva baud of men who wtr
used to such capers, and they could have
picked up tins dispatch ana nave eaten
it up as easily as they could have eaten
one of Welker's dinners.
