At the
second call prices showed a decline of
to 1 per cent., Lake Shore, "Western
Union, St. Paul, Pacific Mail, and At
lantic and Pacific Telegraph leading in
the downward movement; there were
sales of Western Union as low as 752,
seller 30. The weakness in this stock
resulted partly from a bill being intro
duced in the house for tbe construction
of a government telegraph between
"Washington aud Boston. Pacific Mail
fell off on account of trouble in the di
rectory, Messrs. Alexandre, Talcott and
Gulon having tendered their resigna-
tions. Lake Shote weakened on the re-
port that the directors bad been enjoined
from paying the dividend. During the
last hour of business stocks were unset-
tled, heavy and lower, and closed gene-
rally at tne lowest prices of the day.
The principal break was In Northwest-
ern, which went off nearly 2 per cent.,
Lake Shore broke down to 74", Pacific
Mail to 34J, Western Union to 75J, St.
Paul to 37J and Union Pacific to 37, with
the remainder of the list corresponding-
ly depressed. Transactions were 237,000
snares, of which 41,000 were Pacific
Mail. 57,000 Western Union, 17,000
Northwestern common, 15.000 St. Paul,
14 000 Erie, 3S.0O0 Lake Shore, 75,000
