By Mr. Jamison : To repeal a section of
an act vesting tbo appointment of coun-
ty jail physician with tho sheriff. By
Mr. Norman: To enfore the days pre-
scribed by law and compelling chancel-
lors and judges to pay costs accruing
from any delay in opening, and a bill to
repeal the thirty-fir- st section of the act
of March, 1873, providing a more just
and equitable law for the assessment
and collection of revenue, and a
bill to increase magistrates' juris
diction. By Mr. Perkins: lo
repeal the act of December 4th,
1807, and allow the jurors one dollar per
day and toll. Bill for protecting sheep
aud increasing the school fund revenue.
By Mr. Eice of Madison : To locate the
West Teunessee lunatic asylum in Madi-
son county, or near Jackson, the site to
be selected by three commissioners,
selected by tho governor. Referred to
the special committee on asylums. Mr.
Snuckleford offered a bill to establish a
State bank Issue of fifteen million dol-

lars, to be located at Nashville, with
branches at Memphis, Knoxville, aud
other central points, to be selected by a
board of twelve directors, appointed by
the governor, one-thi- rd to be farmers,

Nashville, Tenn., January 13.
Hobbi and his attorney, H.

M. M'Adoo, of Waverly, arrlyed this
morning, and went before tho investi-
gating committee this afternoon. The
following U a full synopsis of Hobbs's

State Library

written affidavit, read before the com-
mittee:

I was elected comptroller January 13,

1S73, and resigned about the first of
Mav. Before the election I heard John
L. House, of Williamson, spoken of as a
gentleman of integrity, and his election
was favored by a number of members.
I met him for the first time, and one
evening pending tho election was in
Thomas O'Connor's room at the Max-
well house, John M. Fleming, House
and B. F. Wilson, president of the Me-

chanics' bank, and others being present.
I then jokingly said that after two or
more ballots the weakest of us should
withdraw. House did not consent. Wil-
son said, "You must do it, as it is a fair
proposition." O'Connor jokingly said it
was right,and whichever was tho weaker,
alter the second ballot, should withdraw
aud give the other his Influence. That
was all the bargain or agreement made
previous to the election. Immediately
after the agreement, O'Connor humor-
ously said that it would be right for tlte
successful candidate to pay the
expense incurred by the other in
tho election. House gave mo his
support. I was elected, and
felt grateful to him. After the election
I went home. House called to see me
and wanted me to give him a clerk-
ship. I then promised him the posi-

tion, but made no promise previous to
the eleclion. I was afterward informed
that House said he was to be my prin-
cipal clerk. I told Senator Allison of
it, and took means to prevent House
talking. House denied making the
statement. He said he had rorrowed
fifteen hundred dollars from Dr. Mor-

row, in order to make the race, and
asked me to pay it, and charge it to his
salary to be received as my clerk.
Shortly afterward Morrow said that
House oorrowed the money on the plea
ol being my clerk, and for me. Morrow
said he obtained the money under false
pretenses, aud unless repaid would be
prosecuted. Finding out how House
was acting, I saw I had made a mis-

take, as he was unreliable and unfit for
the position, and I determined to get
rid of him ou any terms. B. A. Enloe,
a member of the legislature, told H. M.
M'Adoo as my friend, that Morrow had
sent JudgeGant to Frankin to seeHouse,
and was going to indict him. Enloe
said he was requested to act as a
friend; said House was mad; had
gone back on his word; that I
might have to fight a duel, and
unless the money was paid
ho (Euloe) would have au investigation
and disclosure of it. I disclaimed any
connection with it, and again realizing
the mistake made in promising House
the clerkship, was willing to pay him
anything to get rid of him, fori believed
they wanted to blackmail me. O'Con-
nor said the same thing to me, as the
muu would ruin me. I said I feared
no investigation. Moirow afterward
had a conversation with me, and said :

"I understand you say we want to
blackmail you?" I said, "Yes." He
denied it; said he loaned the money
and wanted to haye it back. I denied
that I had any previous knowledge of
the transaction, was not interested iu it,
and did not authorize House to borrow
money. I subsequently told House I
could not give him the clerkship, but
was willing to pay him all I had dam-
aged him. He said tho amount was
three thousand dollars, as he had in-
curred expense in the election. I said
that was too much, at first refused to
pay it, but afterward did so to get rid
of him. I never promised any-
thing before or during the
election. I deny emphatically
having promised him any oflico or
clerkship before the election ; deny any
knowledge or participation in corrupt-
ing members of the last .legUlatunif did
not authorize House or any one to bor-
row money from Morrow in procuring
the election; did not know he had bor-
rowed or used money illegally, improp-
erly, or in any way, save from the
knowledge of House aud Morrow, the
latter of whom said he loaned the
money; I offered no money or anything
else for my election; do not know that
anything of valuo or money was used or
offered to influenco votes; X did not con-
sider myself liable or obligated to pay
House or Morrow; I gave tho money
to get rid of House, and to exonerate
myself from the promise to make him
chief cleik; I would have given him
more rather than take him in the office,
after learning what I did, and of his
talk that he was to be chief clerk,
have charge of the money part
of the office, and would make
a good thing of it; as to my resignation
I have to state I received from
Wm. M. Duncan ten thousand dollars,
and resigned the oflico of comptroller
for reasons hereinafter stated; ten thou-
sand dollars was offered me upon tender
of my resignation; I did not deem it
morally wrong to take it; my bad state
of health rendered my continuance in
office perilous to life; 1 had to leave be-

cause ot ill health; I got into a contro-
versy with the public printers, and of-
fered Major Wilkes, who is the govern-
or's private secretary, half the emolu-
ments of the office if he would run It,
as my health did not permit me to stay
there all the time; he declined the offer;
about this time, and under circum-
stances briefly indicated, I learned I
could get ten thousand dollars to resign
the office, to restore it to the people in
the mode prescribed by law, and through
the means and agencies for them pre-
scribed and appointed by their constitu-
tion and laws, and to place some other
"person well qualified" to act
in my stead in the position. I, in view
of the circumstances, thought it no
wrong to resign and take the money.
Therefore I did so; the money was paid
me by William M. Duncan, on a draft
of John Frierson, president of a bank at
Columbia, it was drawn by him as
president, and I do not know whether
he, or bondholders, or others sustained
the amount. It was cashed by said
Duncan. As to Colonel Burch : Before
Colonel Burch came into the office I had
no hint, or intimation, or expectation
that Colonel Burch would be appointed
to act iu my stead, but supposed tho
governor would appoint some "other
person well qualified." Governor
Brown extended to me every courtesy I
could have expected or asked of him,
while I filled the office, and always as-

sured me he was ready and willing to
give me any assistance he coul.l in rela-
tion to the ollice and its du-
ties. When I first told him I con-
templated resigning, he advised me
not to do so; as well as I now recollect,
be said, as I bad been elected by the
legislature I ought to serve out the term
if I could, but expressed doubts as to my
health to bear up in the office. It would
throw thiugs in au awkward shape for
me to resign, and iu this connection
gave repeated assurances of willingness
to give me any assistance and do all in
his power to aid me in the performance
of the duties of the office. All these as-

surances the governor made good while
I remained in ollice. Jf he knew any-
thing at all about any money or other
consideration given me upon my ten-
dering my resignation I have no know-
ledge or information of it. I never said
a word to Governor Brown, nor he to
me, about who should be my successor,
nor did 1 in any way ever intimate or
communicate to Governor Brown who
1 wanted appointed to the position. I
fcal under lasting obligations to him for
uniform courtesy and assistance given
me while I was in office. All
the communication or buslncs 1
ever had as comptroller with
Colonel Burch is this: I made my olli-ci- al

bond In Humphreys county; had it
examined; approved by Chancellor Nix-
on, and when I presented it to the gov-ern- or

he said it was not properly certi-
fied, therefore not a good statutory,
though a good common, law bond. I
was abeut returning to Humphreys
pqumy to mase aumueruouu, and iiren--1
tioneu the matter to Oolouel Burch, whp

, remarked that I was not well enough to
be running absut, and he would make
my bond. He went off, got Hon. Phil-
lip Llndsley; they went on the bond,
wnlch was then properly oertlfled and
received. I then got into a cohtiover-B- y

with the public printers (Jones, Pur-
vis fc Co.,) and supposed at the time

that ColoaeK Burcii was interested in
the matter, as he was a member of
the printing firm. The next thing that
occurred between us was that on the day
I resigned Colonel Burcii came into my
office aud presented me with his com-

mission as my successor. I had no com-

munication whatever, iu anyway, or
by any means or agencies that 1 knew of
with Colonel Eurch about ns'guiug my
ollice, or who would be my miucessor.
If Colonel Burch knew, or had any in-
formation, that I was going to resign
the office, or that I was to receive any
money upon my resignation, I have no
knowledge or information of it. As to
Major J. S. Wilkes, tho governor's pri-

vate secretary, I fouad him to be one of
the moat courteous and obliging gentle-
men I ever met with. H was very fa-

miliar with all issues aud series of State
bonds, aud with all tho duties of the
comptroller's office, and, in fact, with
the archives of the State generally. He
tendered me his services and assistance
in all matters in which I might not
know how to act, or be in any manner
embarrassed about the business of tho
ollice, and I frequently had occasion to
call on him for advico about the business
of the ofliatf when always promptly
and courteously served me.

Captain Hobbs says that Sergeant-at-Arm- s

Carter came to his house Sunday,
and did not serve the summons, as it
was Sunday. He told Carter he would
be here Wednesday or Thursday, as he
was busy preparing his statement, and
had to come here to attend to the Wo-ma- ck

lawsuit. Carter returned to tho
house of representatives, which issued
an order for his arrest under a wrong
idea, as he (Hobbs) had no desire to
evade the committee. Carter did not
pretend to serve the summons, as it was
Sunday when he was at his house.

WHAT MR. HOUSE SAYS.
Mr. House was before the committee

yesterday, and Mr. Hobb3 is of opinion
that his testimony coincided with the
statement above given. It is hinted
that House expended the three thousand
dollars in procuring votes in the election
or for other purposes. Hence the ap-

pointment or another investigating
committee to examine into the
charge of bribery and corruption of
members of the last legislature.
Sworn statements of corruption have
been filed against eight members of that
legislature, so reported. The investi-
gating committee have in their posses-
sion a letter, or some kind of manu-
script, alleged to have been written by
Sam Taylor, bookkeeper of the State
national bank at Memphis, relative to
the comptrollership sale. Witne3ses
were to-da- y examined as to the identity
of his handwriting in the document.
The investigation has aroused great ex-

citement and overshadows the senatori-
al question.

Special Correspondence of the Appeal.
ADJUTANT-GENERA- L HAMliV.

Nashville, January 12. Captain
William R. Hamby, the private secre-
tary of Governor Porter, will, by virtue
of his ollice, also bo adjutant-gener- al of
the State. He is a son of Robert J.
Hamby, of Paris, Henry county, where
Ii8 was born in 1814, and resided until
the spring of 1860, wheu he removed to
Texas and there enlisted at the com-
mencement of the war in the Fourth
Texas regiment, Confederate States
army, commanded by Colonel Hood,
who afterward succeeded General Joo
Johuston, and led the fatal campaign
against Nashville. Captain Hamby
served with his regiment until the battle
of Sharpsburg, Virginia, where ho was
badly wounded, and then discharged
from the service. In March, 1863, ho

and joined Morgan's com-
mand asjiainmauder of General Adam
R. Johnson's escort. Captain Hamby
made a gallant soldier, and in the mem-
orable ami brilliant raid Morgan made
through Kentucky, Indiana and Ohio,
he never faltered, but was always in the
advance. He was captured near Syra-
cuse, Ohio, aud imprisoned at Colum-
bus, where he remained until February,
1865, wheu ho was exchanged, and
reached Columbus, Georgia, in time to
engage in the last battles of the Con-
federate forces against Wilson's cavalry,
which was then raiding that section of
the country. Returning home, Captain
Hamby entered the law department cf
Cumberland university, Lebanon, in
I860, and being graduated there in 1S67,
commenced the practice of his profes-
sion that fall, in Paris. He soon gained
a lucrative business, but owing to

abandoned his chosen profession
and assumed the editorial management
of the Paris Intelligencer. Not only as
a lawyer, but as a journalist, Captain
Hamby was successful; possessing as he
does, qualities and abilities that would
fit him for the duties of each profession.
Captain Hamby subsequently edited the
Union City Courier, which, under his
direction, was a lively aud interesting
journal, equal in many respects to many
other papers more pleasantly fa-

vored by circumstances aud location.
Owing to the cholera in Union City,
Captain Hamby removed his print-
ing office and material to
Jackson, Tennessee, where he
commenced the publication of the
Jackson Courier-Heral- d, which journal
is iu the enjoyment of a rich patronage
and brilliunt prosperity, a proud testi-
monial of the intelligence, ability and
genius of its founder. Not long since
Captain Hamby sold the Courier-JIer-ai-

and resumed the practice of law.
He is an accomplished gentleman of
affable manners, polite bearing and ex-
cellent social qualities that render him
popular,inieresiingaud entertaining. He
will make a good secretary and adjutant-genera- l,

and for the duties of the posi-
tion he is eminently litted.

THE SENATORIAL QUESTION.

Ou the absorbing question of who will
be senator in Brownlow's place, the sit-
uation is indeed somewhat changed
since I last wrote you. It is believed by
many that Johnson is gaining strength
and influence, and thathis numerous op-
ponents are disheartened aud demoral-
ized as to a combination, there can be
no doubt, and they are resortiug to
various methods and means in the en-
deavor to defeat him and elect any man
but Johnson, no matter who that man
may be. So far their own dissensions
and local prejudices have prevented any
union among them, and the prevailinc
impression is, that they cannot make a
combination solid and compact enough.
The members from East Tennessee,
from what Andy's friends say, will vote
solidly for Johnson. The question was
asked an East member yesterday, in my
hearing, why Mr. Johnson did not sup-
port Judge Porter for governor. His re- -
ply was, that "Mr. Johnson did support
Governor Porter, and supported him
well, otherwise how could Judge Porter
Ket the large vote lie received in East
Teunessee if Mr. Johnson did not sup-
port him? and how could we, who now '

support Mr. Johnson, be elected if we
were not friends of Judge Por-
ter ? The enemies of Johnson
charge him with being anything
but a Democrat; they rake, scrape up,
aud spring together the bad acts that
they ohargo heha3 done in political life,
and paint tbem as hideous and black as
they can, and scatter them broadcast to
the world, using much questionable
lauEuage in their denunciations, contra-
dicting history and themselves in their
statements, and seriously imperilling
the future success of the Democratic
party in Tennessee; imperilling it, be- -'

cause no party can be kept together
while one of its greatest leaders, and
one who has more personal followers
than any man In Tennessee, is cursed,
assailed and denounced by other leaders
and partisans, simply for the reason that
they want him out of the way. This is
blind policy, bad statesmanship, horrid
bungling iu the management of the
Demcoraiic party in Tennessee, and its
natural result can easily be seen, and
needs no prophet." This is what Mr.
Johnson's friends say; these aro their
views, anu tuese ucn are Democrats.
God craut that wiser and more temper-
ate counsels prevail, and that whoever
Is elected senator, every section of the
State and every wing of tho party bo
fully and fairly satiated that internal

dissensions amoug ourselves be among
the things of th? past.

OUK STATE CREDIT JOHNSON.
Editors Appeal You see In the

newspapers a full account of the pro-
ceedings of the legislature. While there
is every disposition to relieve the people
as much as possible, I think there is a
disposition in the present legislature to
maintain the credit of the State. I be-

lieve commissioners will be appointed
to confer witii Tennessee bondholders,
and make such arrangements as will bo
satisfactory to all parties, and even in-
crease the value of Tennessee securities.
I have no idea that this legislature will
place the State in the humiliating atti-
tude of depreciating its own credit in or-

der to become a speculator iu its own
paper, thereby sacrificing the weak in
order to benefit the millionaire, who is
able to hold his bonds until .ie can get
both principal aud interest. Open, bold
repudiation is more honorable than this,
because all then are placed on an equal
footing, and the State is not under the
necessity of paying anything toward her
debt. If we are to destroy our State
credit, let us do it opeuly aud manfully,
and reap whatever benefits are to result
from the non-payme- nt of our State debt.
This way of doing it by indirection, and
getting all of the evils of repudiation
and none of the benefits, if there be any,
is a one-side- d business. Whatever ar-
rangement can be made between the
State and its creditors, which will be
satisfactory to both parties, will not af-
fect our credit, and will relievo our peo-
ple. In regard to the senatorial con-
test the "combat thickens." In regard
to Mr. Johnson I shall have but little to
say The most vigorous opposition
arises to him because of his conduct
during the past canvass. Had he acted
in entire harmony with tho Democratic
party of Tennessee during the recent
canvass much of the opposition which
is now manifested toward him would
not exist. There is a deep-seate- d feel-
ing that his election under tile circum-
stances would destroy all hopes of Demo-
cratic organization in the future, upon
which depends the only hope of success.
This is the real ground of opposition to
Johnson. The Hobbs committee aro
busily at work, aud it is hoped they will
get out ail the facts. Was Hobbs paid?
If so, who paid him? Did Mr. Burch
know anything about it, or have any-
thing to do witii it? Was it the pur-
pose of those who paid Hobbs tho money
to have Burch appointed? Did the gov-
ernor know anything about it, or was
there an understanding, in which he
participated, that he was to appoint
Burch? These are the questions perti-
nent to the issue. Hobbs may have
been paid ten thousand dollars, and
both the governor and Mr. Burch have
beeu ignorant of the whole transactiou.
Or it may have been understool that
the governor would appoint Mr. Burch,
and yet the governor might not have
known auything of the trade or agree-
ment. There are parties who can
answer nil these questions, and they
should be made to appear. Absence Is a
confession of guilt so far as the parties
absenting themselves are concerned,
aud no further. Governor Brown's
friends, I learn, are exceedingly anx-
ious for all the witnesses to appear and
all the facts to be made known. They
feel that a full investigation will com-
pletely vindicate him. The Memphis
delegation, it is understood, will vote
for Mr. Johnson because they consider
themselves instructed to do so. The
county committee, I have been inform-
ed, reported to them that a majority of
the Democrats voting at the last election
expressed a preference for Mr. Johnson,
and under the agreement made by the
candidates before the election they feel
bound by these instructions. How long
they will feel bound to vote for Mr.
Johnson I have no reasons of knowing.
If Mr. Johnson had supported in good
faith the platform aud caudidates of the
Democratic party he would have naade
friends of many men who now oppose
him. If lie wishes to become strong
with the Democratic party of Tennessee
the true policy with him now would be
to retire from this canvass where he
hopes to be elected by Radical votes,
aud support earnestly and in Rood faith
the Democratic ticket in 1876, and he
"will be a formidable candidate for the
place now held by Senator Cooper. He
will doubtless scorn this advice, but he
will live to see the day when he will
regret not having taken it.
