AFPPOINTING COMMINKIONERS,

Kansas City, in Missouri, like Mem-
phis, is overwhelmed with debl. A com-
millee was recently appointed to eonfer
with the people and report what legisla~
tion Js needed to improve the condition
of the finances of the city. The com-
mitlee recommended the sppointment
ol & fund commission, fo whom the
whole indebtedpess of the city and its
general managemer . were to be refer-
red. Anxious as the people of Kausas
City were to provide for their indebted-
ness and to secure retrenchment and re-
form io their municipal affairs, they met
in mass peeting and protested against
any action which had not the indorse-
ment of the people,;and passed the fol-
lowing resolution :

Reso'ved, That we, the cltizens of Kansas
Clity, hnve heard wilh su and alarm of
the introduetion into the general assembily of
Missouri of & bill for the appolntment of cer-
lain commissioners to whom, under the pro.
visions of dhe bilL, ﬂtmrdfnm and dan-
peroas powers are o be graoted, and that this
blil, mbout which our people Lave never been
oalsnlled, in now belng pressad
lx s posstige by a few men who
himve petsobal interest in possessing them-
selves of thews dang=o0s powers Over our
people and cliy, unu thet those who shall be
nplmlnm commissioners noder Its provistons
Wil owe ne responsibliily to the oam'nuné'.}'

Fully respect-
ing the impulse which prompted the
commupicstion of so distinguished a
soldier and citizen as “Private Dalzell,”
we yet advise agaiust his suggestion, be-
lleving that we have had enough of mil-
itary business, at least for & generstion,
aod that it is about time we were bury-
ing all memory of the “hooted aund
spurred” period of our history out of
sight forever.
