THE EXPRESS RORBErtY.

Further as to the Thleres who Plunder-

ed and Almost Murdered Express
Messenger Brady.

How they Operated Who Saw Ibcra

TYhat they Look Like Pursuit by

Uetectifes and Express Meu.

The excitement about the express rob-
bery has not yet abated, and much in-

terest Is manifested iu the probability of
the fugitives being captured. Of course
there is much speculation as to the iden-
tity of the men and the place where
they came from. Some suppose them
to be the men who robbed the Tisho-
mingo bank at Corinth last December,
and belong to the Gads Hill party of
thieves, whose daring exploits have
been known to the public for months
past. Since yesterday we, learned the
following facts about

the robbers' decoy package.
As previously stated, a young man

giving his name as Hall some time ago
rented basement No. 18 Madison street
from Mr. Conaway. He rented the
oflice for one month at fifty dollars, with
the privilege of retaining it at the same
price for one year. He then signed the
following agieement:

I hereby agreo to deliver the office, No. Is
Madison street, to 1. 1). Conaway, agent, un-

less a satisfactory arrangement be made foi
the rent hereafter, on tho twenty-secon- d day
or February, li7". w. h. hall,

for Stock ins Co.

Last Saturday the young man Hall
appeared at the Southern express office
iu Collierville, and giving his name as
Robert Blakely, sent the following de-

coy package and letter. In this connec-
tion we would state that the name signed
is Blakely and not Bleckley, as formerly
stated, the lat'er being the name of the
worthy mayor of Collierville; hence this
statement to prevent any mistake on
the part of our readers:

Union and Planters' Bank, of Memphis:
Pay to W. R. Parker, or bearer, the sum of

ono hundred dollars,
ROBERT BLAKELY.

Dear sib I send enclosed a check for one
hundred to balance account. Your respect-
fully, ROBERT BLAKELY'.
NO, 18 MADISON STREET, BASEMENT.

Hall alias Blakely requested the agent
at Collierville to be certain to direct the
letter aud draft to "W. R. Parker, No.
18 Madison street, basement," as he
had previously sent to hif uncle money,
but it had been lost because of wrong
directions. These papers were dropped
by the murderous robberg in their hasty
exit from the Madison street basement,
and were there picked up by the police.
The man Blakely alias Hall came to
the city.Saturday night,and the conduc-
tor on the Charleston road thought he
was a confidence man. He watched him
closely, but did not see him after the
train arrived in this city. Had the plan
failed, and the package been delivered
when the messenger tad no other
money on his person, no effort at rob-

bery would have been made, for it is
evident that the men have been a month
perfecting the scheme which they
have executed so successfully,
and yet most boldly. They
would have awaited a favorable
opportunity and sent other decoy pack-
ages so as to haA'e the messenger enter
the den Avhen he was carrying a large
amount of money. It is said that the
men were expecting to be able to fell the
messenger when he had a hundred thou-
sand dollars about his pemon, as this
amount was to be forwarded from New
York to banks and business houses iu
this city. Fortunately for the express
compauy, no such amount was sent, and
if so, the messenger, Mr. Brady, did not
have it on his person when he was as-

sailed aud knocked senseless.
HALL'S MOA'EMENTS HERE.

Hall alias Blakely,after reaching town
came up from the depot and stepped in-
to a saloon on Second street, near Mad-
ison, to lake a drink. He had a valise
and wore a very large revolver, the
leather scabbard bearing the initials "T.
F. B." He gave the pistol to the bar-
keeper, but soon thereatter asked for the
weapon,aud then placed it iu his valise,
saying, "You don't have much- - use for
such things over here, but they are used
in my country." He remained in the
saloou some little while, and has not
been seen since. His description an-
swers to that of Hall alias Blakely.

ALL ABOUT THE CLUB.

As previously stated, the hickory club
used by the robbers is about fourteen
inches lonz, and weighs over four
pounds. With this Mr. Brady was
knocked down when ho was robbed.
Last Monday week a man with a club
concealed under his cloak entered the sa-

loou adjoining the Appeal, and en-
gaged in conversation with a gentleman
whom ho met there. The club was acci-
dentally seen by the gentleman, who
asked the man .what he carried it for.
He was told that it was for Mardi-Gras- ,

as he expected to join in the festivities
of the occasion, and wanted to keep up
with the procession, so to speak. Short-
ly after this the man with the cloak and
the club went out of the saloon in com-
pany with a negro. Sinca then he has
not been seen by --.nyone who could iden-
tify him. He was of low stature
weighed about ono hundred and fifty
pounds, had a florid complexion, and
wore light, sandy whiskers. The gen-
tleman who saw him in the saloon yes-
terday examined the club Avhich the
robbers used, and is now in Chief Athy's
oflice, and is certain it is the one he saw
under the man's cloak. While the club
may be the same, yet the robbers may
have stolen it, and the original owner
not known that it had been taken.

THE TAVO TRAVELERS.
Last Wednesday night two roughly

dreasedmen took rooms at Gorwin's
restaurant, and it is said that they were
concerned in the scheme. However
this is mere supposition, as the only
foundation lor tue report is tne alleged
belief of the detectives that the name of
one Thomas Haley, is similar to the
writing of the man who purchased the
lamp at Prescott's tho day of the rob-
bery. This man registered from Jack-so- u,

while the other registered from
Camden, Arkansas. It may be that
both of these persons are respectable
gentlemen and well-know- n citizens, for
their movements have been of no sus-
picious character. They both remained
over night, seemed to know each other
well, and although roughly dressed
seemed to be men of education and in-
telligence. The latter leit on the Little
Reck train the next morning as also did
his companion. They had plenty of
money, ordered the best fare on the bill,
and smoked fine cigars. So far we can
learn nothing to justify the belief (hat
these travelers were in any manner cog-
nizant of the robbery.

ANOTHER RIVER EXPEDITION.
Superintendent Willis, who was in

Nashville attending to the bu3ines3 of
the company, being notified of the rob-
bery, took the first train for Memphis,
ana arrived here yesterday mornincr.
Mr. Willis, who is a thorough business
man, and fully understands the affairs
of the company, at once instituted fur-
ther search for the robbers. He left yes-
terday afternoon on the Mississippi and
Tennessee railroad for a point opposite
tho river, and there commenced an act-
ive search for the fugitives. We have
not heard from him since he left, but
feel assured that he will leave nothing
undone in order to capture the thieA'es.

One of the superintendents of the
Southern express company, upon
learning of the robbery came
up to Memphis, and it is said,
very soon got upon the trail of the
robbers. He immediately chartered the
steam tug N. M. Jones and applied to
Chief Atby for a detail of policemen.
Ofllceis Eishmau, Scott, M'Connell,
Manuel, Davis and Robertson, under
ciiarge ol jjeiecuve unew M'Uune,
were placed at his disposal, and by two
o'clock tho superintendent had his
men on board the tug, which left her
mooriHgs aud moved down toward
President's island. It is rumored that
the robbers are either on this island or
are concealed in the large canebrake on

the Arkansas shore. The island is quite
large and has several plantations on it,
with lakes and canebrakes that afford
ready concealment. The river there
spreads out six miles, and it may be
that the fugitives are hidden sombwhere
on the island or are lurking in its vicin-
ity. Mr. Willis, with a party, will go
in from the railroad, while the party
that went down by river will watch the
movements of the skins around Presi-
dent's island and endeavor to get on the
trail of the fugitives.

BOATMAN DO NOT TARRY.
It is now believed that the two men

whom Detective Cranmer chased into
the canebrake below Four-Mil- e bayou,
Arkansas, last Monday belonged to the
party that committed the robbery. The
action of the men in deserting their
boat and running oft" at the approach of
the tug would incline to this belie', al-

though they may have been river nirates
who feared the presence of officers.
Early yesterdny morning a black man
crossed the river in a skiff from this
city, but the boatman is now of opinion
that the passenger was a white man
disguised as a negro. His face was
blackened, but the tip3 of his finger?
and a glance at his breast showed him
to be a white person. Whoever he was
he could have had no purpose in dis-
guising himself as a negro save that of
concealment, and it is nowbelieA'ed that
all of the men engaged in the robbery
were white men. We have nt heard
rua the expedition down the river, but

river pirate aud land robber alike will
not stand much chance of escape if once

'

they get on their trail, for their experi-
ence, and their good judgment and en--
ergyi g1V0 them an advautage that will
nia&e it no easy task for tne tugitlvi
to elude their determined pursuit.

THE ROBBERS HEARD FROM.

Last night it was said that a
man residing on the Mississippi riv-
er, six miles below the city, in-
formed Chief Athy that the robbers
were lurk'ng around hi3 place. Chief
Athy, we hear, detailed six men to go
in search of the robbers. The men were
to have left on their expedition last
night, and if reports be true the crimi-
nals may yet be overhauled. An efl'ort
will be made to find the negro who was
seen last Monday week with the man
having the club. We are glad to slate
that Mr. Brady is recovering from his
injuries, which are not as severe as we
were informed they were by attaches of
the ofllce. We hope to see Mr. Brady
fully restored and at his post of duty in
a very short time. He is being kindly
attended, and although suffering pain
from the contusions, is considered out of
danger.

RETURNED.
The expedition returned last night

early, but did not find the robbers. The
meu report big stories about the missing

jail-bird-s, as told by a boy who resides
upon the sand bar.
